Clay Taylor, Yoakum County Hospital Administrator, met with
Commissioners Court Monday, and presented the hospital
board’s recommendations for expans1on projects and possible
financing details.

Taylor told the court the hospital board had explored two types
of possible financing for the proposed expansion project, Tax
and Revenue Cerificates of Obligation, and General Obligation
Bonds. Taylor explained some of the features of certificates of
obligation include not having to be voted on but require a pub-
lication of Notice of Intention that is subject to petition, paid for
primarily by tax revenues, but the hospital system reveneues
* can also be used; Proceeds may be used for both construction
and equipment.

Questioned by Judge Brewer why the hospital board favored
the certificate/obligation route to fund the proposal, Taylor ex-
plained, as a result of a recent Needs Assessment questionaire
mailed by the hospital ;and featured in issues of CCN and the
Denver City Press, 77 percent of the respondents stated they
would support a bond election. He also noted time is a factor -
selling general obligation bonds takes more time than required
to sell certificates of obligation, plus the fact possible interest

While cost of a bond
election would be a relatively
small item, it would add an es-
timated three to five thousand
dollars to the expense. A bond
issue could also force an elec-
tion - a petition containing-just
 five percent of some 4,800 reg-
istered voters, only 240 people,
could call for an election.

NAP deadline nears for native
grass and improved pastures

Gary L. Six, County Executive

- Director for the Yoakum

County Farm Service Agency
(FSA), reminds local farmers
and ranchers the application
closing date to sign up for the
Non-Insured Assistance Pro-
gram NAP) for native grass and
improved pastures is December

1, 2002. :
NAP covers crops damaged by
severe weather resulting in loss
of 50 percent or greater. Losses
are generally determined by
percentage of loss compared to
the producer’s actual yield his-
tory. Lost production eligible
for payment is paid at 55 per-
cent of crop value.

“ Producers interested in ob-
taining crop insurance on pe-
rennial pastures should visit
their local USDA Service Cen-
ter as soon as possible to com-
plete an application for their
2003 acres,” said Six. “ Produc-
ers with acres in multiple coun-
ties should be aware carrying
capacities for pasture acres
covered under NAP may vary

by state and by county, so they
need to check with their local
FSA office for details,” he
added.

Nap coverage is only available
for crops where coverage is not
available under the Federal
Crop Insurance Program
(ECIC). “ For all native grass
and improved pastures, produc-
ers must report acres and file
notices of loss in a timely man-
ner to ensure eligibility. How-
ever, 'production evidence is not
required for perennial past
pastures that are grazed only,”
said Six.

The December 1, 2002 dead-
line to purchase NAP coverage
also applies to persons who
have an existing policy and
want to renew their coverage
for 2002.

In addition to Van Dyke, In-
structor Mike Willis and Texas
State U.S.D.A. Coordinator
Rodney Mannino traveled to
Denver City to present the
seminar, which was held at the
Field House of the Denver City
High School. Van Dyke hailed
the Field House as “the nicest
facility ever made available to
us.”

Participating in the local semi-
nar were ten members of the
Yoakum County Sheriff’s De-
partment, two reserve officers
from the Denver City Police
Department and three members
of the Cochran County
Sheriff’s Department. The of-
ficers were taught techniques to
effectively control subjects
with minimum risk if injury to
the subject, while maintaining
officer safety as a primary con-
cern. They learned techniques
on taking control in close area
and ground fighting, as well as
effective take down techniques.

Although the need to know
hand to hand combat tech-
niques in an area such as
Yoakum County is minimal, the
need tends to arise unexpect-
edly, and an officer who is well
prepared is always more likely
to walk away from the situation
with both him and his prisoner
uninjured. This is a benefit not
only to the participants of the
altercation, but also to the com-
munity at large.

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Putting Infants To Sleep On

Their Backs Good Safety

Practice

Results of a recent study con-

ducted by the National Insti-

tutes of Health (NIH) indicate
what public-health officials and
pediatricians have thought for
years, putting infants to sleep
on their stomachs increases the
risk of Sudden Infant Death
Syndrome (SIDS). ;

Study findings were published
this month (October 2002) in
Pediatrics, the journal of the
American Academy of Pedxat-
rics.

Getting infants to. sleep on
their backs cannot be overem-
phasized, according to Jere
Brewer, a pediatric nurse prac-
titioner with the Texas Depart-
ment of Health (TDH). “Since
the American Academy of Pe-
diatrics began an educational
campaign called ‘Back to
Sleep’ in 1992, the number of
SIDS cases has dropped nearly
50 percent,” she said.

Efforts are underway in Texas
to educate parents, child care
providers and other care givers
to reduce infant mortality and
increase the safety of children.

“The Texas Department of
Health is working with the
Texas Cooperative Extension,
other state agencies and non-
profit organizations to educate

parents about infant health and
safety issues such as SIDS,”
Brewer said.

SIDS is the sudden, unex-
plained death of an infant in the
first year of life and is the lead-
ing cause of death in children
under 1 in the United States. A
total of 233 infants under 1 died
of SIDS in Texas in 2000, the
latest year which statistics are
available.

National statistics also show
that infants in child care cen-
ters or in the care of someone
other than their parents have
about a 20 percent higher risk
of dying from SIDS.

Brewer encourages parents
who put their infants into child
care centers to ask about rules
regarding sleep positions and to -
check with their pediatricians
to see if their children have any
medical condition that would

- prevent the infants from sleep-

ing on their backs.

“If the baby is medically okay
and it is all right with the phy-
sician to place that child to
sleep on his or her back, make
sure that the day care center
staff does that,” Brewer said.
She also urges parents to dis-
cuss these precautions with all
the child’s baby-sitters.

Increased State Spending Increases Poverty

Some in Texas are asking the legislature increase taxes to close an expected budget shortfall, suggesting the state even levy a
progressive income tax to help the poor. However, a new study commissioned by the Texas Public Policy Foundation debunks
those claims, finding that higher tax burdens are actually associated with greater poverty, reducing the ability of the poor to mvest
and save.

In the final installment of the six part ‘Taxing Texans Series, economics professor Richard Vedder, Ph.D. studied the relationship

 between poverty, taxes and state spending using a regression analysns of US Census records and other data. The full report is

available at www.tppf.org.

The findings are strong and startling, writes Dr. Vedder, an internationally acclaimed economic formerly with the US Congress,
Joint Economic Committee. {‘Higher tax burdens are associated with greater poverty. Big government that is tax financed is more
hkely to add, rather than subtract, from poverty rolls.”

Dr. Vedder motes these results merely reflect what has been w1dely acknowledged by economists around the world.

Several decades of studies by economists confirm the proposition that the higher the level of taxation, the lower the rate of
economic growth. A low rate of economic growth will always disproportionally impact the poor, who are at the margins of employ-
ment and job security.

For those who believe that income taxes are less regressive, Dr. Vedder found that there is no statistically 81gmflcant relatlonshlp
between the proportion of taxes derived from income taxation and the rate of poverty.

In a state like Texas, many might worry about the data being skewed by a high immigrant population. But Dr. Vedder’s research
finds the relationship between immigration and poverty is not even statistically significant.

In developing his study, Dr. Vedder found that Texas, low tax rate and relatively low ~spending have helped keep poverty rates
lower than might otherwise have been the case.

Dr. Vedder concludes, the research and the models clearly point to one conclusmn high taxes hurt economic growth, and espe-
cially hurt the poor. Texans shouldn’t mess with Texas taxes.
