Gary Walker reviews 77th
Leglslatlve Session

District 80 State Representa-
tive Gary Walker returned
home to Plains last Wednesday
after completing the long and
grueling 77th Legislative ses-
sion in Austin. Now back be-
hind his desk as Consultant for
Sandy Land Underground Wa-
ter Conservation District,
Walker granted a joint inter-
view last Thursday with Cow-
boy Country News and the
Denver City Press.

Asked what he considered the
most important bill passed in
the session for West Texans,
Walker stated, “ It’s difficult to
single out one particular bill
from all the rest, but certainly
one of the top priority items
was passage of SB 2, our wa-
ter resources bill. Water is a
precious resource everywhere,
but particularly so here in West
Texas, where adequate water
supplies have always been
problems.” He thinks the bill,
and the recently created 16
Regional Water Planning
Groups around the state are
positive steps to ensuring wa-
ter needs in the future.

Walker reported another bill
benefitting small school dis-
tricts, particularly those in
property tax poor counties, is a
bill authorizing the state to pro-
vide $1.24 billion for teacher
and school employee health
insurance. Participation in the
program would be mandatory
for districts with 500 or fewer
employees, optional for larger
districts. The program will go
into effect September, 2002.

crystal ball is not crystal clear
on the ongoing redistricting is-
sue. The House drafted a redis-
tricting map, which the Senate
failed to ratify, nor could the
Senate agree on a new
districting map from their
chambers. The highly charged
redistricting issue now rests in
the five member Legislative
Redistricting Board, which
convenes this week. They have
60 days to submit a new redis-
tricting map.Walker said there
is also a possibility Congres-
sional redistricting problems
could force Governor Perry to
call for a special 30 day maxi-
mum session.

Walker was particularly proud
of being able to be co-author
of HB 7, a measure creating
the Office of Rural Commu-
nities Affairs ( ORCA). “ This
is a new agency, one devoted
to small communities and ru-
ral areas, and it would not be

headquartered in a large metro
area. There is a real possibility
the headquarters could end up
in Lubbock. ORCA has an ap-
proved initial budget of $80
million, and will start with a
staff of some 60 people. Land-

ing the headquarters for ORCA
would be a windfall for the se-

lected town, and a number of
towns will be offering tax and
financial incentives to the se-
lection committee.” ORCA
would deal with many rural is-
sues, including health, trans-
portation, governmental ac-
tions, and economic develop-
ment.

Walker declared he was more than

ready to return home. *“ It got pretty

hectic in Austin during the session.

Tusually gottomy officeby SA.M.,

and many times it was after 1 A.M.

before I returned to my apartment.”

He averaged spending fourteen

hours a day in his office during the

session.

Quantum
leap in
Internet
access
speed at
County
Library,
PISD

Internet users on the Plains

ISD campus or at the Yoakum
County Library here will no
longer have to sit impatiently
watching their nails grow as
they wait for the Internet to
come up on the computer
monitor. The Library recently
installed an antenna at their fa-
cility which picks up signals
from another antenna at PISD,
linking the library’s computers
to the school’s fiber optic T-1
line, boosting access time over
200 percent. Internet users fa-
miliar with conventional dial
up service, which operates at
about 23 kilobytes per second,
are amazed at the now incred-
ible access time utilizing the
school’s T-Line. The T-Line ac-
cesses the net at a speed of 11
megabytes per second - it takes
1000 kilobytes to make up one
megabyte.

County Librarian Opal Rob-
erts told CCN library patrons
are amazed at the speed of the
internet connection. “ We ap-

‘preciate Plains ISD working
‘with us to give our patrons bet-
Iter, faster service. We’re hop-

ing this will encourage more

‘people to visit us and access the

internet.”

All three school
campuses score high
on TAAS Test

Interviewed last Thursday,
Plains ISD Superintendent Jim
Haynes was elated to report
preliminary information from
the Texas Education Adminis-
tration indicates Plains students
on all three campuses did ex-
ceptionally well on the annual
Texas Academic Achievement
Scores.

Both the high school and
middle school students earned
Exemplary ratings, the very
highest level of achievement on
the TAAS, and elementary stu-
dents achieved a Recognized
rating, the next highest ranking
on the TAAS.

“ We do not have individual
scoring data yet, but we’re con-
fident these preliminary ratings
will stand up. The Board of
trustees and I are extremely
proud of our students efforts on
the TAAS tests, and the hard
work our teachers put in to
achieve these outstanding rat-
ings.”

