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SHELL DEDICATES FIRST 
CO2 FLOOD OF NEW

OIL-RECOVERY EFFORT
Shell Western E&P Inc. in 
Denver City, TX. kicked off 
its first CO2 flood in the 

*  Wasson Field area in near­
ly 10 years at dedication 
ceremonies June 19.

“Th is flood  at our 
Bennett Ranch Unit is very 
significant," said Steve 
McVeigh, Central Asset 
Manager for Shell Western 
E&P Inc. “Our studies 
show that this enhanced oil 

% recovery technique should 
nearly triple production in 
the affected area and 
extend the life of these 
wells by 30 years.. Even 
more significant is that the, 
flood design makes small- 
scale projects economical - 
even sm all producers! 
should find CO2 flooding 

^  feasible. The ultimate ben­
efits to the Texas oil economy 
from this type of project 
could be impressive.”

The flood is being 
conducted in three phases 
to verify projected results 
before making additional 
investment. Phase 1, 
which started in mid-June, 
has required a capital 

W investment of $1.8 million
and includes 140 acres of 
the Bennett Ranch Unit. 
Shell anticipates that pro­
duction in this area will 
increase by about 1,000 
barrels of oil per day 
(BOPD), from 400 BOPD to 
about 1,400 BOPD. The 
company estimates total 

^  additional recovered oil
over 30 years at 18 million 
barrels.

Shell’s Bennett Ranch Unit, just north o f Denver City, Texas, 
was formed in 1964- Located within the Wasson Field, Bennett 
Ranch Unit’s current production is approximately 3,000 barrels 
of oil per day. The Wasson Field, discovered in 1935, was the 
first for Yoakum County.

Phase 1 is comprised of 
eight “patterns" with each 
pattern including a single 
CO2 in jection well and 
either two or four oil-re­
covery wells flanking the 
injection site. This phase 
will Continue for one year, 
after which results will be 
evaluated. If expectations 
are met, Phase 2 in 1996 
will add 13 additional pat­
terns, and Phase 3 in 1997 
will add 11 more, for a total 
of 32 patterns in the Bennett 
Ranch Unit. Ultimately, 
production could increase 
by more than 2,500 BOPD, 
which is close to the 
current production of this 
Unit.

Shell Western E&P Inc. 
began planning this CO2 
■flood program in February 
1994 with a three-dimen-

sional computer simulation 
study of the entire Bennett 
ranch area. The study 
helps ensure the profit­
ability of the venture by 
identifying the best pro­
spects for CO2 recovery.

One of the key features 
of this CO2 flood is that it is 
the smallest ever under­
taken by Shell. According 
to David Purvis, area 
manager of Wasson Oper­
ations North, “Everything 
about th is  p ro jec t is 
designed to make money 
by minimizing investment 
and maximizing the re­
sponse you can get for 
your money.”

DOCTOR LAUDS COUNTY 
MEDICAL FACILTIES, STAFF

Dr. Larry Boyd, who 
ope ra tes  the  Fam ily  
Medical Center in Denver 
C ity , d e liv e re d  an 
inform ative talk at last 
Thursday's L ion’s Club 
Meeting.

The D octo r’s them e 
addressed the need for 
community awareness of 
current medical services 
ava ila b le  in Yoakum  
County. He maintained it is 
no longer necessary in 
most medical cases for a 
trip out of the county to get 
medical treatm ent, and 
described the Yoakum 
County Hospital as one of 
the very best in this west 
Texas area. He asked the 
q u e s tio n , “ You, as 
taxpayers, are paying for 
the  Yoakum  C ou n ty  
Hospital. Why not utilize it 
more?”

