Vigilance in open government 

in Texas rests is the hands of the 
Legislature. The bedrock free­
dom  of inform ation laws in 
Texas are statutes passed into 
law and periooically amended 
by state representatives and 
senators.
But the Legislature has fumbled 
the opportunity to take a stance 
for public accountability. In 
2005, for the second consecu­
tive regular session, the Legis­
lature did not enact rules to 
change state law to require re­
corded votes on all amendments 
and bills.

More than 88 percent of Tex­
ans polled say they want the 
state to join the 40 others that 
require openness through this 
important procedure. Yet the 
Legislature has failed to rise to 
the challenge of public transpar­
ency.

Particularly troubling is the 
lack of leadership in the House 
of Representatives. Speaker 
Tom Craddick failed to lend his 
considerable clout to make this 
common sense, good govern­
ment measure the law of the 
land. The leadership team in the 
House exudes an air that says 
■ the record-vote movement is a

nuisance detraction from long 
time legislative prerogative.

O f course, there were some 
exceptions to the indifference 
shown by the House leader­
ship. Highly respeected Re­
p u b lic a n s  in c lu d in g  R ep. 
D elw in Jones o f Lubbock, 
Rep. Bob Hunter of Abilene 
and Dallas area Reps. Tony 
Goolsby and Dan Branch were 
notable in their support for re­
cording votes.

L t. G o v e rn o r D avid  
Dewhurst has been far more 
active in attempting to bring 
21st century accountability to 
an institution accustomed to 
doing business the old fashion 
way, With Dewhurst’s active 
support, significant progress 
w as m ade tow ard  m ak ing  
record votes the law of the land 
rather than a hollow deal.
SB 1140 was passed UNANI­

MOUSLY last session by the 
House, a bill Requiring legisla­
tors to record nearly all their 
votes, but the meaure died in 
the house.
While the 2005 session ended 

in disappointment for support­
ers of recorded votes, it began 
with greater promise. Early in 
the session, both houses en­
acted rules making it easier, not 
mandatory, for lawmakers to 
obtain record votes on bills. 
The ineffec tiveness o f this 
modest step is aptly illustrated 
by the fac t the H ouse o f

Representatives cast only 10 
more recorded votes in 2005 
than in 2003.

The primary election for the 
Legislature will be M arch 7 
this year, followed by the No­
vember General Election. This 
is the season for citizens and 
electoral boards to get a com ­
mitment for good government 
in our statehouse. Every can­
didate should be asked: Do you 
favor a law or constitutional 
amendment requiring recorded 
votes? If not, how can you ju s­
tify Texas has less openness in 
its legislature process than 40 
other states? W hat will you do 
to see that the legislative lead­
ership makes recorded votes an 
open government priority?

Lawmakers in Austin set the 
standard for open government. 
Senators and representatives 
should let the sun shine on their 
own work and at the same time 
send an im portan t m essage 
across Texas.

State boards and com m is­
sions, school boards, city coun­
cils, county com m issioners, 
water districts and numerous 
other elected and appointed 
bodies who see transparency in 
the statehouse will be encour­
aged to do public business in 
the open.

It is now up to the citizens to 
send representatives and sena­
tors to Austin to make recorded 
votes the law of the land.

Yoakum County this week 
launched a discount card pro­
gram to help consumers cope 
with the high price of prescrip­
tion drugs. The county is mak­
ing free prescription drug dis­
count cards available under a 
program sponsored by the Na­
tional Association of Counties 
( NACo ) that offers average 
savings of 20 percent off the 
retail price of commonly pre­
scribed drugs.
The cards may be used by all 

county residents, regardless of 
age, income, or existing health 
coverage, and are accepted at 
one hundred percent o f the 
co u n ty ’s pharm acies. A na­
tional netw ork of more than 
57 ,000  p a rtic ip a tin g  re ta il 
pharmacies also will honor the 
NACo prescription discount 
card.

“ Yoakum County is proud to 
be one of the counties nation­
w ide  p a rt ic ip a tin g  w ith  
N A C o ,” said  Judge D allas 
Brewer. “ The NACo prescrip­
tion discount card offers sig­
nificant savings for the unin­
sured and underinsured resi­
dents of our county, and even 
those fortunate to have pre­
scription coverage can use the 
card to save money on drugs 
not covered by their health 
plan. Residents do not have to 
be Medicare beneficiaries to be 

eligible for this program.” 
Cards will be available at the 

Yoakum County judge’s office, 
the tax office in Denver City 
and Yoakum County Hospital 
Social Services.

