Plains are now covered in a 
beautiful stand o f  waving 
sideoats grama, blackwell 
switchgrass, sand dropseed 
and blue grama.

Illinois Bundleflower, a 
legume planted specifically 
for wildlife, was drilled in the 
spring o f  2000.

It’s hard to know just why, 
but these acres found the 
right combination o f  soil 
type, the right grass species 
for the type o f  soil and 
lim ited but tim ely rainfall to 
achieve impressive results.

Tom my and Cindra can 
look out their south window 
and see antelope in the CRP 
on m any days.

The chalky, mostly 
unproductive Portales loam 
soil, which didn’t need much 

■of an excuse to blow when

“M uch o f the success o f 
this seeding I attribute to the 
way the grass was seeded. 
Special effort was made to 
not get the seed too deep... 
no more than % inch,” says

deeper than it should be.

Makes sense if  you think 
about it, since M other Nature 
puts it right there on top.

If seeded too deeply and 
with the limited rainfall o f 
the last several years, the seed 
uses all its’ stored energy just 
to reach the surface.

“ UNGUARDED BORDERS - The nagging problem of what to 
do about illegal M exican aliens w on’t go away, There are sup­
posed to be about three million “ undocumented M exican im­
migrants” in the U.S. today and that’s probably a big undercount. 
The sheer volume of their numbers is what has made the prob­
lem so hard to deal with, and prompted the most drastic and 
simplistic solutions of all - naturalize the whole batch, no ques­
tions asked.
Actually, this has been tried already in the form of amnesty 

programs. The INS gets rid of the whole backlog, but their ob­
vious liberality spawns a new and bigger problem that appears 
in the next few years; Now it’s a cycle that has gone out of 
control.
There is no question but what immigration from M exico has 

had its social and economic benefits for the U.S. But it’s not all 
a positive development. Huge waves of immigrants put major 
strains on social infrastrustures such as education and welfare. 
W hile most immigrants are willing workers and finding work is 
the thing that drove them here in the first place, the fact is they 
have major shortcomings in education and training. This results 
in low wages and their contribution through taxes to the social 
structure that supports them is usually far below what is needed. 
Probably the immigration quotas need to be adjusted to more 

nearly reflect the realities of the times in which we live, but they 
are still essential. M ore than ever they need to be enforced, ob­
ligating people who want to get into the U.S. to do it according 
to law, and not according to mob rule, which is about what we 
have now.
Opening the floodgates will no more solve the illegal immigra­

tion problem which is so thorny than trying to solve the drug 
problem by legalizing them, because they are so hard to con­
trol.”

Saving For The Future
Are your children savers or 

spenders? According to a recent 
survey by the American Savings 
Education Council, ninety-four 
percent of students look to their 
parents as a financial information 
source. The study also found that 
fifty-four percent of the students 
surveyed view saving some of their 
money as important.

Have you ever heard a child ask a 
parent to buy them something only 
to have the parent respond, “I don’t 
have the money,” and the child 
saying, “Just write a check.” 
Children often have no concept of 
earning money, much less saving it.

Does your local school district 
offer courses in money 
management? While sixty-one 
percent of parents say that parents 
and schools should teach children 
about financial education, only 
twenty-one percent of students 
participating in a Youth and Money 
Survey have taken a personal 
finance course at school. Many 
community banks across the state 
have worked with local school 
districts to create savings programs 
within the schools. Bank personnel 
volunteer their time to go to the 
school and help with these school 
savings programs. Children set up 
personal savings accounts and 
student “tellers” accept deposits at 
the “bank”, all in an effort to teach 
children the value of saving money.

Sixty-eight percent of parents

think it is important to save money 
on a regular basis. However, only 
forty-five percent of the parents 
surveyed report that they make a- 
monthly budget and stick to it and 
only thirty-eight percent of parents 
say they pay off credit cards 
completely each cycle.

Here are some ideas to teach your 
children to save money

Open a Savings Account.
While your children are very young, 
take them to the bank and open a 
savings account for them. Many 
local community banks have special 
savings accounts specifically 
designed for children. Ask bank 
personnel to give them a tour of the 
bank so they will have an 
understanding of how the bank 
works as well as feel comfortable 
about leaving their money there.

Teach Children to Save. 
Thirty-eight percent of the students 
in the survey said their parents 
require them to save some of the 
money they receive. Most children 
receive an allowance and as they get 
older, many work part-time mowing 
lawns, babysitting or working at the 
grocery store. Parents should 
require children to set aside part of 
those earnings in a savings account 
for their future.

Include Children in Financial 
Discussions. Thirty-one percent of 
the students surveyed responded that 
their parents rarely or never discuss 
setting financial goals with them.

While you may not want to share the 
entire family budget with your 
children, include them in some of 
the family budget discussions.
Show them on paper how much it

cost of a college education and again 
show them the costs of tuition, fees, 
books, housing, not to mention 
entertainment and clothes.

Use Credit Cards Responsibly. 
With so many adults drowning in 
credit card debt, many children 
begin to think all of their spending 
problems can be solved with a credit 
card or two or three. Teach your 
children to use credit cards wisely 
and the importance of paying credit 
card accounts promptly to avoid 
expensive revolving interest fees. 
For more information on teaching 
your children about credit cards, log
on to the Federal Trade commission 
web site at www.ftc.gov. There is a 
booklet entitled “Ready,
Set.. .Credit” which will provide 
information to children about credit 
and credit cards.

It is never to late to begin saving 
money, but the earlier children learn 
about savings and financial goals, 
the more secure their financial 
outlook will be for the future.
