AVOID
ALCOHOL
DURING

PREGNANCY
There are many things 

that should be avoided 
during pregnancy. Some 
of these--like x-rays, rubella 
infections, and medicines- 
are well known. But there 
are some substances people 
accept as being so com­
mon that they feel there is 
no concern.

Alcohol is one of the 
most common chemicals 
we use and, tragically, 
recent reports cite it as the 
most common cause of 
preventable birth defects, 
especially mental retarda­
tion.

Women who use alcohol 
regularly during their preg­
nancy greatly increase their 
risk of having a baby with 
birth defects such as facial 
malformations, growth re­
tardation, limb defects, and 
heart abnormalities.

The brain develops 
throughout the pregnancy

and is sensitive to excess­
ive alcohol levels. If the 
mother drinks two ounces 
of alcohol daily, there is up 
to a 20% chance that the 
baby w ill have some 
abnormality.

Does occasional drink­
ing cause any harm? 
drinking is known to have 
an adverse effect. In fact, if 
alcohol is taken during the 
critical period of heart 
development at about 5-6 
weeks, it may cause heart 
defects in the fetus.

Other commonly used 
substances such as nico­
tine and caffeine may also 
add to the harmful effects 
of alcohol. A woman 
should avoid alcohol and 
other substances during 
pregnancy and, if in doubt 
about their safety, ask her 
doctor.

«BOB
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The “Llano Estacado", the 
“Staked Plains”, or our present 
day “High Plains”, are ail 
synonymous..., the huge 
geographical area of the 
’Panhandle’ in which we live.
A little over a century and half 
ago, the term “We" meant the 
original habitants of the land, 
the Amerinds, our only so 
called Native Americans.

The predominant settlers 
were The Comanche and 
Kiowa tribes, ancestral owners 
of this vast expanse of land. 
For centuries., they had 
hunted the Bison, or, our 
Buffalo, on these Plains, the 
sole source of their existence 
and survival.
Let historian T.R. Fehrenbach, 
we think the definitive 
■spokesman of Texas history 
and the author of “Lone Star”, 
speak a few words about this 
era, the Indian’s demise, and 
the eventual settling of this 
last frontier in the Lone Star 
state:

“Nowhere was frontier 
violence so bloody, so 
protracted, as on the soil of 
Texas. For forty years, frontier 
defense against the Indians 
was the number one priority of 
the fledgling Republic’s and 
later State’s government.... 
more people were killed in 
Texas by Indians than in all 
the other states combined."

In the late 1850’s, fairly 
successful campaigns against 
the two tribes by Rangers led 
by John “Rip” Ford had eased 
the menace somewhat, and 
westward expansion in the 
state resumed.
The Civil War, from 1861 -65, 
saw thousands of Texas 
volunteers joining Confederate 
forces, and the Comanche and 
Kiowa tribes quickly realized 
the cream of Texas fighting 
men were away at another 
war, and resumed their raids 
and pillaging of Texas 
settlements, farms and 
ranches with a vengeance. In
some six years, hundreds of 
raids and massacres occurred, 
with thousands of casualties. 
In some areas, the western 
boundary of settlement was 
actually driven back well over 
100 miles.
Fehrenbach reports in "Lone 

Star", “In August, 1870, the 
Daily State Journal reported;

The counties of Llano, Mason 
and Gillespie swarm with 
savages. Farmers are shot 
down in their fields, and their 
stock is stolen before their 
eyes... not for 20 years back 
have the Indians been so 
bold, well armed and 
numerous as now. At Llano, 
the frontier is breaking up...”. 
Lampasas County reported 

that same month, “....During 
the last moon our entire 
county, and as far as reports 
can be credited, other 
surrounding counties, have 
been infested by large bodies 
of hostiles... the truth is, if 
something is not done soon for 
the relief of the frontier it will 
have to be abandoned.” 
Something drastic was done. 

Army generals Sherman and 
Sheridan were convinced the 
only way to eliminate the 
Indian menace was to 
“destroy his commissary”, the 
Buffalo. They encouraged, 
even aided buffalo hunters to 
invade the dangerous Plains 
and slaughter the animals for 
their hides. The idea was 
simple - no buffalo, no food for 
the two remaining tribes in 
Texas, the Commanches and 
Kiowas.
To speed this process up, 

Sherman ordered Colonel 
Ranald Mackenzie,, probably 
the best Indian fighter in that 
time in the west, to take the 
field, giving him virtual free 
hand to do what was 
necessary to rid the land of the 
Indians.
Fehrenbach wrote, “He was 

not a flamboyant, headline 
seeker, like Custer, and had 
no sympathy for Indians. He 
was a hard professional. He 
knew how to select officers 
and men for particular jobs.He 
would use his own judgment 
without fear of consequences, 
whether to send his command 
into Mexico in hot pursuit of 
raiding Mescaleros, or to 
spread an enlisted slacker 
against a wagon wheel and 
have him flogged. Sherman 
could have found no better 
agent on the field.”
In hot pursuit Mackenzie did 

follow the raiding tribes. From 
northwest Texas, into 
Oklahoma, back into 
Northwest Texas, finally onto 
the great “Staked Plains”.

*  Keeping an eye on Texas

Much of Texas burning up
Counties with 
below average 
rainfall since 
Spring 1993

Drought conditions are 
forcing Texas ranchers to 
thin down herds of cattle, 
sheep and goats, while 
farmers are seeing a 
decrease in harvests of 
vegetables, cotton, hay, 
wheat and grains. In spite 
recent 
rainfall in 
some areas, 
many Texas 
counties have 
received less than 
average precipitation 
since the Spring of 1993.

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Mackenzie had been here 
earlier, but never with proper 
orders, or the resources of his 
600 man command.... “He 
knew there was only one 
solution to the war... press 
the Indians, find their camps, 
destroy them!"
“On September 27, 1884, an 

officer, Charlton, and two 
Tonkawa Indian scouts, 
d iscovered the great 
Comanche and Kiowa 
encampment in Palo Duro 
Canyon....upon catching up 
with his troop, Mackenzie 
reached the canyon on 
September 28....Scouts rode 
down, followed by company 
after company of cavalry... 
they attacked... the Indians 
were caught in their teepees... 
panicked, they offered 
covering fire,allowing their 
squaws and children to 
escape, then managed to 
scramble down the canyon 
stream to safety.”
Mackenzie did not want to 
pursue. Instead, he ordered 
the teepees, the food and 
supplies of the Indians 
burned. They lost all of their 
provisions.
The Army forces managed to 

capture 1,400 horses from the 
surprised tribes.
“There was no other way; 

The Army could not manage 
the horses, and it was 
imperative,” as Mackenzie 
wrote, “for the Indians not to 
get them.Shoot the Indian 
horses,” he ordered.

Fehrenbach concluded, “ 
Mackenzie,  who was 
probably the most effective 
Indian fighter on the Plains, 
never became an American 
hero like Custer. He did not 
fight like a Civil War hero; He 
fought Indians their own way, 
until they sickened of it.”

Mackenzie continued war

against the tribes thru the 
winter. At last, they were 
vanquished. Ironically, this 
frontier hero, whom Lubbock’s 
Mackenzie Park is named in 
memory of, would later die 
virtually a pauper, a victim of 
syphilis which would render 
him insane in his later years.
