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The State of the 
State’s Water

W e’ve read volumes about the value and importance of water. 
Irreplaceable. Essential for our individual and collective survival. 
Valuable. The object o f need for rich and poor alike.
W e’ve seen nations at loggerheads over water. Look at the U.S. 
- Mexicc treaty on water, where M exico as a nation has basically 
stiffed its neighbor to the north by refusing to repay the water 
debt it clearly owes. States are quarreling with each other over 
water. California is at odds with neighboring states over water. 
Texas has had differences o f opinion with New M exico and all 
the states over the Ogalalla Aquifer. Water is not something we 
relish seeing being parceled out without thought, without com­
ment and without public input. Let’s hope that doesn’t happen.

Unlike oil, water has no replacement. Oil can be replaced by 
solar or wind energy, coal, atomic power or synthetic fuels. Wa­
ter has no substitute.

But w e’ve seen a new player show up in the water game - the 
State of Texas. A few weeks ago a notion surfaced, the state was 
going to lease to a few guys the state’s precious water from West 
Texas. Interesting notion. The concept of using a state asset for 
long term good for all Texans has merit. So far so good.

How about some background. W ildlife in that region of the 
state, deer, javelina, doves, mountain lions, coyotes and live­
stock depend on it. And let’s not forget people - children, the 
elderly, folks of all ages and sizes - all depend on water for life.

But there are a couple of hitches here. No one in West Texas, 
the affected area, had heard anything about it. The lease would 
be covering 646,548 acres, and would be the 600 pound gorilla 
in an already contentious water arena. Dell City and El Paso are 
having their water conversations and not all of them pleasant. 
Antelope Springs near Valentine has been talked about for years 
as a ‘ mine of water ’, with residents concerned about losing 
their economic future.

Let’s talk about the economy. It is fair to say all economic ac­
tivity follows water - development, jobs, housing, hospitals, nurs­
ing homes - every single location depends on water. Rural eco­
nomic development in a huge chunk of the state would be im­
paired by this proposal. And the General Land Office so far hasn’t 
seen fit to share the details. Wait. There is one detail. The lease is 
being proposed for twenty cents an acre. Wow. Adds up to a 
whopping $129,000, give or take, to the state for this deal on 
646,548 acres. W hat about leases in the area? I am told they run

1 ‘Agreement’
discussions with each entity he 
had stressed all had the option 
to either participate or not join 
in any project presented by an 
entity member, at the discretion 
of their board or council mem­
bers.
Court members indicated they 
felt the interlocal agreem ent 
could  m ake certain  projects 
feasible with the joint partici­
pation of the five ‘ partners’. 
Yoakum County Hospital Ad­
ministrator Clay Taylor asked 
the courts permission to adver­
tise for bids on dialysis ma­
chines to be utilized in the new 
dialysis center currently under 
construction. Taylor said a to­
ta l o f  fiv e  m ach in es  w ere 
needed, with four scheduled for 
daily use, and one as a reserve 
stand-by.

from 50 cents to $2 an acre for that area of the state.. So why the 
low cost deal? W ho benefits?
There’s another hitch. The proposal isn’t subject to a competi­

tive bid although many oil and gas leases by the General Land 
Office are. Is water less valuable? Is there any reason for this not 
to be opened to the public for comment? Can’t think of any. I 
hope the GLO will reverse it’s public position of not seeing any 
reason for an open and public competitive bid process in the 
interest of fairness.

W hat about legitimate concerns expressed by State Senator 
Frank Madia? He very rightly termed the deal “ unconscionable” 
because the deal has been shrouded in secrecy. His district cov­
ers Brewster, part of El Paso, Hudspeth, Jeff Davis and Presidio 
Counties. Yet he w asn’t even aware of the deal.

Maybe the worst hitch of all; GLO is contemplating ( because 
state law allows i t ) not having this bid deal comply with ground- 
water district rules. This isn ’t in any of the state or regional wa­
ter plans. So, we have the state opting out of the rules everyone 
else has to play by. M aybe the Legislature should take a look at 
this problem.
W ho is supporting this deal? Let’s see, El Paso is opposed, ev­

ery county in the area is opposed. West Texans are surely not 
happy their water and their future are going to be handed off to a 
few guys without a by-your-leave.

