Asked if it appeared infestation of weevils is 
up from last year, he said not enough data was 
available to definitely know, but added, “Fol­
lowing such a mild winter, it certainly won’t 
surprise me if the count numbers are up.”
He said the number of aircraft to be used in 

the spraying program across the five county 
zone was not known at this time. “The spray­
ing jobs are awarded on a low bid basis. The 
Foundation encourages local aerial applica­
tors to bid on the jobs, because they are famil­
iar with their areas.” The eradication spraying 
will start around mid-August.
Dusek said a number of the 17 employees who

will work out of the local office will be seeking 
housing. “Some of them will commute from 
nearby towns, but a number of them will be 
needing to buy or rent homes in Plains.” He sug­
gested locals with available housing to contact 
the Foundation office at 456-4108.
Hopefully the new and permanent building for 
the Foundation office at the county airport will 
be ready for occupancy around August 1. Dusek 
and his wife Shannon expect their first child in 
September. “I ’m looking forward to getting 
settled in here, and go to work eliminating these 
weevils. We know it can be done, because it’s 
been a success in other areas around the state.”

The offices in the old courthouse last occu­
pied by the Extension Service Agents appeared 
last week to have been transformed into a stor­
age warehouse crammed with the latest in elec­
tronic equipment. Boxes of computers, moni­
tors, printers, scanners, backup devices were 
stacked almost wall to wall, high tech equip­
ment which will be used in the South Plains 
Boll Weevil Eradication Zone.
Darrell Dusek, Texas Boll Weevil Eradication 
Foundation’s Zone Manger, discussed plans for 
the upcoming all out battle against the pesty 
weevil which costs cotton producers millions 
of dollars each year in production and eradi­

cation expense.
A graduate of Angelo State University, Dusek has 
been employed by the Foundation since 1994. He 
was a Field Unit Manager for the Foundation in 
the San Angelo area before promotion to his po­
sition here.
He told CCN, “We will start our operations in 

Yoakum County with four full time people. As 
the eradication program progresses, we will have 
17 employees operating out of this office, plus a 
large number of field monitoring people.” He said 
the exact number of weevil trap monitoring em­
ployees couldn’t be determined until total planted 
cotton acreage was established and plotted on

‘99 cotton crop off and running

Six estimates about 90 percent of this years irrigated and dry­
land cotton has been planted. Final acreage totals are not yet 
available, but he anticipates some 130,000 acres will be planted 
by the June 7 deadline.
Off to a good start, cotton producers have little to worry about, 
other than sagging market prices, insect infestations, blown 

and crop destroying hail storms.

In the last four years, the 
number of 10 -to -17 year old 
Texans confined in Texas 
Youth Commission (TYC) 
facilities has m ore than 
doubled from 2,200 to 4,900 
inmates. State spending to 
imprison juveniles has in­
creased even faster. 
From fiscal 1988 to fiscal 

1998, state dollars earmarked 
for TYC, the agency respon­
sible for the care, custody and 
rehabilitation of the state’s 
most violent and chronically 
deliquent youngsters, in­

creased 195% to $158 million 
outpacing the increase in 
overall state spending by 
70%. During the same period, 
general revenue spending on

public schools increased 88% 
and human services expendi­
tures increased by less than 
one tenth o f 1%. 
The additional spending re­

flects a spurt in young Tex­
ans serving time for doing 
wrong. By 1995, Texas 
ranked second only to Florida 
in the number of juveniles 
under age 18 under some 
form of state or county super­
vision, including confinement 
in a TYC facility, halfway 
house, drug treatment pro­
gram, on county probation or 
another form of detention, 
according to the American 
Correctional Association. 
Local judges mindful of 

TY C’s inm ate

“resocialization” program 
characterized by one official 
as “tough, w ithout being 
mean” began referring more 
youngsters to the state facili­
ties. And finally, more teens 
were committed to TYC for pro­
bation violations, a change from 
previous local practicies when 
judges tended to give youths 
second or third chances in com­
munity programs before sending 
them to TYC. TYC has been 12% 
overcapacity. Since 1994, the av­
erage daily population has in­
creased at least 19% each year. 
TYC bed capacity is expected to 
top 5,600 by the end of 1999, in­
cluding 450 beds at a new facil­
ity near Waco, set to open in Oct. 
At $110 a day, the state cost of 

caring for each TYC inmate is

nearly three times the avarage $40 
cost for adult prisones. Critics 
might question the difference, but 
TYC officials and others say the 
additional spending reflects 
valuable extra attention given 
younger prisoners, who typi­
cally attend school year round 
and follow tight, organized 
schedules during 16 hour days. 
TYC reports its charges in­

creasingly come into state 
custody with backgrounds of 
chemical dependency, abuse, 
neglect and poverty. 
Of 3200 new referrals to TYC 
in 1998,37% were identified 
as gang members, 40% re­
quired special education, 37% 
were emotionally disturbed 
and 45% were chemically de­
pendent. The median age of

TYC youths is 16, although 
incarcerations include children 
as young as 10. 
In 1998,47 new inmates were 
younger than 12. 
“TYC is not a substitute for the 
family,” said Pamela Ward, a 
TYC spokeswoman, “but with 
some of these young children, 
we end up raising them. Some 
have stuffed animals on their 
beds, and we have included a 
story tim e for them .”

