The depiction of
affirmative action as"reverse
discrimination," for exam-
ple, shouldsugfrst to propo-
nents of afTfrmative action
that they may need to restate
their agenda bt such a way
that the "reversediscrimina
tkm" inference could in no
wa be made. But the mere
label of "equal opportunity"

which does not speak to,
label or define the inherent
injustices in our nation'sem-

ployment life leaves open
the possibility of all kinds Of
negative interpretations of
the intentions of affirmative
action. Perhaps, as has been
suggestedmany times, at the
very least a changeof label is
required.

Typical of the altogether
sincerebut divisiv comments
made by affirmative action
detractors is the following
questioning of what Is termed
"reverse discrimination":
' My grandparents 'came
over on the boat' with little
but the clotheson their becks
to escapeinjustice, inequality
and poverty. They never
owned slaves. They worked

.hard and in their passing
they left little in theway of fi-

nancial legecles. I wonder if
the Supreme Court of thte
'land of equality for all'
oould have sutisfactorily ex--

' plained reverse discrimina-

tion to them. It hasn't to
me." We may speakof those

' who raise suchquestions as
demagoguesor racists, if that
is our choice to do. But such
.personswill not go away and
their questioning remains to

' ;haunt us and to removemuch
t or most of the impact of
pur currently tenuousaffir- -'

mative action enterprise.

tion to the plant'saffirmative
action program. Oncethe Ob-

jections were ollectcd and
assessed,the plant officials
and employeerepresentatives
.ere asked to come up with
possible approaches which
would overcome the objec-

tion which had beenraited.
The perhaps surprising re-

sult was that a consensuswas
reachedsuggestingthat, first,
a label beplacedon the affir-
mative action program which
indicated clearly that inherit-
ed injustices were involved in
hiring patterns which had to
be overcome. With this In
mind, the concept of "equit-
able opportunity" was ar-

rived at, indicating, as in
sports, that some kind of
"benefit of a handicap" was
required in order to achieve
"parity" or equality of
opportunity as an end.
Giving "equal opportunity"
would not bring aboutequal-
ity of status. It would only
guaranteea preservation of a
presentsituadon,and andless
resentments asin the past-w-ould

surface.
