What we havelearned in or
from this process of having
bureaucracies and paid
workers doing what were
traditionally voluntary tasks
has been devastating; "Paid
work" in so much of
American life today often
means Pleasured or limited
production.

In the last two yoars,
Virginia has tad five federal
positions and betweenthe two
Senators, Byrd and Warner,
they have presented 23
names-al- l white males.Since
all southern states except
three each of which had only
one position have black
federal judges, and Virginia
with five positions has no
blacks, then the Senatorsare
saying that blacks in Virginia
are inferior to blacks in other
states. That being the case,
then whites in Virginia are in-

ferior to whites in other states,
since they havefailed to equal-
ly qualify blacks.

The action of theseVirginia
Senatorsis a very good reason
why PresidentReagancan'tre-

ly on the honorable action of
many state officials. The ac-

tions of SenatorsWarner and
Byrd in the federaljudge selec-

tions, in fairness to blacks,ce-
rtainly appear to be
dishonorable.
