Don Hill Plans to Appeal in Dallas City
Hall Corruption Case

Dallas — Federal prosecutors
say that public outrage over the
selling of votes at Dallas City
Hall led to near-complete con-
victions Monday in a historic
corruption case that brought
down former Mayor Pro Tem
Don Hill and his cohorts.

Acting U.S. Attorney Jim
Jacks called the verdicts a "re-
sounding decision” showing that
the public doesn't want a’ gov-
ernment "where the game is
rigged."

Hill, whose eight-year stint
on the council ended in 2007
with a failed mayoral bid while
he was under indictment, ex-
pressed disbelief with the ver-
dicts and vowed to appeal.

"We wanted to be able to say
that the dark cloud has been
lifted from City Hall," said Hill,
who faces a maximum of 95
years in prison when he is sen-
tenced on seven counts in the
coming months. "We won't be
able to say that today. In my
heart, I didn't have a corrupt in-
tent.

"As a lawyer, trained by the
system, I have to accept the sys-
tem and believe in the system,"
he said.

In schemes that prosecutors

alleged netted the defendants
hundreds of thousands of dol-
lars, Hill and the others were ac-
cused of funneling bribe money
from developer Brian Potashnik
through sham contracts.

Car dealer and amateur home
builder Rickey Robertson was
acquitted in this scheme. But he
was convicted, along with Hill
and the others, of putting pres-
sur¢ on developer James R
"Bill" Fisher for hundreds of
thousands in extortion money.

Fisher blew the whistle on the
scheme in fall 2004 and became
an informant. He recorded 100
conversations for the FBI, which
also collected more than 30,000
wiretaps in the case.

During the three-month trial,
jurors heard from 44 witnesses,
including eight called by the de-
fense.

They were barely a half-hour
into their sixth day of delibera-
tions Monday morning when the
tell-tale knocks came from in-
side the jury room door just after
9 a.m. A court security officer
spoke to one of the jurors briefly
and radioed that a verdict had
been reached

By 10:40 a.m., the courtroom
was packed. U.S. District Judge

SPC Receives $2.87 Million To
Launch Training Programs

LEVELLAND - South
Plains College has been awarded
a five-year $2.87 million federal
grant from the U.S. Department
of Education to develop three
new high demand technical and
health occupations associate de-
gree programs.

implement new associate degree
programs in alternative energy
technology (wind/solar), physi-
cal therapy assistant and engi-
neering technology and expand
its delivery of high demand
training to its Plainview Exten-
sion Center.

SPC officials received notifi-
cation of the grant from U.S.
Congressman Randy Neuge-

bauer, as well as Department of

Education program officials

“I am pleased that South Plains
College is the recipient of the
Title V grant that will enhance
and expand their workforce de-
velopment and technological

training programs,” said Neuge-
bauer. “During these difficult
economic times, it is even more
important that we invest in tech-
nical training programs that will
train and re-train individuals
with skills to advance their ca-
reers and provide new academic
and technical opportunities.”

The award is the single largest
competitive grant ever received
by SPC. A total of 24 individual
grants and five cooperative
arrangement  grants  were
awarded in this competition
SPC will receive $574,767 in the
first year of the award

“We are very fortunate be-
cause the Title V funds will
allow us to expand our offerings
in different areas where we have
identified needs,” said Dr
Kelvin Sharp, president of South
Plains College. “The Title V pro-
gram has always served us quite
well, and we are looking for-
ward to the faculty professional
development opportunities that
will be available as we go
through this process.”

The project will enable SPC
to develop the new associate de-
gree programs over the next five
years, beginning with a new

Remember Rick Perry the se-
cessionist Governor of Texas,
the man who allegedly agrees
with the thought processes of
John C. Calhoun who believed
that “slavery was a positive
good,” (saying : I do not belong
to the school which holds that
aggression is to be met by con-
cession.

In
this case, in particular [ hold
concession or compromise to be
fatal. The white or European
race has not degenerated. It has
kept pace with its brethren in
other sections of the Union
where slavery does not exist. It
is odious to make comparison:
but I appeal to all sides where
the South is not equal in virtue,
intelligence, patriotism, courage,
disinterestedness, and all the
high qualities which adorn our
nature.

