CHICAGO - Inside the huge Tabernacle Baptist Church the delegates and
obscrvers were clapping and thundering in unison — “Build the Party. build the Party
. Some 1,000 blacks from 10 states.

Later, a few blocks away at the Phillip High School Auditcrium, some persons were
expressing concern that this black party was leaning towards a leadership that was
purely nationalist. and there might not be room for other radical blacks with other
political postures. Some observers moaned about not being afforded voting status in

the Congress sesssion
And one frantic partici-
pant wrole on a
blackboard | a hallway:
"South Africa is the only
issue you idiots,” Cracks
seemed to be getting
wider,

It was that kind of a
Congress scssion for the
NBIPP. One that swayed
back and forth. in and
out ol turbulence and
then into & setting that
was tranquil. The party
came here o do two
things: elect officers and
ratify a charter which had
come [rom the party's
founding conference last
November inPhiladelp-
hia. On cach evening here
in Chicago the delegales
hammered at and
haggt®d over pages and
pages of rules and
amendments and sessions
went on into the wee
hours of the next
morning.

Meanwhile, 12 party
workshops probed into
and came up with
resolutions relatin
Aoibwilding for b
economic self suliiciency:
public shcoeois and
blacks: independent
black schoals: what local
party chapters must do;
black refugees: the black
famil, sowth Africa;
communily organizing.
building neighburhoods:
police brutality and racial
violence; the Caribbean
and self determination
for blacks.

The Rev. Ben Chavis
(formerly jailed as past of
the Wilmingion 10) was
elected National Repre-
sentative for the party
with Barbara Arawine, a
celegate from  North
Carolina who had
chaired the conimunity
organizing workshop al
the Congress. The party

also clected Kikora Ros
Tabasimu of Detroit as
the presiding officer for
the National Party
Congress. Thad Mathis
of New Yorl City was
clected the presiding
officer for the pany’s
Central Commitice. The
co-chair posts wenl o
Ron Danicls of Youngs-
town, Ohio: and Flsa
Brown of Richmond. Vir.

Daniels and Rev.
Chavis had helped 1o
deliver the charter during

the Philadelphia can-
ference."The big mis-
conception that blacks

outside the party now
have about us is that we
are talking about solving
all the problems thal
blacks are faced with
right now.” said Rev.
Chavis, “We have to now
g0 back 1o our communi-
tics and take our message
back 10 the people. This
will be the power of the
party.”

Many blacks could be
left with the feeling that

“we have heiard ait thiss

before and we have went
down this road before
and 1t didnt take us
anywhere™ said Robert
Jackson froma Cahlor-
nia delegation. “But this
party is different, In 1972
when the blacks met in
Gary 1o organize they left
with a black agenda but
not the means and
programs to carry on
witii what had 1o be done.
This party is not making
that mistake ™

Some 8007 persons
had attended the Gary
gathering 9 years ago.
But it was a session that
was oo dominated by
“muainstream black

leaders and democrats.”

As Blacks across this country were preparing to
engage in their first mass activity in protest of
ineyuities in the marketplace. Operation PUSH and
the Coca Cola Company announced a “moral
conenant” in which Coke will channel over $30 million
to Black business and the Black community.

We applaut the leadership initiative taken by Rev.
Jesse Jackson, president of Operation PUSH."m
pressing Coke officials to the wall, until they
reconsidered  and  abandoned their  préviously
adamant position of not moving beyond what they
were prasently doir g. And thut was not acceptable 1o
PUSH officials who had begn in negotiations with
Coke for several months,

The serlement was mare than a victory for Black
lendership, but it produced a "mimt miracle” in
bringing together the scatiered civil rights family of the
late Dr. Martin Luther King.

and others. At rhe press conference announcing the
sctticment were. Mrs. King, Revs. Lowery, Hosea
Williamy, Andrew Young, Mayor Maynaré Jackson,
kev. Martin Luther King. Sr.. Jesse Hill, Herman
Russell, etc. This was a “wonderful reunion
fellowship”. in the words of Mrs. King

America Ranks Third in Rate of
Incsrceration; Follows Soviet
Union, South Africa

The Unvted Suates has the dublous distinction ol
being one of the worlds leaders with respedt to its rate
of incarceration, Only the Soviet Union and South
Africa surpass us.

There is another statistic invbiving the criminal
justice system that 1 (ind slerming: the amount of
moncy spenl and projected for prison construction.
Congressman John Conyers of Michigan, an
outspoken member of the House Commintee of the
Judiciary. has reported that the prison building
program in this decade cowld cost from $6 to §7
billion. As recent as 1978, the Federai Bureau of
Prisons asked Congress for a construction budget of
$67.5 million.

We have every reason to be concerned about
America’s prisons and the »t¢ of incarceration. Therc
is a disproportionate number of Blacks in our prisons,
and the same apphes to the number on death row

Conyers has an in ing theory about what the
nation is doing with people it considers of no use to
society. 1t allows them to go unemployed, it takes them
into the military services, or it places them in prison,
Black, it should be noted, are in disproportionate
numbers in all three categ ries, '

With a greater number of Blacks in our prisons, it
follows then that there are more Black serving lengthy
terms. Additionally, there is a trend 1o set mandatory
seniences in certain types of crimes and a growing
mood 10 apply the death penaity in more situations.

Numerous studies have shown that our present
system of confinement does not rehabilitate people
Instead. it hardens them for more serious criminal
achivity.

Conyers, a recent guest on my radio program. said
that the courts are part of the problem in the criminal
justice system. It takes the courts too long to give the
accused his or her day in court, Most of the judges are
white. And, as Conyers poiuted out, the jury offers
little more. Instead of having his case heard by one of
hic peers, the black defendant often faces an all-white
jury.

There is another aspegt about erime that annoys me.
We hear of crimes of violence and street crimes, We all
deplore *hese actions. On the other hand, we hear very
little about the crimes that have a greater impact on the
nation’s economy.

Former Attorney General Ramsey Clark said in o
rceent report that most of the erimes that che public
hears about—street crimes for examplee—represent
only a small percentage fc the total dollar loss. A
report released by the U.S. Chamber of Commerce in
the raid 1970s showed that white collar crime is four
times greater than street crimes in terms of annual

Har loss to the nation’s economy. This was

mewhere in the neighborhood of $44 billion

| agree with my colleague and friend Conyers thatif
this country is going to continue the imprisonment of
people, it has @ moral obligation to bettr equip them
for a useful life as a member of society when they leave
our penal institutions. Chief Justice Burger advocates
this point of view,

If som= kind of real rehabilitation is going o resuly,
more money must te directed toward educating
inmates and providing them a chance to learn viable
job skills,

Finally, more aterpatives to iucarceration should
be explored. Among those suggesied by Congresiman
Conyers are restitution, day fines, and community
service orders, Morcover, we should do further
research into the relationship between crime and
poverty,
