On October i, the
Justice Department will
submit its study on the
Voting Rights Act to
President Reagan. Based

on that study, the
President says he will
make his decision

whether to back exten-
sion of the act slated to
exXpire neéxt year.

Although few civil
rights groups expect-the
President to oppcse the
act, it worries them that
he (Reagan) may (inally
come down in favor of a
walcr"d down version

that may endahger veting
rights for minorities in
many parts of the
country.

The heart of the act is
Section 5. This provision
requires covered distrjgls,
that 15, states and
counties found to have
discriminated in the past,
to submit proposed
changes in voling laws
to the Justice  Depart-
ment for approval. Nine
states (including Texas)

Are. Threatened
Have A . Right

Emplcyees who are
threatened with the loss
of their job by a city
employer may be entitied
to a due process right to
adequate notice and
hearing prior to the
termination.

An emplovee who is
threatened with termina-
tion of his job by a city is
being threatened by
goverament action.
Because government
action by the city is being
used to take away the
emplovees’ legitimate
expectation Lo continue
working the city must
obey the Fourteenth
Amendment to the
United States Constitu-
tion. The due process
clause of the Fourteenth
Amendment  generally
requires a notice
containing & reason for
the governmeut's action
and an oppertunity for
the person 1o have @

hearing to explain their
side of the story. In other
words, an employee can't
be fired unless the city has
2 good reason which is
given to theemployee ina
notice and it is proven at
a hearing,

Persons who believe
their rights have been
violated may consider the
lollowing action:

I. Make an  iinme-
diate request for a
beaxing by sending «
certified letter to the city
manager or the mayor of
your city,
