problemas well. Inflation itself doesn'tdrivePeople crazy, though they may sometimes eel asthough it does. But amongthosewho alreadyhaveother senous problems, inflation-induce- d stress isincreasingly becoming the final straw.

Therapistshavebegun to find that inflation, andthe
starKJard-of-livin- g sacrifices it requirescancontributeto marital discord, problem drinking, reduced
productjvhy or incentive at work, and aggressive
be?Tr' Including child abuse and rape,

United Stateshaveneverbeenstudied In detail, onereason is that today's double digit rate - which
recentlywas averaging 18 on an annualbasis is a
relatively recent phenomenon on the long-ter-

yardstickby which social scientistsmeasurenational
trends.

In 1975, M. Harvey Brenne , a Johns Hopkins
University sociologist, publicized findings of a strong
link between unemployment levels and rates of
mental-hospit- al admissions, suicides, violent crimes .

and deathby suchcausesas heartattack. He found
insufficient evidence,however, to supportadirect link
between mental illness and inflation.Mr. Brennernow thinks there may be a statistical
link. Historically, he notes,inflation hasoccurred inperiodswhen wagesarerising comparaby. Lastyear
by contrast,pricesrose13 while wagesandsalaries
increasedjust 8.7. The result: a forceddecreasein
the standard of living of most Americans.

It s when inflation is combinedwith other factors
such as reducedGross National Product (GNP) orhigher unemployment,that it really packsits punch"
on the mental well-bein- g of Americans,Mr. Brenner
says.

Psychologists,too, arebeginning recoghzethis.
I hey if inflationsay continuesnear its present rateand unemploymentkeepsrising, the national mentalhealth consequencescould be profound

For the time being, people aren't beatingdown
therapists doors looking for advice on how to deal
with inflation. But many therapistsdo saythat morepatients than evar are citing financial pressureand
their declining standardof living as their chief mentalproblem.
At many clinics, financesaretodaythefourth most

frequently cited problem initially presented to
counselors- ranking behindproblemswith parents,
spousesandchildren but aheadof suchcomplaints as
physical stress,alcoholism, drug addiction and legal
difficulties. In the mid-1970-s, financesrankedninth or
10th on the list.

Some psychiajjrsue.thatbecauseinflation s

generally affects membersof the same economic
groupequally, thepsychologicaleffectsaren'tserious.
But theseprofessionals seemto be in the minority.

Psychiatrists and psychologists have thus far
identified pur main ways that inflation producesthe
kind of'ifrress that cai. pushpeopleover the edge.
One is that a loss in real income usually requiresthat
people sacrifice the luxuries - meals out,
entertainment,vacations,camp for the kids andso
forth - that they ordinarily useto escapefrom their
other problems.

A secondeffect - amongthe lessaffluent - is that
somenecessitiesmustgo. A third effect of inflation is
that it diminishes hope and ambition the
characteristics that make people want to work
harder.

A fourth,andperhapsthemostdangerouseffect of
inflation is that it makespeople feel helpless, out of
touchwith theirdestinies. Themostvulnerable tathte ,

type of stressarepeoplewho have"characteroloticaf
disorder" -- - mentalimbalancesunderwhich theysee
themselvesasvictims andwhich makethem likely to
lash out. Thesetraits are frequently found in people
who commit crimes.

Part In American History

Pubhehedoriginal m Nov. 1931

Of the total population
of 122,000,000 in the
United States in 1930,
i 1,891 , 143 were of
African descent, or
approximately onein ten.
This "Tenth Man" is not
a newcomeror an alien.
His ancestorsbegan to
arrive hundredsof years
ago with the early
settlers. Practical all
the present Negro
copulation has a
background of one
iundre,d two hundred,
or even three hundred
years of American-bor- n

ancestry.
For more than two

hundred years the great
majority of Arneiican
Negroeswere in slavery,
a condition which for
generation was a
disturbing factor in
American life, culminat-
ing in yearsof 1861-65- .

The long controversy
over slavey and the
difficulties of political
reconstruction following
the war loom so large in
American life that our
histories, for the most
part, showus the Negro

It should be dealt with as a
national concern and given a
number I priority status.

Black unemployment dif-
fers from white unemploy-
ment for a variety of reasons.
Each reason should be dealt
with in its own most realistic
context.

There is. of" course, the
factor of racial preferencesor
white racism. It is another
way of . saying that perceived
blood is thicker than per-
ceived water. Blacks have
alwaysbeenseen asoutsiders.

There arc some who now
dare to say that The peaep-tio- n

of blackv as outsiders
may stem as much from the;
black stanceof powcrlessncss
as from tlic color of a black
person'sskin. This ma beof
the greatest social and eco-
nomic significance. West

may explain their situation
rmke more money than the
averagewhite American, and
they somehow, along with the
Haitians, securea high degree
of employment.

What we suggest here is
that, perhaps as a part of
dealing with the attttudinal
problem of racism, we should
deal also wui the reelingsof
black people about them-
selves. Further, there is the
related concern of the reti-
cenceof black people to deal
with other Americans in
terms of the traditional dy-

namics of group power.
Racial preferences have

been admitted in the federal
affirmative action provisions
and in the White House
executive orders regarding
"arfected class" minorities
who have experienced long-
standing disabilities through
discriminations.

The greatestproblems with
these provisions have come
about by erosion of t heir
significance principalis when
women were included in
affirmative action programs.
The difficulty here centers
around the fact that, in the
final analssis. white women
are white. As such, they still
benefit albeit incquitabK --
from the unjust l or undue

economic rewardswhich hae
come to the white communis
at the expenseof racial mi-

norities like blacks. Indians
and Eskimos or Aleuts.

We clearly need to re-

classify women's discrimina-
tion. It is a problem almost
entirely apart from that of
black employment discrimi-
nation on both historical and
present political grounds.

In this affirmative action
iirca, perhaps blacks have
done thegreatestdisserviceto
themselvesin their not insist-
ing that their circumstances
are related more to the needs
of equity than to those of
"equal justice."
