The
new hope grew in the summer of 1621 The corn wad
bountiful. They set aside three days of praver and
feasing. That is how the holiday started and still is
held in the. fall. The first Thanksgiving. Indians
brought wild turkeysiand vinsion (deer meal). The
women of the Calony spent many days preparing for
the feast. The children helped by turning roasts on
spits in front of open fires. The women served the meat
adn fish with jourey cake, corn meal bread with nuts,
and succotash, Everyone ate out doorr at big tables,
The American Thanksgiving Day probably grew out
of the bharvest home celcbration in England.

Thanksgiving is also a time for serious religious
thinking, church services, and prayer. One of the first
Thanksgiving observations in America was entirely
religious and did not invelve feasting.

On December 4, 1619, 39 English sentlers arrived at
Berkeley Plantation. on the James River near what is
now Charies Ciry, Va. The group’s charter required
that the day of arrival be observed yearly as a day of
giving thanks to God.

President Hasings K. Banda, the Prosident of
Malawi, an independent African nation, recently
announced the gift of one million dollirs to
Wilberforce University in Ohio. Wilberforee has been
since 1856, a black college dedicated to the training
and education of black people and is owned and
operated by the African Methodist Episcopel Church,
the largest black body of Mcthodists in the world
today.

De. Banda was a student and graduate from
Wilberforce in 1928, He also attended Meharry
Medical College in Nashville, an institution dedicated
to the training of black doctors and medical workers.
According to R, H. Reid, r., editor of the A. M. E.
Christian  Recorder, official organ of the
denomination statess “Most people who think of
Africa, immediatcly seem to think only of jungle,

Robert Packwood (R-Ore.). and William Roth (R.-
Del) hayaintroduced a tuition tax credit bill (S. 550)

thaswould provide a tax credit to those parents whose

¢hidren are in clementary, secondary, college o-

vocational educational institutions, This bill calls fora

$250 refundable credit in 1982, and a $500 refundable

credit in 1983,

Similar. although not identical, mcasures are
pending before the House Ways and Means
Committee. More than 20 other tax credit bills have
been introduced, and President Reagan has promised
his own version of a tuition tax credit plan.

My reasons for being opposed to tuition tax credits
arc as follows:

Firsi.l believe that public monies should be used to
support public®purposes. The concept of tuition tax
credits represents a diversion of public monies for
private purposes, because of revenues that would be
lost to the U. S. Treasury. Among other broad public
purposes, Federal monies should be used to improve
the quality of public education. This would be much
more difficult to accomplish if the increasingly limited
Federal resources are further constrained by diversion
of funds to private education.

Second. passage ol ition wx credits legislation
would worsen the already serious Federal budge:
deficit that out nation faces. To this extent, then,
tweon tax credits are not consistent with President
Reagan's stated goal of achieving a balanced budger.

Third, statistical studies indicate that tuition tax
credits would mostly benefit families of siudents who
attend sectarian schools. This being the case, | am
concerned that the Supreme Court would most likely
find this jegislation unconstitut n.al 8« violation of the
separation of Church-, tate doctrine.

The tuition tax credit scheme fits neatly into the
Reagan philosophy of always benefiting the rich at the
expense of the poor. Taking money from a public
school in a ghetto neighborhoed and trans(ering it a
private school in an affluent neighborhood is in same
leugue ar vutting the check of a welfare mother while
decreasing the taxes of & millionsire.

Afer the Supreme Courts 1954 ruling sgainst
segregated schools, southern states engaged in massive
resistance to get around descgregating their schools.
Enucting tuition tax credits wonld revive these efforts
by making availahle more funds, thereby providing a
f¢ederal subsidy 1o violate the law

As o matter ol record, cities throughou the country
have shown their obections 1o camymg ot the
mundate of the High Cournt. Court-ordered busing i
abeled “forced busing™ in many sress as schoal
districts drag thesr (eet and look for ways Lo got around
the law,
