He begins to
wonder whether he can depend un bene”!s later.

evperts do state that changes in program
financing and othwr aspects of sacial security will be
needed tv keep it on a stead' course, This is the way
it’s always been with social su ur’ty. The program has
~hanged many Yimes since 1935 in response 1o
evolving patterns of work, family re .donships, and
ecoromic conditions. Ar ] it will continue to do so in
future years.

Like Jim, social security is at a crossroad, And the
big question is not whether benefits will be paid to Jim
in 2000, or to his children » guarter century later. The
key question is how can we improve and strengthen
social secrnity?

ANSWER:

Keep in mind that social security is much more than
a retirement program. I' can pay you monthly
disability checks if you become sever ely disabaled and
can't work for a year or more anvtime before 65.
Should voeu marry and have children, your
dependents also could get paymnts if you died or
became disabled.

There's another point to remember: The social
securily taxes you nay heh finance benefi.s now going
to many of your oide: relatives. Withou! social
security, yeu might someday have to helo support
them,

When sacia! security began, it preaiden only for
retirement benefits. Today it also pays .hecks 1o
disabled people and to many ts and
survivors. And there also is Medicare, In addition,
there have been cther improvements, suwch as
auto;;nalic incrcases in benelits. All these changes are
costly,
