Many people contemplating cetirement and
wondering about thelr financial condition think
first of Social Security

There Is no single answer o the question
"When 5 the best lime to retire”’ Economic
medical, social, and psyahological factors atl play
a part and thase are differant people

For example, some people can ook forward 1o
a pension after they retire from the company
where they are employed. Others plan ©
continue working, possibly even starling a new
career. Still others might be forced Iinto
retirement because of medical problems or
adverse economic conditions,

Despite these variables, there are some
constants and one of these is the Social Security
system.

Persons thinking about retirement should bear
in mind that Social Security benefits can be paid
as early age 62 However, if benefits begin before
age 65, the amount of the monthly payment is
reduced.

it is important to apply for Soclal Security
retirement checks 2 to 3 months before the actual
date of retirement. This will assure that the
payment of benefits will coincide with the less of
income when the person is no longer employed

This is particularly important for people who
plan to retire at 65 since many commercial and
non-profit health insurance plans take account of
Medicare coverage and adjust theirr own
coverage accordingly when a person reaches 65
It is a good Idea for persons thinking about
retirement 1o discuss their individual health
situation and needs with a represeniative of the
company that covers them lor health insurance.

Those still undecided aboul retiring might want
to bear in mind thal their future Social Security
benefits will be increased should they continue to
work. A person reaching 65 in 1982 or later who
works past 685 will have his or her manthly benefit
increased by three percent (4 percent per month)
for each year that a benefit is not pald

Each person contemplating retirement has a
different set of circumstances to wzigh, and some
of the uncertainty may never be resolved. Butone
thing can count on is thatl their Social Security
retirement benefits will #8there when they retire.

A. First use the telephone. After you've been
Interviewed by phone, the 12si can usually be

Does Ronald Reagan intend to make it difficult for black

to exercise.the Tight to vote?

It is difficult, at best, (o decide whether someone intended
to do what he or she has in fact dona.

The American Heritage Dictionary defines "intent” as
“the state of mind operative at the time of an action.” To
know intent, In other words, you have to be ablé to read
minds

Intent has become a crucial concepl in the fight to recew
the Voting Rights Act of 18656, Major portions of that act are
due to expire In August.

Renewal legisiation passed the House of Representatives
last October by an ovemhelnﬂnme of 389-24. Now the
matter is being considered by the te.

The House version of the renewal includes a modification
that wonld enable blacks or browns to challenge an objec
tionable electoral procedure on the basis of its discriminato-
ry effect.

For example, they would have to prove that electing coun-
ty commissioners al-large rather than from districts would
dilute black votes. Or that opening a voler-registratiun off-
ice only during brsiness hours would discriminate against
blacks (and other volers) who must work from 9 Lo 5.

But President Reagan and Attorney General William
French Smith want to require victims of racial bias at the
ballot box to prove that the disorimination af:inlt them was
intentional — that is, to prove that the people who arranged
to minimize black or brown influence at the polls did so
deliberately.

How do you prove that?

How do you prove thal a Southerd state legislator drew
new distri that made blacks a permanent minority in
order wm from electing their own candidate?

How do you prove that a Western election board eliminat-
ed bilingual ballots in order to kcep Spanish-speaking voters
from knowing what they were voting for?

And how do you prove that chan from district to at-
large elections for a school board was to keep a
minority constituency {rom influencing the education that
its children receiyve?

A Look at Black Theology: Stennis: Black
theology has been called a theology of survival...
The first black settlers in the New World were
kidnap victims. They were sold into slavery,
suffered hardships from European slavemasters,
a great many of whom were piously devoted to
the Christian religion. Religion, which san sither
a liberating or enslaving weapon, became one
more means by which slave masters cut away at
the slaves' roots 10 their homeland, thereby,
tightening the shackles and reminding the news
converts that they were no longer free to make the
imporiant decisions of their own lives.

“It was questionable however, that after
experiencing life on a slave ship, even the lowest
levels of hell would seem pieasant oy

. comparison, Certainly a large number of the
occupants ol these ships did a greal deal of
praying during the course of the voyage. There
was nothing for them to do but suffer, pray and
survive.

“undoubledly, a great number of Black
preachers and theologians during slavery
honestly believed that they were improving the lot
of their fellow-slaves by preaching subservience
in this life as a means of gaining a decent life in
the next world.

“The same theology that should have created
black pride became instead a tool of white
America. It destroyed the Afro-Americans mind. a
sublected people, who were not considered a
vital and prosperous portion of e American
nation. The same preachers who had refused to
preach revolution were anxious to endorse the
appeasement campaigns o! Booker T.
Washington (my note - born in February) and
whose rallying cry was “let down your bucket
where you are."
