Yhls'maans that
unleesa personw$ born on the 1stor2nddAyof
a month, he or shecannotget a benefit for the
rmnth they become62. The first monm. they

can receive a benefit is for the month after the
month they retoh62.

This, provision alsoappliesto awife orhusband
and children receiving benefits on a living
person'sSocial Security record.The spouseor
child msut be eligible throughout the entire
month to get a benefit Tills mainly appliesto
stepchildren,since the marriageof the child's
natural parentmusthavetaken placeonefull year
before the child can get benefits.

This rule does not apply to survivor benefits.

Widows ant surviving children continue to be
eligible for benefitsstartingwith the month the
wageearnerdies, regardlesson whatday of the
mOnth the persondies.

A personwho chosesto receivebenefitsbeiore
reaching65 should rememertnat, in general,
benefitscannot be paid for months before the
month he or sheapplies. Applicationsdan bae
month he or she applies. Applications can be
madeup to 3 monthsbefore the month benefits
can start.

wc-- e on the job of encouragingBlack supportof
Black businesses,and tho Black commpnlty and
tU effort W havebeendoingthis since1977 ona
non-sto- p basis urging Black to take chargeof
their destln.38 andto run theirown communities
With th initiative and leaderchipeomlng from
Within your tenure here.

We have nine Blacks on our payroll. We have
had as many as twenty at one time, mostly on a
contract or part-tim- e basis. Plus we have used
other Blacks wheneverpossible,i. e. electrician,
atr conditioning repairman,heating repairman,
carpenters, wood workers, jaintors (Nathan's
Maid Service),paperboys and girls, distributors
and otherswo could use.

At times,wewent ou of ourway to hire andgive
Blacks a chance.In somecases which proved
to be quite expensiveand dlsadvantanyeous
becauseof non-productiv- ity and you owe me
becauseI'm Black we found that someBlacks
Only wajt their --paychecksafter,working for two
days.We havefound somewho want nothing but
a lot of money, and tell you how to run yourown
business.Somehave even had bad attitudesand
understandings.It's tuff, but we mustcontinueto
have faith in our own.
rWe appreciate you help and support, Rev.

Robinson. We havebeenandwill stayontheccse
even if we ruffle a lot more feathers.Sometimes
for the truth and hard hitting stories,it hurts. We
will, however, hang in therel

CommerceCommission to grant construction
permits to firms that practiceaffirmative action.
Firms which want to build sectionsof thepipeline
must make maximum use of black employees.
They also must facilitate black-downe-d

enterprises in the construction, operation,
maintenance, extension or increase in the
capacityof the pipeline.

However, our time must also be directed at
methods to sustain and promote economic
developmentfor blacks.

We must look f6r any opportunity that allows
our peopleto get a hand up insteadof ahandout.
By seekingracial fairnessin thecoai slurry plan
our communitieswere cut in and not cut outof a
network that will generatebillions of dollars.

Min was theswing vote on thecoal slurry-issu- e

when it camebefore the subcommittee.If this
affirmative action clausehad not beenadopted
the pipeline would have exposed the federal
governmentto indirect complicity in a risk of
racial discrimination.

Without an amendmentaimad at skyrocketing
black unemploymentthe use of federalpower to
grant building permits usjng eminent domain
regulationswould have been unconstitutional.
The coal slurry pipeline would haverun couiter
to stated public policy and. Supreme'Court
rulings relating to contractset-asid-es for blacks.

There had been talk that the coal pipeline
would help Jower. energy costs and so its
construction might help the poor In urban
centers.

In the coal slurry matterthe primary n&ed is
jobs andjustice. And we canbestdecidehow this
is to be achieved. Our communitiestufer from
disproprtionate level of unemployment and
more coai or cheapercoal will only benefit us if

jobs and contracts are also in the pipeline.
The forcescommi'teo for and againstthe coal

slurry pipeline areengagedin this battle because
of tremendous economic implications.

Our communitiesalso have an agendawhich
must be consideredand theaffirmative action
amendmentspeaksto that. This victory comesat
t time whan affirmative action andquotas are
being undermined by conservative and
reactionaryforces.

. We met this challengeon this very vital energy
proposal.

Theseangry people arent inner-cit-y black? suffering an

unemploymentratetwice the nationalaverage.This volatile
mob-jji-waiti- isn't found in teamingtenementsor bursting
bariosseethingwith racial tension.

This time it's Anglo-Saxo- n who are readyto riot if relief
isn't grantedbefore thelong, hot summerbegins.

This unfamiliar and unsettlingscenariohas become the
Reaganadministration'srationale for abandoning af firma-tiv- e

action. .

Never mind the 44 yearsof legal authority for federally
mandatedelimination of white preferencein employment
Nevermind th2 decadesof court decisionsauthc.izipg race-conscio- us

remediesfor race-conscio- us wrongs.
aagaaautesaythat affirmative acttapmutt go beams it

creates tension and resentment among "the previously
advantagedpopulation"- that is, the overwhelming major-
ity of Americanswhoeeskins white.

Assistant Attorney General William Bradford Reynolds
warns that affirmative-uctio-n programs "have driven a
wtJgeof reaectmentbetweenfellow workers.The issuehas
disced the country,engenderingnew tensions ltd threaten-
ing the hard-foug- ht civil-rtgh- ts gains of the past three
ti Itslies "

This is a serious indlctiueul of nearly half a .entury's
efforts to achieveracial peace especially coming from
the manwhosejob it is to enforcecivil-righ- ts law.

It has long beenknown that the victims of racial discrimi-aatio-n

largely the descendantsof African slaves were
resentful of the treatment theyreceivedfrom their white
fellow cttbtens. That resentmentbecamerighteou angerat
severalpoints in our nationalhistory aud found expression in
slave rebellions,riotsand non-viole- nt protests.

PwMic-opinio- n polls demonstratethat rese'.tmentand ten-

sion still exist among the victims of continuingdiscrimina-
tion, but now Reynolds tells us that thepractictiooersof that
discriminationareresentful,too.

Reynolds dM not so far as to predict white hots for the
summer of lftt. Bot Ms messageseemod unequivocal:
UnlessseoMthiacisdone to reducewhite tension, past civil-righ- ts

gains will be threatenedand the country will be torn
asunder.

The Reaganadministration is on top of this orobksn,
iiowever. If civil rights eniornement c es tension in
whites, theneliminate the enioreairent.
