ratfsh published Freedom Journal, the first black

aper. That was 37 years before the
Ipation Proclamation,1863.

ween 1827 and 1861 there were at least40 black
Newspapers. After the Civil War, the number
increasedto some575. This journalisticsurgecame on
the heels of the growing numberof educatedblacks.
Before the E. P. blacks were legally not permitted to
leafn from books, the Bible, which mostof them could
not read,wasexcluded.Black newspapershavealways
playedanimportantrole in black life. During theyears
fallowing thewar betweenthe states,they devotedfull
space to the burning issues of that time. Thru them
blacks were kept informed about the latest laws and
how they affected their newly acquired freedom. As
early as the 19th century, there was & need fora daily
paperfor blacks.The first suchwhich cameinto being
wasThe Daily Creole, foundedin New Orleans in 1856
as the voice of the Creoles, or mixed bloods of that
city. Behindthis effort Dr. Louis C. Roudanez.ablack
physician, established the New Orleans Tribune in
1864.

Northward the Illinois Cairo Gazettewas born in
1882, but died a firery death when white racists
torched and destroyed the paper'sentire plant. The
Columbus Georgia Messenger became the fourth
black daily published when it was "put to bed," in
1887. Tuskegee graduate, B. T. Harvey was the
founder and publisher. These are just a few. QLjJj&,
black pioneersof black media history. They did tneir
thing under the most adverseconditions,broughton.

President Reagan has gone all the way in
endorsing and adopting the philosophy of
HerbertHoover. Every day the American people
are presentedwith new evidence,of this back-
sliding into the past.

About three weeks ago, for instance, in a
speechdelivered in Now York City, the President
stated that if churchesand synagogueswould
adopt about 10 poor families each, federal
welfare programs could be eliminated. When
Hoover tried this approach, the result was
degradationand near starvationfor millions
plus an unemploymentrate of more than 25
percent.

In a column --early in November, while
commentingpn Reagan'supside-dow-n approach
to economics,I wrote: "Since thaday of theNew .
