About Social Security

Questions hat com~ across my desk indicate that
among the least Known Social Secur ) benefits are
those payuble to divorced persons, (o adults disabled
in childhood, and to the dependent parents of a
worke - They atc among ‘he benelds generally
payable to certain dependents of a retired or disabled
worker ar survivors ol a deceased worker

Benefits may be paid to divorced persons at 62 if the
marriage to the worker lasted 10 years or more, The
surviving divorced spouse may qualify o widow or
widower's bei. “its ai age 60, or for disability benefits
at age 50 or nver under certain circumstances

Adults disabled in childhood can | weeive benefits on
the record of a parent who receives refirement or
disability benefits or who died after working long
encugh in jobs covered by Social Security, Adults
disaled before age 22 can apply for benelits at any
age, so long as it can be proven the disability began
before age 22 and there is little chance of improve-
ment.

A worker's dependent parents can get benefits i he
or she warked long enough under Social Security and
the worker provided at least one-hali of the parent’s
support. Proof of suppait nwst be filed with Social
Security within 2 years of the worker's death

The above benefits, like all venefits paid to the
dependents and survivors of retired. aisab.ed, or
deceased workers, are designed to partially 1eplace
the earnings upon which the person was dependent

In many Instances, people who would ordinarily
qualify cannot get benefits because they are eaming
over the limit set for people who receive Social Securi-
ty beanefits: In 1983, $4,920 for people under 65 and
$6.600 for people 65 and over. There is no limit at
age 70.

Black students from across the nation attended the
Fourth Annual Session of the National Conference of
Biack Seminarians, held recently at Harvard Divinity
School, Boston University School of Theolagy and
Andover Newton Theningical Seminar

Dr. Robert Bennett, Professor o' Old Testament at
Episcopal  Divinity School. aneyied scriptural
references to Africa and Afrcanculture. He
pointed to Alncans' Iraditional expertise in the areas of
both war and spirituality, and dwell on Moses' and
Jesus' soiourms in the land of Egypt. He also noted
thet terms describing Blacks must be interpreted in th
gkt of thelr original cultural meanings rather than
through mod-wnday Western culture and lingu. stic ter-
minoiogy.
