If an individual has sufficient
coverage, he and hisfamily may receive 1 .neflts with
certain exceptions as long as the worker's disability
lasts. Additionally, by qualifying for Social Security
disability benefits, the worker may becomeentitled to
assistance from medicare, supplemental scurlty in-

come,vocational rehabilitation, and otherprograms.
While Social Security benefits lay a framework for

the. family's income during the period of a worker's
disability, the Agency wrks closely with Vocational
Rehabilitation individuals or offering an
alternate meansof returning to the workforce.

In a move at the Harvard Law School's hiring
practices, Black students there have called tor a
bdycott of coursi) that Greenberg is to help teachi r,

The .courseaRacialDiscrimination and Civil Rights
was dropped last year after Derrick Bell, a law pro-

fessor who is Black, left Harvard to becomedeanof
theUniversity of Oregon Law School. Five hundred
students, most of them White, petitionedto brngback
ths course, and Harvard invited LDF president J.
LeVonne Chambers, a Black attorney, to teach It.

Chambers, i.i turn, askedGreenberg to help out arid
sparksstarted flying.

Any one who objectively examines the record will

conclude that Jack Greenbergis eminently qualified
both to teachcivil rights l?w and to direct an important
civil rights organization. Certainly Mr. Greenberghas
shown himself to be oneof the country'smosteffective
fighters for cial justice and civil rights.

No doubt the Black students feelfrustration overthe
fact that their lessprivilegedcounterpartsin the ghetto
are suffering unemploymentrate approaching fifty

percent. They feel greatuner39 over the currentad-

ministration's callous disregard for such matters as
equal, opportunity and th abandonmentby the
fadaral government,of its ligitlmate fble as a leading
advocataor civil rights. But asBayard Rustinstates:"It
is regrettable, however,thaUhelr rnllitancy and sense
of social responsibility manifests itself in this fun-

damentally destructive and irresponsibleway." v. "d of
jquote. And we agreewith Rustin that it Is a mistaken

;view that, somehow, the issueof civil rights is an issue,
which is exclusively Black. Civil rights h an issue of
universal significanceand, as such, should bt impor-
tant to all Americans. Civil rights is an area in which
progress cannotbe attainedwithout the building of a
strong ar.J "wide-rangin-g coalition of Blacks, Whites,
Browns, Christians and Jews". Blacks, despite their
large numbers, constitute a minority in American life.

"They cannot achieve progress by going in alone,
Rustin adds.

Dean Bell of Oregon contendsthat theproblem at
Harvard lies with the law school's traditionally narrow
notion of credentials--fo-r example, graduationfrom a
top iaw school or a U.S. SupremeCourt clerkship--whic-h

Afro-Ameri- ca has always ueen interested in prcuinary
advancement.A small but flourishing class of free men
operated some new businesses before emancipation and
eachblackcommunityhasalwayshadamerchant class.

Black Amei :ca todayhasr gross nationalproductof $200
billion, exceededonly by the United States,theSoviet Union,
Japan,Germany,England,France and Italy. With a GNP
five-eight-hs as large as black America's, Brazil supports
over300 banking institutionsand morethan40,000 manufac-
turing plants.

American blacks, in contrast, control fewer than 125
banks and fewer than 2,500 manufacturing plants.The new
blackpolitics wantsthosefiguresto change.

Booker T. Washingtonwarnedthe whit South in 1895 tuat
"blackswill aid yoa... We skull contributea third to thebusi-
nessand industrial prosperityof the South or we shall prove
a veritable body of debt, stagnating,repressing,retarding
everyeffort tc advancethe body politic."

But Washintgon's warning against agitationfoi social
equality "the extremist folly" souredmore militant
blacks against his economic and poliiical theories, conse-
quently and Unfairly coloring the Afro-Americ- an business-
man as anaccommodstionist,reHy to accept the racial
castesystemIn exchangefor material gains.

Despite later attempts by W. E Dubois andMarcus Gar-ve-y

to turn racial consciousness intoeconomic gain, the
great majority of blacks continued to think of paychecksJ
gatherthanstock eoupoM unitl the 1950S. ' -- " ' v ' 1
:, Of course,thesystem rigidracial segregationand white
supremacythat existed untilthen allowed most blacks to
aspire to little more than servicepostions. Even toca the
numbersof black professionals are far fallow the blackper-
centageof the generalpopulation.

If the black entrepreneurhasbeen slowed by the racbl
clasi system,the blackconsumerhasmadea dent in Ameri-
ca'scapitalistic consciousness.The $50 billion black market
of the '50s reached$100 billion by the 70sand few producers
of consumergoodsdaredignore it completely.

Ir the '8vs, the consumeris insisting on becomesan
owner and proodceras well. JesseJacks.n'spush and the
NAACP arereviving the boycott asa tool to force corporate
Americato sharejobV and profits .vith blacks.

And black politicians have joined black businessmen in
insisting that governmentemploymentoffices and purchas-
ing departmentsadoptaffirmative actionpolicies.

For most blacks, it's about timethat political activism
produce morethan jobs. Ethnic whites haveused the demo-
cratic process as a lever to win economic gains for blue
collar workers at 1! businessmen; black Americans are far
behind in insisting that votes translate into more than
patronageappointments. ,

But the rushtowardsthe cash rcgiste may leave the pay
envelope behind. Most Americans black or white still
earn their livings on a payroll, and not by sitting in the
owner's chair.

Most blackswill continueto be salariedworkers,and tha.
new drive to create black wealth through politics ought not
fcget that men and women whose piece of the pie' comes
everyotherweek.

Black Americans,need .noreof everything jobs andan
ownership slice of corporatewealth.

Placing too muchemphasison one will cheapSatheother,
andmay further entrenchtheclassdivision in Afro-Ameri-ca

that simply will not go away.
We needto makeandown thepie either alonecan't halt
