The author, Larry L. King, is a al fresco writer from

Texas who went to New York and (ld stones, articles
and the like with some success during the years, Final-
ly, one of his (rends in Texas told him, in 1973 or so,
about the stir in the town of LaGrange In South Texas.
[t seemns that a famous place, The Chicken Ranch, was
under attack, due to the efforts of a TV reformer cut of
Houston. He was demanding the closedown of the
~ace. Up in arms was the Shenf in LaGrang> allied in
long friendship with Edna, the longtime “madam" or
operalor of the small place. Ullimately the then Gover.
nor of Texas Dolph Briscoe was involved ar.d finally
shut down e landmark. 1t has existed more than 100
years in cooperation with LaGrange and the ritual
patronage ol the Texas Aggies icotball team, Early
day_{deprassion) patrons used 1o pay ‘heir iabs by
trading poultry--hence, the name Chicken Ranch.
" Kinj wrote a short article for a popular slick
magazine and ultimately startled him by suggesting the
piece would make a good musical. Well after con-
sidering and conferring wiih like people, king, who
had never written a play started on the book or libret-
to.

Pregnancy and You

SBmeking: No Satter Time to Quit

Most people who smoke know Ihat cigareties can be
bad for thelr health--and they're teminded by the
message -on evary pack they buy. Some smokers,
though, *hink smoking may hurt olner people but
won't i thems, Others say they plan to guit-
someda -or would ke 1o quit now but just can't.

. IFye still smoke, now that you're preanant, you
should think hard about some reasons way there's
never a betler time to stop,

You already kr.ow you're eating for two, but do you
know you're smoking for two as well? It's true, and
nicotine and carbn monoxide from the cigaretie
smoke you inhale can have harmful effects on your

unborn child.
Nicotine makes your Biood vess.s grow smaller

when you smoke. This change In the size of these
vossels cuts down on th~ amourt of oxygen ¢ d
nourishment they can canry to your baby. Carbon
monoxide acts in a different way, by umiting the
amount of oxygen your blood can ¢ ry. When you
get less, your baby gets less 10n.

Because each cigarette take: away a littie oxygen
and a little nourehment the baby weuld otherwise
have, babies born to mothers who sinoke during
preanancy often weigh less and are less well
developed than bables of mothers who don't. And for
bables who are born too small, the first hours o, ife
can be very hard, even « th the best medical care.
Low weight at birth, in fact, is a factor in two thirds of
all ‘afant deaths.

The ' et that 8 womin smokes during pregnancy
doesn’'t mean that he, biby te sure 19 be born too small
ot develop problems later. But it does mean that \he
risks for the baby are greater--especially if the mother
smokes during the last 6 months of pregnancy, when
the baby ought to be growing lastest. You should
know, toe, that womrean who smoke while they're
Cregnant are more likely than nunsmokers to have a
miscarriage, give birth préinatarely, or have a stillborn
child,

Luckily, if you stap sroking as soon as you kinow
you're pregnant, jou and your baby will begin to
benefit almaost at once. And If you quit no later than
the beginning of your fourth maonth of pregnancy, the
risk that your baby will weigh less at birth than he or
she should Is about the same as that for a nonsmoker,

How cam I quit? Maybe It won't be as hard as
you think. Some women find that smaoking just doesn't
laste as good In pregnancy. or e A makes them sick.
It vou're not that lucky, here are some Ideas that may
help:

OPENING OUR FUTURE. A Message
For Black Yuuth

Time was when black
young people going of, to
ool ye would have had a
future guaranteed of excel-
lence in many ways.

Being biack and g7 g 10
college 100 years ago, of
even just 25 years ago, was
no easy thing to do.

There were no “‘Educa-
tional Opportunity” pro-
grams funded by state and
federal governments, pro-
viding free room, board,
tuition, books and spen-
ding money for incidentals,
including pcasibly an in-
cidents! automobile with a
little money left for gas.

