If we have a majority that sincerely desireto
acquirethe goodsand services we want and need, than
the majority should say "enough is enough."For years
our community has been spot lited for the negatives,
neglected for convienencesand left out of major
improvements. Where other areaswithin our city can
3how vast improvements in all areas, East Lubbock
biggestclaim to fame is a vast amountof vacant land.
Agreed, the structuresneededto be torn down, however
somethingshould replace them. The buildings on the
cornerof 19th and A are gone, will it also becomejust a
"peddler's corner." The motel on East Broadway and
Idalou Highway is gone, what will be placed there How
long does it take for someone to replace or build
somethingin EastLubbock. On a trip to the mall, you will
see several construction projectsand "soon to come"
signsyet, thereare many young adults in East Lubbock
that have never seena new structure built, "enough is

enough."
Within East Lubbock, there are more than 12,000

Blacks and with Hispanics and Whites and others, we
havewell over 15,000 people right here in EastLubbock,
yet we must commute to West Lubbock for all major
purchases. There is no medical facilities, only one
nationally known fast food outlet, no mall, no bank, not
even an automatic teller and the list could go on. No
longer can it besaidour community is too poorto support
businessesbecauseour community spends millions
annually within the city. Luboock has5 or 6 hospital, yet
our community is miles away from the nearestone, we
don't even have a doctor'soffice within our community.
West Lubbock hasfast foodoutletson top of eachother,
yet we rate only one. Check this out, if KWIK O air pump
is broke, how far do you haveto go just to get air for your
tire or get a lube, oil and filter change, "enough is

"enough." -.

For 198, East Lubbock needsto get West Lubbock's
attention. There are still enough of us around who
remembersthat Blacks across the nation have never
accomplishedanything worthwhile by waiting on the
Wnite man to willingly come through. Blacks have been
instrumental in America's successstory, yet we have
neverenjoyed the full rights andbenefits associatedwith
being an American. We havealways had to make dowith
hand medowns and left overs, to claw and scratchjust to
attain minimumstandardsand to raise "holy hell" just to
be recognizedas human beings. Therefore, why do we
eel things have changed,that we asBlacks will receive
those things that others take for ganted, without our
doing somethingto attractattention.

On May 20, 1988, Laurie
Oann armed himself with

three pistols, walked into a
2nd gradeclassroomfull of

children, and started
shooting.

While the parents,
teache.s and students
grieved over those terrible
moments, and the nation
was stunnedby the news of
the unprovoked attack, the
re.' news of the tragedywent

largerly unreported.Laurie
Dann had baeen taking
Anafranil, a powerful,
experimental psychiatric
drug, and one of a classof
drugs known to trigger
violent behavior.

A vial of Anafranil was
found n an apartmentDann
hdd recently left, and the
coroner who performed the
autopsy reported traces of
the drug in her blood Yet, at
the time Dann was taking
this drug, it had not even
beenapprovedfor usein the
United States Authorities

inoicated shegot it via the

in a long seriesof tragedies
where a person has been
driven to mindless, violence
by psychiatric drugs. And
the real tragedyhere is that
we haveyet to awakento the
truth that the psychiatric
industry is responsiblefor
such tragediescreated by
their "treatment."

The incredible things
about psychiatric drugs, is
that their toxicity, and
potential to trigger violence
have beenwell documented
by numerousstudies,yet the
psychiatric industry
ccntinues to push these
substancesin the name of
"mental health."

As a culture, we havebeen
dupedjust as thoroughly as
a junkie hasbeen dupedby
his pusher. Psychiatry has
tricked us into thinking that
"miracle drugs"can cureall
of our upsetsin life, and we
have thusgrown dependent
on them. After decadesof
positive drug
advewrtisements, just like
the junkie, we believedrugs
are good. But the truth is
somethingelse.

THE MEANING DAY IN GENESIS

The length of the "days" of creation In Genesis has Involved a major controversy In Bible
Interpretation among evangelicals for many years. Many have sought to redeftne the term
In light of the naturalistic presuppositions of modern sclentlsm. Therefore, lot us
attempt, honestly, to examine the evidence from the Holy Scriptures found In God's Word.

The communicationof language Is through words and their use. We must ask ourselves why

Moses was using the words he did, and not other words. What Is the meaning he was trying
to communicate to his original audience and to us, as well? Why did Moses use the word
"day" and not the more generic term, "time"? Is there any significance to the repeated
use of numbers In the account ("first day), "second day", ec.)? Why are these "days" i

'
bounded by the terms, "evening and morning"? As we examine the text of Genesis 1, answers
to these questions become clear.

THE MEANING OF "DAY"

Those who argue that the word "day" means "a long age", point out that the Hebrew word,
yom, can have a number of meanings, onlyone of which Is "a day of 24 hours". They further
seek to strengthen their position with the use of Psalm 90:4 and II Peter 3:8, comparing a
day to a thousand years. Both of theseverses, however, are simply using figures of speech
(similes) to show that God Is not constrained by the same time parameters as are humans.
These are really Irrelevant to the discussion of the meaning of "da" In Genesis 1.

It Is recognized, of course, that the word "day" can be used with several variations.
It can have any of several meanings: (1) a period of light; (2) a period of 24 hours; (3)
a general, vague time; (4) a point of time; (5) a year. The context determines which of
these Is Intended by the writer. Thi English language also can have many definitions for
the word "day". We should be reminded that the purpose of language Is to communicate.
Moses wrote In a language that was meant to communicate to his readers. Words should be
defined by their relationship to one another. Word meaning must be determined from within
Its context. It will be shown how the context defines the word -- In Genesis Chapter 1.

