““An Amuck Behavior: The U. S. Supreme Court”

The action of the United
States Supreme Court last week
should be considered as one of
shame and disgrace toward
every American (even the corpo-
rate thugs). The action of the
Gestapo style S Supreme Court
Judges in a 5-4 ruling in Citizens
United v. FEC affect every vot-
ing and potential voter in Amer-
ica.

The Voting Rights Act of
1964 could be silenced by a
powerful in the closet “Hitler
Style” Corporations who could
buy U. S. House Representa-
tives, Senators and even the
Presidency of the United States.
Here is a case where “big
money"” will truly eat up, so to
speak “little money.”

Doug Kendall, writer of the
Huffington Post wrote the
Supreme Court’s “conservative
majority re-wrote the Constitu-
tion to give corporations — never
mentioned in the Constitution-
the same right to influence the
electoral process as “We the
People’ as the NYT's Adam Lip-
tak explains, “Sweeping aside a
century —old understanding and
overruling two important prece-

dents, a  bitterly divided
Supreme...ruled that the gov-
ernment may not ban political
spending by cooperation’s in
candidate elections.” The jus-
tices did what many progres-
sives feared for months it would
do: hold that long-standing re-
strictions on corporate campaign
spending violate the First
Amendment.

Kendall noted that in a
breathtaking dissent that was
read aloud from the bench and
was joined by Justices Ginsburg,
Breyer, and Sotomay that the
ruling is startlingly activist and
plainly contrary to constitutional
text and history. Two centuries
ago, the Supreme Court under
Chief Justice Marshall first rec-
ognized that corporations are ar-
tificial creatures of the State,
subject to government oversight
to ensure they do not abuse the
special privileges granted to
them. Corporation cannot vote
in election, stand for election, or
served officials, but the U. S
Supreme Court ruled they can
overwhelmed the political
process using the profits gener-
ated by the special privileges

granted to corporations. In a
profoundly wrong interpretation
of the First Amendment, the
Court granted corporations the
right to drown out the voices of
individual Americans in our Na-
tion's elections

A blogger noted that we as
Americans have been sold down
the river. The blogger wondered
how much these corporations

spent to get this kind of verdict
The blogger noted that (morally)
the justices had no idea what jus-
tice 18
Another blogger noted: “Since
when are Corporations a living
breathing human entity? Be
ready to be implanted with a
tracking devise, a probe in your
body when boarding a plane,
being declared unfit to be human
and most of all your rights as cit-
izens will not exist anymore
Corporations will control the
school board, the city council,
the states and of course the Sen-
ate and the House of Represen-
tatives.

His visit to the property he
once owned in Surry County,
Va., where he trained pitbulls for
vicious fights and helped drown
or hang dogs that didn't do well,
is a teaser of what's ahead 1n his
docu-series "The Michael Vick
Project.”

Vick candidly tells how he
became entangled in a dogfight-
ing ring that sent him to prison
and temporarily halted his NFL
career as part of a series that de-
buts next month on BET.
