Philadelphia, PA -
Rescarch findings released

service outlets to be set up out of doors or in locations where keeping foods safe and sami-
tary becomes a real challenge. This 14-stap guide will help you Keep your temporary event
free of the risk of food poisoning.
L. Permits. Check with your local government agency about permits and code requirements.
Be prepared to tell the department where you will hold the event, whit you plan to serve,
where the food will come from, how you will prepire and transport u, and the precaations
you will take to prevent contamination.
