Q:My girlfriend is pregnant,

tnd I want to do theright thing by

her and our baby. Is therea way I

can acknowledge that the baby is

mine?

A: First, let me commendyou

for taking responsibility for your
child. Under Texas law, a child
bornto a man andwoman who are

not married has no legal father.

Voluntary acknowledgmentof
paternity (AOP) is one way to

establish legal fatherhood so that

children are eligible for child sup-

port and benefitssuchas Social

Security,jjtSrWs survivor bene-

fits andhealth insurance.

The Office of the Attorney
General'sPaternity Opportunity
Program trains and certifies
employees of hospitals and
birthing centersto assistparents

ith tfct AOP procM wfctit tf

mother and child at tciO ta jhe
'hoipital. Hospital personnel

inform unmarried mothers and

i amenot meir pcfewii nuini fm

responsibilities and give them the

vpportunity to sign the AOP,
which establishesa legal relation-

ship betweenthe fa'her and his

child. Doing this at thehospital is

the most convenientway. The
father is likely to be with the
mother at the hospital when the

baby is bom.

Hospital staff can help parents

with the AOP processby provid-

ing the necessaryforms and sub-

mitting the paperwork to the local

registraralong with the baby's
birtii certificate. A signedAOP is

neededfor the father's name to

appearon the child's birth certifi-

cate. Acknowledging paternityat

birth is alsobest for the baby. It is

tough growing up today. A child

born to unmarried parents will
have an easier timejust by know-

ing the identity of his or herfather.

In September1999, when the

Texas Legislature amendedexist-

ing paternity legislationto be in

compliance with federal laws, an

AOP becamea legal finding of
paternity when filed with the
Bureau of Vital Statistics. Also,

the Office of theAttorney General

became thelegally designated
entity to train and certify employ-

eesof hospitals and birthing cen-

ters to assist parents in the AOP

process.

More than 105,000 Texas
childrenwere born to unmarried

parentsduring the federalfiscal
year that ended September30,

2001. Becauseof the successful
collaboration among the Office of
theAttorney General,Texashosp-

itals, and the Bureau of Vital
Statistics,63 percentof thosechil-

dren hadpaternity acknowledged.
