Protocting iho Elderly

Qj My grandfatherhas
beenseeinga woman who is
a good bit youngerthan he
is. We just found out thathe
had beenwriting her checks
for huge amounts of money.
He said they were loans,but
she hasneverpaid anything
back. Lately, she has been
"out of town" a lot, and now
her phone has beendiscon-
nected. I think my grandfa-
ther hasbeen"taken," don't
you?

A: The scamyou suspect

is acommon oneand is often
referredto as a "Sweetheart
Scam." Con artists prey on
trusting seniorcitizens who
needtheir servicesand end
up robbing them of their
limited incomes. Families
often find out about the
scamsafter it is too late.
Oncethesecon artists real-

ize they have beenfound
out, they move on to another
town and look foranother
victim.

It is preciselybecause
these con artists move
around that police have a
hard time tracking them
down and putting an end to
their schemes.A police offi-

cer in El Paso,for example,
wouldn't necessarilyhave
the time or the resourcesto
contact Houston law
enforcementofficials about
asuspect.

Thanks to a new law,
however, law enforcement
officials can accessinforma-
tion from a statewidedata-
base maintained by the
Special Crimes Serviceof
the Texas Departmentof
Public Safety (DPS).
Section 411.051 of the
GovernmentCoderequires
all local law enforcement
officials to submit informa-
tion about theirinvestigation
of a crime againstan elderly
person to DPS. DPSwill
analyze the information and
check for similarcrimes or

information in the database.
By compiling all of the
reports,officers can look for
similarities in crimes or
namesthatmay lead to iden-

tification of a person who
repeatedly commits the
sametype of crime. If DPS
finds a match, otficials can
share thatinformation with
local law enforcementoffi-

cers.
The types of scamscom-

mitted againstthe elderly
vary greatly. Some involve
exploitation or a caretaker
who steals large amountsof
money, jewelry or property
from the person he or she is
supposedto be caring for.
Others can involve home
repair cons or investment
schemes. Regardlessof the
scam perpetrated, you
should contactthe local law
enforcement agencyas soon
aspossiblewith the informa-
tion.

Q: My elderly neighbor
has a caretakerwho I sus-

pect is abusingher. The last
time I saw my neighborshe
had bruises on her arms.
WhocanI report this to?

A: Adult Protective
Services,a branch of the
Texas Department of
Human Services,has the
authorityto investigatecom-

plaints of abuse,neglector
exploitation of the elderly.
You can call the.Adult

Abuse can include physical
or sexual assault.Neglect
can take the form of starva-
tion, dehydration, unsanitary
living conditions or improp-
er medication.

Exploitation canbe using
a person'sfinancial resources
for personalgain without
permissionor stealing jewel-

ry or property. It can also
include forcing an elderly
person to sign documents
under duress. Abuse,
neglect and exploitation can
behard to detect. dften, the
elderly person's family does
not live close by. And in
many cas"es,the victim is
afraid to speakup because
he or she is completely
dependenton tlfc very per-

son who is committing the
abuse.

For thesesreasons,we
must all work together to
ensure the healthan3 safety
of our senior Texans. For
more irtfarmation on elder
issues andways you can
help, visit our Web site at
www.oag.state.tx.us.

them, too. They cannotseethe 'forest
for the trees."Parentsdeny that they
are abused,just as wives deny that
their husbands abusethem.They love
the abuserandis shockedwhen their
children abuse others.

They are heard saying, "I don't
know why my child acts like that I
know I've taughthim better."

"He knows not to do that. I don't
know what I'm going to do with
him."

They know all the timewhat they
are going to do with him. They are
going to continue to let him do ashe
pleasesso he will not hurt them. He
will get everything that his heart
desiresas long as it is in the parent's
grasp.For some,they will go beyond
that becauseat no costdo they

want this child unhappy. They
have always madehim happy.When
he is upset, a tantrum follows. As a
small child, it was writhing aud
yelling and screaming.As a teenager,
it wasrebellionand stubbornrespons-
es, verbal assaultslaced with "You
don't care about me!" As a young
adult, it is, "I'll get it one way or
another!If you don'tgive it to me, HI
take it."
