[t may seem as though
it's the day after the big event,
Like the day afterChristmas, or
the Superbowl or even April A5
(another date that looms like a
vulture), the census rolls
through like a rambling 18-
wheeler: latch on now because
tomorrow doesn’t count. Do it
or wait ten years for another
shot.

Actually, however, in
this case it's not too late to be
counted in the census. The hard

count of the census—the door-
to-door count—is still being
organized until May 2000, That
is the part that really matters,

For those who step away
from the census because of Big
Brother paranoia,personal o
professional credit issues or for
any other notions that cause us
to avoid the federal radar, those
concerus don't factor in with the
census. After all, most federal
agencies ¢an find whomever
they want without a census.

When funding is allocated
toward issues such as
eliminating the digital divide or
proper provisions for health
care, we stand to gain more than
we may lose by far.

And we lost big last
time around. In the 1[990
census, more than 1.4 million
African Americans were not
counted in the last census, That
means across the board
Jncluding housing, civil rights,
policing, lending and anti-
diserimination
law, we were under represented.

It is estimated that these
cities lost the following in state
and/or federal funding: Los
Angeles, $120 million;

Chicago, $184 million;
Oakland, $11 million and
Detroit biew $54 million. New
York City lost more than $415
million in federsdl funds alone.

We can still change this.
Talk to neighbors and friends.
Take a community call
approach to make sure others
fill out the census. And they
need to check black if that is
how they are perceived in daily
life. This is not the time to
recall the five percent Greek
bloed from  great-great
grandparents. Like Ebenezer
Scrooge, this is the morning
after that we can reclaim. Late
filing is better than not filing at
all. It is something that we must
do for now and for our future.
Otherwise, like Scrooge, our
future looks pretty grim.

Washington,
(NNPA)—*The 1990 (.cnsus
missed four million people, 1.6
percent of the total population.

“When we looked at the
rambers, the undercgugl sate was
four times higher"amang African
Americans than all others,” said
Samuel H. Johnson, Project
Director for Census 2000, “The
census missed a total of 1.4
African Americans which was
4.4 percent of the total missed.”

A census undercount
causes a serious imbalance in
power. According to Florida state
representative Carrie Meek, “If

they don’t know that you are
there then you don't get your
share,” she said.

“I will admit that | did
not fill sut my census in 1990
because [ thought it was a waste
of time, said Delaware resident
Ebony Fuller, “The more | see
how easy it is and how it effects
money rendered to my communi-
ty, I am probably one of the first
to have returned my form.”

“1 do not plan on filling
out my census forms now or
ever,” said 25-year-old Michael
Allyn.

A Fecling of Warth Traveling through Samaria, Jesus and His disciples
approached the city of Sychar and arrived at Jacob's well on the outskirta of
the city about noon. The disciple went into town to buy food and Jesus
being tired pnd thirsty, sat on the curb of the well to rest,

As Jesus rested, a woman of Samaria came out from the city to draw
watet. With an attitude of respect, Jesus opened the conversation on a topic
of mutual interest—water to drink. What He had for her that gpe did not
know was 0 message of vital importance. He was concemed about her wel-
fare. He did not #pesk to her in a condesconding ruanner. He secured her
attention by asking her a favor, an as such guve her a feeling of importance.
He began with reference 1o what was common and well know (water) and
moved on (o a discussion of the things of God. He stimulated her interest by
arousing her curiosity. With an innocent request, “Go, call thy husband™, He
brought her to a consideration of the life-style she had adopted, and to a tacit
admission of guilt. When she would evade the issue by changing the sub-
ject, He used her newly formed perception of Him as & basis for further vital

teaching.

The meeting with Jesus by this woman brought a turning point in her
life.
