If you are not familiar with the
name of the organization, get the
full name and addressand check
it out with your local Better
BusinessBureau.

How is the money used
Ask the fund-rais- er to send you
an accounting or financial state-
ment that lists how donations are
used as well as information on
programs and services that are
funded. A respectableorganiza-
tion will be able and happy to
oblige.

Is the callera profession-
al fund-raise- r? It is not illegal for
an organization to use profes-
sional fund-raise- r. However, if a
large percentageof donations are
used for administrative and stuff
costs, not as much money actual-
ly goes to helping people.

In addition to asking
these question, there are other
ways to protect yourself. Don't
fall for high pressuretactics, and
don't give money basedon a nice
sounding name. Respectable
charities will welcome your
question about how donations
are used.

Nc er give your credit
card, bank account,or social
security number to a fund-rais- er

who has calledyou. Ask to have
donation information mailed to
you. If the caller refuses, or
offers to senda courier to pick up
your donation, refute. Tae are
sure signsof a scare. T

Whitesupremacistbeliefscanbe,
and often Are, cierived from thesestereotypes("Blacksstatisticallycommit
more violent crimes. Thereforeblacks are inherently more criminal than
whites), but it is common to digest these stereotypes without a specific
white supremacistideology.