Asked to comment on public
school issues addressed in the
recently ended 77th Legislative
session, Haynes said, “The pas-
sage of the Teachers Health
Insurance Program was very
beneficial for many school dis-
tricts, particularly smaller dis-
tricts in so called ‘tax poor’
counties. I’m not sure it helped
Plains ISD that much, for we
have offered teachers health in-
surance benefits for a number
of years, and it has served as a
valuable recruiting tool to bring
the best qualified teachers to

our district..” Haynes said the
Board would probably con-
tinue to supplement the state’s
new health program to ensure
teachers and employees have
the best, quality coverage.
Haynes declared he thought
the so-called math initiative bill
was sound policy. The bill es-
tablishes math academies to
better prepare teachers, and
helps recruit and reward well
trained math teachers with bo-

nuses of up to $5000.
Commenting on legislative
efforts to move the start of
school back to a later date,
Haynes said, “ When the bill
passed mandating Texas
schools start during the week
of August 21, it was pretty
much a moot issue here. Our
Board had already determined
we would start later this year
than in past years. Our start
date is August 20, which is ac-
tually in the week of August
217

During the session, the contro-
versial * Robin Hood’ public
school finance issue was again
raised. Haynes said he had
hoped the Legislature would
give some relief to so called “
rich” school districts by raising
the tax recapture tax limit from
$295,000 per weighted average
daily attendance student to
$320,000. The recapture amount
was raised to $300,000 for 2001-
02, and to $305,000 in 2002-03.
The higher amount would have
kept more county tax money in .
the district.

Memorial Day is a time when

we reflect upon the sacrifices our
veterans have made to defend
our country’s freedom. Our vet-
erans deserves the utmost respect
and recognition.
It is important to ensure they re-
ceive just compensation for their
dedicated service. As a member
of Congress, I am proud to sup-
port legislation that makes cer-
tain our veterans are honored not
only on Memorial Day, but ev-
ery day of the year.

This year, the U.S. House of Rep-
resentatives passed a budget plan
for fiscal year 2002 that set aside
$5.6 billion- up from $5.2 billion
in 2001- addressing the urgent
needs of our veterans. These funds
will improve medical and mental
health care, long term care, rising
pharmacy costs and emergency
care. Additional funds have also
been specifically set aside to in-
crease military pay, improve mili-
tary housing and expand health
benefits for military retriees.

Once again, I am cosponsor of
H.R. 303, the Retired Pay Resto-
ration Act, which would permit
members of the armed forces who
retire with over 20 years of service
and who have service conected dis-
abilities to receive compensation
from the VA concurrently with re-
tired pay, witout deduction from ei-
ther. Some military retirees who are
eligible for military retirement ben-
efits as a result of a full service ca-
reer are also eligible for disability

compensation from the VA, based
on a medical problem they in-

curred while in the service. Under
the current law, these service dis-
abled retirees must surrender a
portion of their retired pay if they
receive the disability compensation
to which they are entitled. Nation-
wide, more than 40,000 disabled
military retirees must give up their
retired pay to receive their VA dis-
ability compensation. I believe this
must stop.

How can we expect to maintain a
viable national defense if service

members cannot receive both VA
disability compensation and mili-
tary retired pay? The 106th Con-
gress took the first step towards ad-
dressing this inequity by giving a
monthly allowance to military re-
tirees with severe service con-
nected disabilities at 70 percent or
higher. While this is a step in the
right direction, we mustenact HR.
303 to fully correct this injustice.
Ihave also cosponsored H.R. 179,
the “ Keep Our Promise To
America’s Military Retirees Act,”
which restores full health care cov-
erage to retired members of the
uniformed services. The bill ful-
fills the pledge of health care prom-
ised to and eamed by all military
retirees by allowing participation
in the federal retirement program.
Our nation has not been involved
in a major war in several years.
However, we currently have
American troops deployed all over
the world, in various types of
misions.
We must not forget the men and
women who are dedicated to pro-
tecting our nation. It is especially
important we show our service-
men and women respect by pro-
viding them with the tools and
compensation to complete their
missions.

Ascitizens of this great nation, we
owe our veterans more than we can
ever repay. At the very least, we
have a sacred duty to honor their
service, sacrifice and unabashed
patriotism by supporting them in
time of need. Congress has shown
overwhelming bipartisan support
for veterans issues. Fortunately, our
President and Vice President also
have a deep understanding and a
genuine appreciation for the con-
nection between veterans pro-
grams and the ability to improve
our national defense. It is my honor
and privilige to do all I can to fully -
provide for our American heroes.