Dr. Boyd said the local 
hospital is now equipped 
with a highly efficient, state 
of the art operating and 
delivery room, and he has 
assembled an excellent 
surgical support team. “We 
can perform virtually any 
type of surgery there which 
doesn’t require post-op 
intensive care facilities” . 
The Doctor outlined some 

of the equipm ent and 
services now available in 
the local hospital, including 
Epidural Anesthesia often 
used in child deliveries. 
The fac ility  now has a 
highly sophisticated Ultra 
Sound Machine used in a 
v a r ie ty  o f m e d ic a l 
situations, including visual 
monitoring of pregnancies, 
and in many cardiac cases. 
He said no area hospital 
has a more efficient model
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of the device.
Since Dr. Boyd’s arrival in 

Denver City a little more 
than a year ago, he has 
performed a large variety 
of surgeries, including gall 
bladder, colon, ovarian 
cancer, vasectomies and 
‘C’ section deliveries. The 
Hospital now has the 
services of a Medical 
Doctor Anesthesiologist for 
surgeries, and a Urology 
specialist visits the facility 
each  w eek, and a 
C a rd io lo g y  s p e c ia lis t 
comes on special visits. 
The Hospital Board is now 
attempting to secure the 
s e r v ic e s  o f an 
O ptham ologist to make 
sch e d u le d  v is its  fo r 
cataract and other eye 
surgeries. The Hospital 
also has a licensed, fully 
trained Physical Therapist 
to  a s s is t in in ju ry  
re c o v e r ie s .  “ I am 
convinced we can return a 
young schoo l spo rts

accident victim to playing 
level as fast as any therapy 
facility on the South Plains” 
the Doctor said.

In c e r ta in  h ig h ly  
complicated or critical sur­
gery cases, the Hospital 
will call in specialists from 
time to time. “We have the 
facilities, equipment and 
staff on hand to assist in 
anything they choose to 
do”, Dr. Boyd said.

He s ta ted  he had 
delivered 100 babies in 
one years time at the 
Hospital. “That’s a very 
large number of deliveries 
for a small, community 
hospital. Many of these 
deliveries were for women 
from many surrounding 
towns, many of them larger 
than Denver City. They 
came to our hospital 
because they knew we had 
an excellent facility and

In addition to 
the prolonged drought over 
most of the southwest, 
unusually hard, dry winds 
are playing havoc with the 
dry land crop, and are 
causing some damage to 
irrigated cotton fields. Jim 
Brown, owner of Ag 
Insurance Plus, and Danny 
Bell, of Stateline Insurance, 
both report insurance 
company appraisers have 
toured some of the ir 
customers devastated fields. 
It appears at least (?) 4000 
acres of cotton have been 
‘zeroed’ out, destroyed by 
wind blown dust and sand.
Producers with insurance 

coverage will receive some 
form of compensation for 
the losses, depending on 
the type of coverage they

carry. An insurance check, 
however, does not begin to 
compare to harvested, 
ginned and sold cotton 
crop. Many producers have 
coverage which may only 
reimburse them for the 
expenses they have in the 
crop at the date of the loss.
Cattlemen throughout the 

southwest, and even most 
of northern Mexico are 
suffering from what is a 
record setting dry spell in 
many areas.
A recent article in THE EL 

PASO TIMES tells of the 
losses cattlemen in Mexico 
are enduring. One prominent 
rancher said his multi 
ranch area has not seen a 
drop of rain in three years. 
Pasture grass is dead, and 
ranchers with the funds are

feeding their stock hay, 
while others have been 
forced to sell their herds 
because it costs too much 
to co n tin u e  fe e d in g  
programs. Mexican banks 
have foreclosed on many 
ranchers, and others face 
the same fate if it doesn’t 
rain soon.
Here in Yoakum County, 

the bulk of wind destroyed 
cotton fields have been 
dryland, probably some 80 
percent. Most of The 
irrigated losses have been 
in fields adjoining dryland 
acreage, and in some 
cases, from poorly prepared 
corners of pivot system 
irrigated fields.
A good, soaking general 

rain is needed over the 
entire southwest-yesterday.

and recovery wells in 
phase 1 have been less 
than half of the costs 
associated with Shell’s first 
CO2 flood in the Denver 
City area. In many cases, 
existing equipment-includ­
ing injectors, valves, e tc .- 
was pulled from the field or 
from inventory, refurbished 
and put into service. In 
addition, previous water- 
flooding in the field mini­
mized the need for water- 
flood improvements.