“ Using the NACo prescrip­
tion discount card is easy."

Brewer said. “ simply present 
it at a participating pharmacy. 
There is no enrollment form, 
no membership fee and no re­
s tric tio n s  or lim its  on f re ­
quency of use. C ardholders

and their family members may 
use the card any time their pre­
scriptions are not covered by 
insurance.”

The new program is admin­
istered by Caremark.

Area Code Scam

“ We actually received a call last week from a woman who 
said,
“ Hey, this is Karen, sorry I missed you - get back to us quickly!’ 
Then she repeated a phone number beginning with 809. We didn’t 
respond.

This very important information is being provided by AT&T, 
and the message is clear - Don’t Ever Dial Area Code 809!

“ This scam is being distributed over the entire country, and 
should be passed on to your friends and family. Do NOT re­
spond to e-mails, phone calls or web pages telling you to call an 
809 area code number. The scam is spreading quickly and could 
cost you thousands of dollars. It has been identified by the Na­
tional Fraud Information Center. Here’s how it works.

“ You receive a call asking you to call an 809 number. You are 
led to believe the call can furnish you information about a fam ­
ily member, someone has been arrested, a family illness or death, 
and you are requested to dial the 809 number. With so many 
new code numbers now, many people make the calls. If it is 
made from the United States, you could be charged up to $2425 
per minute, possibly on a long recorded message.

“ Why does this work? The 809 area code is located in the 
British Virgin Islands, the ‘Baham as’.Since it is not in the U.S., 
it is not covered y U.S. regulations of 900 numbers, which re­
quire you to be warned of charges and rates on ‘pay-per-call 
numbers.
The bogus company is not required to provide a time period in 

which you may terminate the call without being charged. Addi­
tionally, while many U.S. homes have 900 number blocking fea­
tures to avoid such charges, they do not work preventing calls to 
the 809 area code.

“ It’s important to avoid becoming a victim of the 809 scam, 
for trying to fight the charges later can be a nightmare. Yod DID 
make the call, and if you complain your phone company and 
long distance provider will not want to get involved, telling you 
they are simply providing the bill for the foreigm company.

Birdwell is a survivor of the 
terrorist’s attack on the Penta- ’ 
gon on Septem ber 11, 2001. 
A fter A m erican A irlines 77 
crashed into the Pentagon, just 
feet aw ay from  his second 
flo o r o ffice , B irdw ell was 
thrown to the ground and en­
gulfed in flames. O f the burns 
that consumed 60 percent of 
his body, nearly half were third 
degree burns. W hile Birdwell 
fought for his life, his wife, 
Mel, was fighting to maintain 
their faith and their family. 
Because of their devotion to 
God and each other, Birdwell 
and his wife, along with their 
son, rem ained solid in their 
spiritual convictions and integ­
rity throughout this incredibly 
difficult ordeal. After enduring 
more than 30 operations and 
months o f hospitalization and 
multiple skin grafts, Birdwell 
has made miraculous recovery. 
B ird w e ll c o m m u n ic a te s  a 
compelling message of endur­
ing hope, unw avering faith, 
undying patriotism , and un­
conditional love.
Birdwell is a native of Fort 

Worth and a graduate of Lamar 
University, graduating as the 
Distinguished Military G radu­
ate therough the Army ROTC 
program. He began his military 
service at Fort Sill, Oklahoma, 
served 18 m onths in South 
Korea, and upon his retirn met 
his wife Mel, and they married 
in 1987.
In 1990 while stationed in

Germany he was deployed for 
Operation Desert Shield and 
earned the Bronze Star for ac­
tion in the Persian Gulf War. 
He w ou ld  la te r  earn  h is 
M aster’s Degree at the Univer­
sity of Missouri, served in Cen­
tral America in the aftermath 
o f H u rrican e  M itch , la te r  
graduated from Command and 
General Staff College in 2000, 
and reported for duty at the 
Pentagon.
Following the terroist attack 

B irdw ell w as aw arded  the 
P u rp le  H eart fo r his 9-11 
wounds, and upon his retire­
ment in 2004 he received the 
A rm y’s Legion o f M erit for 
service to the nation.
He now serves as the President 
of Face the Fire Ministries, a 
501C 3 n o n -p ro f it , w h ich  
serves critical burn survivors 
and our nations wounded ser­
vice men and women. He is the 
au th o r o f  Refined By Fire 
which chronicles his physical 
and spiritual journey in the af­
termath of the terroists’ attack.