Let’s hope cooler heads and reason prevail. W hen we for the 
first time start talking about mining the state’s water, and the 
concept isn’t in the state’s water plan, or in the plans of the re­
gions affected, maybe it’s time to take a deep breath, say W HOA 
and start a rational plan.

One option might be for the state itself to view this as a public 
safety matter. We build roads for the public. We think fire and 
police protection are public goods. W hat about state water? Oth­
erwise w e’re going to sell or lease the state’s water behind closed 
doors. After all... this is state water under state land - water for 
all Texans - not just a few good old boys.

A lot of ideas sound good, until you get to the details. Having food 
in the grocery store labeled with its country of origin seems like a 
good idea. Beginning next September, food retailers will have to 
label or mark packages or have a visible display sign stating the 
country of origin of the produce, frozen fruits and vegetables, meats, 
fish and peanuts. Processed foods and food served in restaurants are 
exempt from labeling.
It sounds simple enough, but as the Department of Agriculture has 
worked on regulations to implement mandatory country of origin 
labeling (COOL), more and more people have started to realize that 
maybe this wasn’t such a good idea after all. As Congress, farm 
groups, food processors and food retailers have gotten a closer look 
at the details, many of us believe the regulations are unworkable 
and must be delayed and changed or stopped.
For meat and fish to be labeled as U.S. origin, the animal must be 

bom, raised and slaughtered in the United States. For produce to be 
of U.S. origin, it must be grown and packed in the United States. 
However, the food supply chain from our farms to grocery stores is 
increasingly complex. Beef may come from an animal bom in the 
United States, fed in Canada and then returned to the United States 
for processing. A package of mixed vegetables or salad greens may 
contain some vegetables that were grown in the United States and 
some that were grown in Mexico.
Keeping the necessary records from food production through retail 
sale will be costly and burdensom. Producers, processors and retail­
ers will not be allowed to ‘self-certify’ the origin of a product. They 
will have to maintain records through the entire food supply chain, 
tracking the identity of each animal and plant from its origin to the 
grocery store shelf. This requirement raises a lot of questions. Who 
is going to certify that beef cattle a producer sells to a meat packer, 
were bom and raised in the United States? Who is going to certify 
that the vegetables a distributer delivers to the grocery store were all 
raised in the United States?
Because the final responsibility for labeling and verification of ori­
gin falls on food retailers, many of them are preparing legal agree­
ments for their suppliers to sign regarding the origin of the foods 
they are selling to the grocery store. Mandatory COOL will cer­
tainly create more liability lawsuits.
If the regulations become mandatory, USDA estimates record keep­
ing costs will near $2 billion for the nation’s 2 million farm and fish 
producers, 100,000 handlers such as processors, distributors and 
importers and 31,000 retailers. The last thing farmers need is an­
other production cost, and we all know that farmers and consumers 
will be the ones paying the bill for COOL.
Given the cost of record keeping, verification and tracking and the 

potential for new liability lawsuits, we have to ask what benefits 
COOL would provide. The evidence suggests very few. A label on a 
package of ground beef stating it was produced in the United States 
tells the consumer nothing about its nutritional content, its quality 
or its safety. All food imports must meet the same food safety stan­
dards at U.S. produced foods. Under existing tariff and food safety 
laws, many imported foods are already labeled with their origin. 
When you’re in the grocery store, do you make purchase decisions 
based on quality and price or on where the food came from? Con­
sumers should have thorough information about the nutritional value 
and safety of the food they buy, but knowing the food came from 
the United States does not increase that knowledge.
Many food producers use their own voluntary labeling as a market­
ing device. We often see the ‘Go Texan’ logo when retailers pro­
mote state grown products, and we’re all familiar with Idaho pota­
toes, Washington apples and California strawberries marked as such 
in the grocery store. Using this type of branding is a business deci­
sion producers should be able to make voluntarily, not one that the 
federal government should mandate through complicated and ex­
pensive regulation.
The future of mandatory COOL is uncertain. I supported keeping a 
provision in the annual legislation that funds USDA for the coming 
year that will postpone funding to implement COOL for meats for 
another year. By giving USDA more time to work with producers, 
processors and retailers, perhaps they can develop regulations that 
are less burdensome or less costly. If not, then Congress must re­
consider and make COOL voluntary. The details of mandatory COOL 
prove that it is not a good idea.