Dear Editor,
During the weekend of April 

• 16, 1999, my wife, Kathy and 
I journeyed to Texas A&M to 
spend Parents’ Week with our 
son, Justin. He is a sophomore 
in the Corps of Cadets and at­
tends A&M on a Navy NOTC 
Scholarship. His mother asked 
Justin why he chose to go into 
the military. His answer: he 
wanted to do something hon­
orable.
On Saturday afternoon of that 

weekend we visited the replica 
of the Vietnam War Memorial 
at the George Bush Presiden­
tial Library. From a distance, 
the replica is not impressive - 
slabs of polished, blackish gray 
arranged in a low wall. It is 
slightly angled inward.
As you approach there is si­

lence, only the wind. Then you 
see the names; ranks and ranks 
of thousands of names, kids 
who suffered and died so far 
from home. Here and there 
someone has left a wreath,

a p h o to g rap h ,a  bundle  
offlowers or a medal.
I remember one from that 

war that I helped bury back 
here in “the world” when I 
was a college student. The 
family doctor was called in to 
identify him so his mother 
could be sure she was bury­
ing her boy.
As you’re standing there you 
notice something curious. In 
the polished surface of the 
wall, you see reflections of 
people. It startles you be­
cause, for a moment, you 
think it’s the dead; but it’s not. 
It’s only your reflection and 
those of the rest of the spec­
tators.
Every American president, 

general, and admiral should 
be required to walk single file 
in front of that low gray wall 
and be humbled by it.

Cancer Center begins trial
The Joe Arrington Cancer Re­
search and Treatment Center 
(JACC) announced recently the 
initiation of a Phase 111 trial of 
Theratope vaccine for treat­
ment of metastatic breast can­
cer.

The random ized double 
blinded trial will evaluate the 
therapeutic vaccine’s effective­
ness in treating patients with 
metastatic breast cancer follow­
ing first line chemotherapy. 
Part of a multinational trial, this 
study is being sponsored by 
Biomira, Inc., a Canadian based 
biotechnology company, and 
Chiron Corp. at about 70 sites 
throughout North America and 
Europe and will involve up to 
950 patients, making it the larg­
est cancer study of its kind.
Earlier clinical studies sug­

gested possible survival ben­
efits in patients with metastatic 
breast cancer. In one study arm 
of two parallel, prospectively

of Breast Cancer Vaccine
randomized trials, Theratope 
vaccine treated patients had a 
median survival of 26.5 months 
compared to 9.2 months for 
matched patients in a retrospec­
tive control group. This study 
is an attempt to produce the re­
sults in a much larger popula­
tion. The primary end points are 
time to disease progression and 
survival.

Center is committed to bringing 
innovative new cancer therapies 
to the people of West Texas and 
Eastern New M exico,” said 
Charles E. Geyer, Jr., M.D., 
medical director of JACC and 
principal investigator for the 
trial.

The legislature adjourned on May 31, Memorial Day, and this is 
the final column for the 76th Legislative Session. We passed a lot 
of bills in the last few days. SB4, the education bill, passed the 
House and ended up in the hands of a conference committee. A 
last minute agreement sent the bill to the governor’s desk. The bill 
calls for a property tax break, as well as a raise for teachers. The 
bill increases the equalized wealth level at which recapture oc­
curs, and includes a hold harmless clause for Chapter 41 schools. 
There is additional funding to cover projected losses in many 
school districts due to low oil prices. Overall, it is the largest infu­
sion of money into the public school system in the state’s history. 
SB 7, the electric deregulation bill, was voted out by the House, 

along with SB 560, a bill designed to lower phone bills. SB 5, 
relating to franchise tax credits for economic development projects, 
was knocked down on a point of order, but later re-attatched to 
another piece of legislation. You really have to pay attention around 
here. A bill’s death is not necessarily a real death.
I am particularly interested in the portion of the tax credit bill that 
helps our agricultural economy. The legislation creates a tax credit 
to go to agribusiness companies that create agricultural process­
ing jobs in counties with a population laess than 50,000. Currently, 
the vast majority of agricultural products must be shipped out of 
state for processing. The bill also offers a sales tax break on over 
the counter medications and school supplies.
My own legislation has done well. I have several bills headed to 
the govcernor’s office. A bill I co-authored, relating to agriculture 
and state agricultural policy, is on its way, along with a bill that 
relates to the application of oil and gas severance taxes to high- 
cost gas production and inactive oile and gass leases. Several sen­
ate bills I co-sponsored in the house that relate to the boll weevil 
eradication program are also on their way to becoming law. I served 
on the conference committee for SB 1128, a bill I also co-authored, 
raising the multiplier for teacher retirement. That bill is also on its 
way to the governor’s desk.