I hold
that in the present state of civi-
lization, where two races of dif-
ferent origin, and distinguished
by color, and other physical dif-
ferences, as well as intellectual,
are brought together, the relation
now existing in the slaveholding
States between the two, is, in-
stead of an evil, a good, a posi-
tive good—there never has
existed a wealthy and civilized

society in which one portion of
the community did not, in point
fact, live on the labor of the
other.)

Well, this writer discovered by
the way of Ben Armbruster, Rick
Perry has attacked President
Obama'’s healthcare reform plan
as “disastrous.” Perry is said to
have went so far as to invoke the
10th Amendment to the U. S
Constitution to resist health care
reform. He also suggested other
states should do the same.
Armbruster quoted Perry: “I
think you'll hear states and gov-
ernors standing up and saying
‘no’ to this type of encroachment
on the states with their health-
care. So my hope is that we
never have to have that stand-up.
But I'm certainly willing and
ready for the fight if this admin-
istration continues to try to force
their very expansive government
philosophy down our collective
throats

“It really is a state issue, and if
there was ever an argument for
the 10th Amendment and for let-
ting the states find a solution to
their problems, this may be at
the top of the class. A govern-
ment —run healthcare system is
financially unstable. It’s not the
solution,”

Armbruster noted that Perry’s”
state sovereignty” cries don’t
carry much credibility. He noted
in March, Perry rejected $555
million in federal stimulus funds

to expand unemployment bene-
fits, arguing that accepting the
money would burden Texans
with “higher taxes” and ex-
panded obligations.” He also
noted in July Perry was forced to
ask the federal government for a
170 million loan to cover unem-
ployment insurance and the state
was expected to request a total
of $650 million, around 100 mil-
lion more than Perry originally
rejected

Armbruster noted that Texas has
the highest percentage of those
without health insurance in the
entire county. He pointed out
that a U. S. Census Bureau re-
port released in August showed
that nearly 25 percent of Texans
(Just over 5.5 million residents)
lacked (compared
with a national average of 15.5
percent). A Families USA report
is said to have found that the
number of uninsured in Texas
throughout 2007 and 2008 is
much higher, around 9.3 million.
Perry is reported to have said *1
can’t imagine that anyone from
Texas who cares about this state
would vote for Obama Care. I
don’t care whether you're a De-
maocrat or Republican.”

One begins to wonder
if there is a correlation between
the number of people dying and
the state of our well being and
the economy. Certainly, many
of us are at an age where we find
acquaintances, friends, and fam-
ily members leaving us much
too soon.

Many of these deaths
are on the heels of Congress try-
ing to “fix" our health options
and at the same time pump up
the economy. It makes one won-
der if the lack of proper medical
care is the reason so many peo-
ple are dying now, because they
could not afford the necessary
health care. We are at a critical
crossroad, especially seniors,
many whom do not have ade-
quate medical coverage and can-
not pay for needed medical
drugs. It is a fact that without
the necessary care and follow-up

with healing medicines, that we
often die. That is another reason
why seniors who are not in good
health should not live alone.
Everyone needs someone who
can see to it that medicines are
taken as prescribed. As we age,
it is a fact that we do not always
remember what we should,
when we should.

Aside from the perils
of aging, it is followed by the
perils of dying. The economy is
taking a toll on the cost of dying,
which has a great bearing or bur-
den on the living. Because the
economy is at such a low depth,
the cost of dying is horrendous.
It is almost impossible to get a
proper burial under $6.000.00
now. That is all some people
paid for the house they bought in
their younger days and that was
an expensive house. The unem-
ployed and under-employed do
not find $6,000.00 as a bargain
People who do not have a large

savings account also do not see
this figure as a bargain in light of
the high cost of plain everyday
living without frills. Conse-
quently more people are opting
for cremation, which runs from
about $2,000 and up, depending
on where you are and who you
deal with. Instead of funerals,
we find that there are just your
regular memorial services with a
picture of the deceased and
memorable moments in their
lives. Your last vision of that
person will be the last time you
say them alive, unlike the fu-
neral where you can see the
body and decide for yourself
how you really want to remem-
ber the person you memorialize.
It may be a hard decision to
make for some of us, but we all
need to get ‘in cinque’ and make
preparations for that final time
There have been too many col-
lections at the church!