Nor was there anything
like what we know of today
as ‘‘social promotion”’ (i.e.,
automatic passing marks,
regardless 01 the quality of
one's work). There was not
any ‘‘hustling” of teachers
like many frustrated blacks
today are doing on out

white campuses—and black
campus»s, too—when  the
going seems just a bit hard,
The old days had little, if
any, of the modern ease.
But there was another kind
of atmospherc which pro-
vided, in & manner and de-
gree which is rare today, an
immense sense of dignity,
grace...and the promise of
a productive life of service
10 others along with the in-
comparable reward of ccn-
tinuous personal growth.
Most of the black stu-

dents of yesteryear had 1o
work their way through
school. Work combined
with study has its major
asset in bringing a sense of
realism functioning with
the college campus as weli
as one’s personal life in the
world,

Without continuous hard
work—in one's gainful o¢-

cepation ard in one’s
Efelong searcning out of
trutn in many artietic, liter-
ary and practical or scien-
tific forms—life becomes
either barren or & “hustie”
or perhaps both.

Black students in the past
were also much beuter
equipped than taany white
or biack studer's of today
to deal with ife's many
challenges. 1his was due to
their having had 1o study
the classic literature of
man's past.

It was the Harvard
philosopher Santayana who
remarked aptiy: "‘He who
does not understand his
past is with cerainty con-
demned 1o repeat it."'

‘A knowledge of man-
kind's past affords the best
possible perspective for
problem solving in the pres-
ent and the future.

So much of the restless-
ness we see today is rooted
in the fact that the cnllege
tratning demanded by our
youh and acquiesced in by
frightened college adminis-
tiators—deprives student’s
of their moorings as &
secure part in humanity's
ongoiny life.

For black students in
particular, there has been
the flusion that what has
been taught from the past is
of scant relevance (o them,

Not so. Our ""European
teachers’ have bent reality
2 bit by claiming that price
less thought from the an-
cient olive-skinned Medit-
terranean world was Euro-
pean in the modern world
sense.

It would take only a
morsel of reflection to
recognize that the “‘modern
Europeans’’ were “the bar-
bari'" of whom we read in
“Caesar’s Gallic Wars.”

The ancien: Mediterranean
world had its intellectual
roots i~ Africa, as so ¢
deni, for example in Aris-
totle's many African allu.
sions.

Further, most of the Old
Testament lore and wisdom
ve knuw today was rooted
in central African life and

Still, regardiess of their
origins, the groundings ol
the liter=ture of man's past
(which we once were faced
with having to leam for our
good and growth) were
universal in n.eaning and
timeless in their applicabil-
iy.

Another value of life lost
to present day blark youth
is represented by the social
graces.

So many black youth of
the “unpressed dungarees”’
and "‘no shirt and tie"’ var
i’y learn, or are encour-
ggad in this style of life, by
large numbers of what seem
to be their white peers,

There are several fictions
here. One is that we are
never the peers of whites in
America in the fullest sense
Again, what some black
students do not com-
prehend is that many of the
dungaree-dressed white
students have Brools
Brothers or Hickey-
Freeman finely tailored

trained or not by the posi-
tion of your knife and
fork at the end of the
meal.

Dear J, A.: Only the lrgel guardian of

the child can take direct action in the
absence A an event or behavier that
bringes the youngster to the attention
a9 legal and medical anthoricies. Out.
slde authorities cun act only If there s
clear evidence of a mneed for
hospitalization. You cam be helpful on-
iy through the advice your sister-in-
law will accept frem you.
We cannei glve you specific advice
about how to handle this matter. But,
in general, he best approrth is te try
and help your sister-in-law put the
child's need - treatment - ahead of her
ovn - avolding embarrassmen® or even
the loss of cutody.

Taking the youngster for help will
not by viewed as poor cave by legal or
medical authorities. It will be review-
ed as r~sponsible care. And, If she
doesnt have legal custody the mother
couid, 4t any time, ask Tor her
daughter's return, whether or nct the
youmgster has problems.

Tha excuase your sister-in-law ls using