The use of a number with the word "day" Is' very Illuminating. This combination occurs
many times outside of Genesis 1. The combination Is used In several ways,, but each time
It Is used, It must mean 24-h- oui periods of time. If the combinations had been Intended
to mean long periods of time, both the texts and contexts then become meaningless. A

typical verse Is Genesis 30:36 "And he (Laban) set three days Journey betwixt himself and
Jacob." God frenquently Issuedcommands that the people were to do or not" to do certain
things on a giver, day. This use occurs many times. A good example Is Exodus 24:16 "And

the glory of the Lord abode upon Mount Slnal, and the Cloud covered It six days: and the
seventh day he called unto Moses out of the midst of the cloud." These are the most
typical usesof the word "day" with a number. Each time the terms are used to show a

starting point. Ezra 3:6 says, "From the first day of the seventh "Jpnth began they to
offer burnt offerings unto the Lord." A number may also be used with "day to convey an

ending point. An example Is Leviticus 19:6 "It shall be eaten the same day ye offer It,
and on the morrow: and If ought remain until the third day. It shall be burnt In the fire'.'
When the Old Testament uses a No. with the word "day". It means a 24-h- our period of time
without any exception.

If the meaning of the word "day" with a number always means a 24-h- our period of time
outside of Genesis I, then It should also mean a 24-h- our period of time Inside Genesis 1.
The words Moses used to communicate what God did durlrg the creation are very significant.
If Moses had meant to signify that the "days" were more than 24-ho- urs In length, ho ciuld
easily have done so. If we are to understandwhat Moses wrote, then the language he used
must be understood In Its normal meaning. The normal meaning Is 24-h- our periods of time.

ABSENCE OF THE ARTICLE

Once we have determined the meaning of the word "day", we ned also to examine another
problem connected with the days of Genesis.1. Some have observed the absence of the
article from the mention of each of the first tlx days. They have concluded that Moses

must have mernt to convey to his readers that at least those days were long periods of

time. They have noted that the normal use of the article Is to make the noun definite.
Cleason Archer makes the following statement In the Encyclopedia of Ible Difficulties:
"In Hebrew prose of this genre, the definite article was generally used where the noun wee

Intended to be definite." The genre, or the form of the literature (that Is, history as

opposed to poetry) he Is referring to here, Is history. Let us see If he-4- e- correct In

this use of the article.
We must be aware of two points regarding the use of the ertlcle In Hebrew. First, the

article It sually present In the historical sections of the Old Testament fa the sake of

def Inlteness.

Thy ar referred to at substantives,
yet the meaning Is the same. A substantive Is a noun that we can touch, such as a chair.
There ere many examples where the number and noun occur without the article, yet the mean-
ing ts definite. There ere other occurrencessimilar to Genesis I, where the noun does
not have the article but ts with a number. In each of these other occurrences, the En-
glish translation uses the definite article. The other occurrences are Numbers 11s:9;
II Samuel I Chronicles 12:39,-- II Chronicles 20t25; Erra 8:15, 32; Nehemlah 2:11;
Daniel 1:12, 14, 15; 12:12, 13 and Jonah 3:4. Therefore, we must conclude that the absence
of the article In Genesis 1 does not mean that the days are long periods of time. "Hoses'
point Is still very clear: The days er to be thought of as normal 24-h- our days.

EVENING AND MORNING

The meaning of the term "day" must be seen In conjunction with the use of "evening" and
"morning". Those who would argue that the days are long periods contend that these xerms
can have figurative meanings. But what Is their meaning In the context of Genesis 1? We
must ask ourselves, how would the people have understood these terms "evening" and
"morning"? Is Moses, Inspired by God, trying to deceive us by telling us the truth about
the length of the "days"?

The Old Testament records many times when these two words are used In the same verse.
Each time they occur, the meaning must be that of a normal 24-h- our day. Here are a couple
of examples to Illustrate the point: Exodus 16:8 says "And Moses said, this shall be,
when the Lord shall give you In the evening flesh to eat, and In the morning bread to the
full;" Also Exodus 18:13 which says "And It came to pass on the morrow, that Moses sat to
Judge the people: and the people stood by Moses from the morning unto the evening." All
the other occurrencesare essentially the same. So then, when the words "morning" and
"evening" are used In the same verse, they must refer to a normal 24-h- our day.

STATEMENT BY GOO

God did not leave the length of the creation days open to question. He told us the exact
length of each day. In Exodus 20:11 He said "For In six days the Lord made heaven and
earth, the sea, and a! I that In them Is, and rested the seventh day:"

The context of the statement Is an emphatic command. God tells the people "remember"
and "keep" the sabbath. God then tells them how to keep the Sabbath In their dally ltves
The Pple can tell wn.n they are keeping the Sabbath If they are resting on the seventhday.

CONCLUSION

What can we conclude concerning the length of the "days" of creation? The usage of the
word "day" with a number, means a 24-h- our period. The absenceof. the article does not
alter that meaning. Further, the use of "evening" and "morning" Indicates that a normal
24-h- our time period Is meant In Genesis I. God, Himself, said that the creation took only
six days. We also must ask ourselves, did Moses and God deceive us by using the word
"day" If It really was a long period of time? If our answer Is yes, then we should not
use the Bible for any of our beliefs. For, If God can deceive us concerning the events of
creation. He might have done that In regards to the life, death, and resurrection of our
Lcvd. The bottom line Is that we then can have no confidenceor security In God's Word,
If the long-d- ay view Is held. It Is far better to believe God at His Word, and take tht
creation days as 24-ho- ur days based upon faith and believing the Infallible Wora of God.