Past waterflooding and 
other stimulation technolo­
gies should also enhance 
recovery. Studies indicate 
that extensive formation 
fracturing caused by pre­
vious work will make it 
possible to recover oil from 
both the oil column (the 
area above the oil-water 
interface, which is about 
70% oil and 30% water) 
and the transition zone (the 
area below the producing 
oil-water contact, which 
ranges from 65% oil to less 
than 20%). Waterfloods 
are unable to recover oil in 
the transition zone; CO2 
floods can because the 
CO2 actually dissolves into 
the oil, makes it “ lighter,” 
and improves its ability to 
flow through the formation 
to a well.

Shell took advantage of 
the com pany ’s “Best 
Practices” program to im­
prove on the injector skid 
design. Improvements in­
cluded installing gate valves 
instead of ball valves, and 
using angle-bodied actuat­
ed chokes. A single skid 
serves for either CO2 or 
water flooding, which gives 
operators great flexibility in 
the way they manage 
production.

The Bennett Ranch Unit 
is located in the northeast 
portion of the Wasson 
Field, which produces oil 
from  the San Andres 
formation about 5,000 feet 
deep. The Bennett Ranch 
Unit was formed in 1964 
and com prises 7 ,000 
acres. Production peaked 
at 12,100 BOPD in 1974. 
Today the Unit delivers 
about 3,000 BOPD from 
160 producing wells.

The dedication ceremony 
took place on-site on June 
19. Former County Judge 
Gene Bennett, a descen­
dant of the original Bennett 
Ranch founders, cut the 
dedication ribbon, assisted 
by McVeigh. Dignitaries 
included Yoakum County 
and Denver City officials 
and civic leaders, plus 
other managers from Shell. 
After the dedication, in­
vitees toured the Shell 
CO2 flood facilities and 
enjoyed a “Texas-style” lunch.

Several of the Shell 
engineers stated the CO 2 ' 
flood project is not a quick 
payout proposition. The 
initial investment could be 
recovered in four to seven 
years, depending on several 
unpredictable factors.

The tour group also 
visited the Denver U n it• 
CO2 Recovery plant, the 
largest of three in the 
County. The plant was 
originally planned to hand­
le substantially more gas 
than it now processes, 
while the Amoco and Arco 
recovery plants are now at 
their maximum capacity. 
The Shell plant, in addition 
to recovery the CO 2 gas for 
further use, also produces 
some 13 tons of sulfur 
daily. The high grade sul­
fur is sold to Agriculture 
fertilizer producers.

Rumors are already cir­
culating atiout the possibility 
of a special State Legislative 
session being called. When 
asked about the prospect, 
Representative Gary Walker, 
District 80, said, “There is 
a very distinct possibility 
the Governor may call the 
special session.

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TEXAS UVESTOCK OWNERS 
WATCH FOR SYMPTOMS OF 
VIRAL DISEASE, VESICULAR 

STOMATITIS
Texas livestock and 

horse owners are being 
urged to be on the lookout 
for animals with excessive 
salivation, loss of appetite, 
blisters or lesions around 
the ir mouths, tongues, 
hooves, or teats, a sign that 
their livestock has been 
affected by the virus, 
Vesicular Stomatitis.

V e s icu la r S to m a titis , 
which is usually not fatal, 
has been confirm ed in 
horses in New Mexico in 
three regions: in a 15-mile 
area around Las Cruces, 
and in 30-m ile  areas 
around Albuquerque and 
Silver City. A task force 
from the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture, Veterinary 
Services has been dis­
patched to the state to 
assist state personnel with 
diagnosis and quarantin­
ing of infected animals.