This scene is being repeated daily 
over much of the county and South 
Plains. This tractor towed trailer 
contains peanuts which have been 
unloaded from a peanut combine, 
and then transported to this huge 
holding trailer. A hydraulic driven 
belt in the bottom carries harvested 
nuts to another conveyor belt and 
through another trash separator, 
then the peanuts are sent up a final 
conveyor to a waiting semi-trailer, 
which will carry them to a storage 
facility or processing plant.
The October weather has been vir­
tually perfect for cotton and pea­
nut harvesting, although some pea­
nut producers say the mild weather 
is drying the nuts too quickly.

COURAGE AND COMMITMENT TO 
THE DREAM THAT IS FREEDOM

U.S. Sen. John Cornyn addressed the Association o f  the United States 
Army (A USA) at their breakfast meeting in Washington. D. C ’. Ihe break­
fast was held by the A USA s Fourth Region, which includes eight chap­
ters from Texas. The following text is adapted from Sen. C om m  s speech 
to A USA :

As a member o f the Armed Services Committee, I am personally 
dedicated to looking after the interests o f all of our military personnel.

We are making progress in Iraq. We have finished the major com­
bat operation, but now we need to finish the job. And* I believe that 
everyone who’s engaged in fighting this war, from the most junior re­
cruit to the conunander in chief, is doing a remarkable job under ex­
traordinarily difficult circumstances.

I was recently briefed on the ongoing search for weapons o f mass 
destruction in Iraq. I’m sure you’ve all heard o f these reports, and I am 
sure that many o f you have questions about them. The work in this field 
is ongoing. O f 130 known Iraqi Ammunition Storage Points, many of 
which exceed 50 square miles in size, we have thus far searched only 
ten. And it will be marry months before we have a clear picture o f things.

We have not found the work m Iraq to be easy. But let me tell you 
what we have found. We have found torture cells, execution sites, and 
children’s prisons. We have found the legacy o f fear and terror, Ihe ves­
tiges o f years of blood and cruelty. And we have found three hundred 
thousand people, maybe more, buried in mass graves spread throughout 
Iraq, in nearly TOO reported sites. They stretch from Basrah to Baghdad, 
from Najaf to Kirkuk. These are silent monuments of Saddam’s rulli- 
lessness, left behind for all to see.

In his speech before the joint session of Congress. Prime Minister 
Blair reminded us that we have a duty as a powerful nation to lake great 
care regarding what kind o f world we leave for our children. Peace is a 
good thing, but at what price is it purchased? By turning our backs on 
suffering and evil? If the 20th Century has taught us anything, it is that 
we cannot allow dictators like Saddam Hussein to stand.

In the end, if there is one thing certain, it is this: in Iraq, the mass 
murder has stopped. And we stopped it. Unfortunately, if you read the 
New York Times, there are some in Washington, D.C. who seem to he 
ashamed o f that fact. But I am not. 1 never will be.

I believe that these are critical times in our nation’s history. In the 
Armed Services Committee and in the Senate as a whole right now, we 
are looking at some very important issues that I believe will decide the 
state of our military across the board for years to come.

“Transformation” may sound like a beltway buzzword, but as you 
know, it’s something that's very important to us all. As we move into 
the 21st century, we are tr uly transforming the way we fight and win 
wars. The war against terror is a new kind o f war, and I believe it re­
quires new tactics and new1 commitments in order to succeed.

Operation Iraqi Freedom is a prime example - we fought jointly 
and not as separate services, and we used our technological advances to 
help our troops communicate and coordinate. We’re finding new ways 
to protect our brave men and women in the field, and give them the 
tools they need to hunt down the enemy.

Working together jointly will be one o f the keys to a successful 
transformation of the military. But there are also many questions that 
we must answer as we work to adapt. Does the Army have the adequate 
end-strength to wage the global war on terror in light o f our worldwide 
commitments? Do we have the proper balance between our Active Duty 
and Reserve Component? And how should we base our troops overseas 
in the post-Cold War era? These are all questions that I believe must be 
answered as we move forward, or else we will end up putting our brave 
men and women in uniform at unnecessary risk.

One issue that I strongly believe we in the Senate must address is 
making certain that our soldiers have the right equipment for war in the 
21st century. We must ensure that the United States military has the 
training, the equipment, and the facilities they require to remain the 
greatest fighting force the world has ever known, in times of war and 
peace.