In Texas, the Texas 
Animal Health Commission 
(TAHC) is urging produc­
ers to be alert to signs of 
the infection, so that im­
mediate action may be 
taken to halt the spread of 
disease, which has an 
incubation period of two to 
eight days. If compatible 
symptoms are noticed in 
any animals in a herd, 
veterinarians or owners 
should call their TAHC 
area office, or the head­
quarters in Austin at 512- 
719-0700, or the USDA at 
512-482-5555. An animal 
health inspector or veteri­
narian will be sent to the 
premise to assist in making 
a diagnosis. Affected and 
exposed animals will be 
quarantined for 30 days 
after the last lesions heal.

Vesicular Stomatitis is

usually not fatal and has 
occurred with varying fre­
quency in North and South 
America. Typically, the in­
fection affects cattle, horses 
or swine, but sheep and 
goats, deer, bobcats, and 
raccoons can also become 
infected. Initially, an out­
break may be caused by 
insect vectors, but then the 
virus can move from ani­
mal to animal by contact 
with the fluid from ruptured 
lesions, or saliva. Persons 
who handle potentially in­
fected animals should wear 
rubber or latex gloves, as 
they can contract the virus 
and develop symptoms in­
cluding fever, muscle aches, 
and headache.

Infected animals develop 
painful blisters that swell 
and break, leaving raw 
tissue that cause them to 
refuse water or food. The 
blisters also may appear 
around the top of hooves, 
resu lting in tem porary 
lameness. Severe weight 
loss accompanies the in­
fection, and in dairy cattle, 
a dramatic drop in milk 
production occurs.

“Affected animals will 
usually recover in about 
two weeks from Vesicular 
Stomatitis,” said Dr. Max 
Coats, state epidemiologist 
for the TAHC. “There is no 
specific treatment or cure, 
except preventing a se­
condary infection where 
the blisters have broken.”

“A major concern about 
Vesicular Stomatitis is that 
the signs in cattle, sheep 
and swine are similar to 
the dangerous fore ign 
animal infection, foot-and- 
mouth disease. Only labo­
ratory tests can determine

animal. We are always on 
guard against foreign ani­
mal diseases, and that’s 
why it is very important to 
know which disease has 
affected a herd,” said Dr. 
Coats.

In New Mexico, state 
and federal personnel are 
investigating 37 reports of 
affected animals. The 
team is advising livestock 
owners to avoid congregat­
ing animals, to prevent the 
spread of infection. A num­
ber of horse shows, rodeos 
and livestock exhibitions in 
southern New Mexico have 
been canceled.

“ A n im a ls  w ith  any 
Vesicular Stomatitis symp­
toms should not be moved 
from the premise, as this 
could spread disease to 
other farms and ranches. 
The owners or veterinar­
ians should call the TAHC 
or USDA immediately for 
d iagnostic  assistance," 
said Dr. Coats. “To aid in 
preventing infection, flies 
should be controlled, and 
persons should remember 
to use rubber gloves if they 
handle any animals that 
appear to have been 
infected.”

increased trade with Mexico

Sharp said.

Austin’s payment of $5.3 
million ranked as the fourth 
highest rebate, a 4.6 per­
cent increase above the 
city’s June 1994 payment 
of $5.1 million.

“Construction was the 
fastest growing sector in 
Austin, rising 21 percent- 
4,400 job s -as  the c ity ’s 
stunning employment growth 
continues to accelerate 
housing demand,” Sharp 
said.

The city of Fort Worth’s 
rebate of slightly more than 
$3 million was 1.8 percent- 
-about $56,000-above the 
June 1994 payment of $3 
million. The city of Arlington 
received $2.9 million, down 
1.26 percent-about $37,000- 
-from the $2.9 million de­
livered for the same period 
one year ago.

“The construction sector 
gained 1,600 jobs and the 
manufacturing sector also 
posted em ploym ent in­
creases, totaling 3,500 jobs 
in April. An anticipated ^  
$170 million plant expan­
sion by National Semicon­
ductor would further enhance 
the Fort W orth-Arlington 
area as a high-tech hub in 
North Texas,” Sharp said.