And through it all, we must never forget the heroism and sacrifice 
o f those brave soldiers who gave their lives in Iraq and Afghanistan. We 
must always remember that our own freedom was not won without cost, 
but bought and paid for by the sacrifices o f generations that came be­
fore. We must honor these soldiers, these heroes, for their courage and 
their commitment to the dream that isYreedom.

Gaining Economic 
Momentum

“The good economic news keeps 
coming,” read a recent headline in 
the Wall Street Journal. That posi­
tive statement is a welcome shift 
amidst challenging economic 
times. But our efforts to strengthen 
the economy are far from over, and 
the jobs picture has not yet bright­
ened enough.
In May, Congress passed a $350 

billion jobs and economic growth 
package to put Americans back to 
work and stimulate our economy. 
The legislation provided tax relief 
to hard working families and con­
tained a number of provisions to 
help individuals and businesses. 
Our strategy was simple, when 
Americans keep more of their hard 
earned dollars, they’ll put that 
money back into the economy, 
boosting commerce and jobs cre­
ation. By reducing taxes, we did the 
right thing at just the right time for 
the American economy. 
Throughout the summer and now 
into the fall, reports from Wall 
Street to Main Street have reflected 
an improved economy. On Wall 
Street, stock market values have 
increased by $2 trillion in the last 
year. Disposable personal income 
is up by 3.8 percent and families 
are spending it on Mains Street. 
Retail sales showed a 12.1 percent 
annualized increase over the sum­
mer, m eaning A m ericans are 
spending the extra money in their 
paychecks from the tax relief we 
passed earlier this year.
Another important economic indi­
cator signaling a strengthening 
economy is the rise in new hous­
ing starts. This summer we experi­
enced a 17 year high of 1.87 mil­
lion units, and homeownership is 
at record levels with a 68 percent 
ownership rate.
Orders of manufactured goods 

continue to increase and shipments 
of durable goods increased this 
summer. More manufacturing out­
put means more jobs for Ameri­
cans. The Labor Department re­
cently reported that employers cre­
ated 57,000jobs in September, the 
first increase in eight months. And 
jobless claims are at their lowest 
point this year.
All of this has led to stronger eco­
nomic growth. In the second quar­
ter, the gross domestic product 
grew by 3.3 percent and third 
quarter numbers are expected to

top four percent.
But we need to do more. The 

economic growth has not yet 
translated into the broad job cre­
ation we would like to see. For­
tunately there are a number of 
items on Congress’ agenda that 
will help put more Americans 
back to work. The Senate is 
working to enact additional leg­
islation to create and retain jobs 
and further accelerate economic 
growth.
Two other items of critical im­

portance are class action litiga­
tion reform and a bill to rein in 
runaway asbestos lawsuits. Class 
action reform will help victims 
receive their just financial due 
while ending abuses and helping 
businesses focus on growth and 
jobs rather than fighting expen­
sive lawsuits.
Additionally, it will help reduce 
the ‘hidden litigation tax’ on U.S. 
consumers that inflates the cost 
of goods and services and stifles 
job creation. Asbestos lawsuits 
have already accounted for the 
loss o f an estimated 138,000 
jobs. Asbestos litigation reform 
will create new jobs by allowing 
companies to divert dollars from 
legal battles costs toward new 
investments. Both of these re­
forms help protect jobs and en­
sure fairness for Americans.
But one of the most immediate 

actions Congress can take on the 
jobs front is finalizing the energy 
bill. Since I came to the Senate 
10 years ago, we’ve tried to pass 
a comprehensive energy policy. 
This year, we finally passed a bill 
in both the House and Senate, 
which is currently in a confer­
ence committee where differ­
ences between the bills will be 
resolved. The final legislation is 
expected to create upward of 
500,000 new jobs and save even 
more. Construction of new pipe­
lines, and investment in new 
technologies, such as clean coal 
technology, will create new jobs 
in math, engineering, physics, 
and, even more important, re­
lease our nation from the grip of 
Middle East dependence.
As we move into the holiday 

season, when Americans spend 
more money on gifts and travel­
ing to visit loved ones, Congress 
is keeping an eye on the fragile 
recovery, and will continue to 
make efforts to create stability in 
the economy.
