Gordon did not announce
when sentencing would (ake
place, but planned to meet Behind
closed doors at 1 p.m, today with
defense attorneys and prosecus
oS,

Killen was wheeled away by
sheriif's deputies and taken (o the
Neshoba County jail after the ver-
dict.

Heavily armed police formed a
barrier outside a side door to the
courthouse and jurors were loaded
into two waiting vans and driven
away.

The night that the three voung
men were killed, Neshoba County
Sheriff’ Cecil Price had jailed the
trio for speeding. By the time they
were released at 10 pom., the plan
to kill them and bury their bodies
was already in place.

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Why Emmett Till’s murder still matters today §

The meod was somber when
FBI ufficials revently dug up the
body of Emmett Till. The mood
should have
been downright
grim. If ever
there was a
racial lynching
case that
screamed  for
federal action it
was the Till
case. While on a
visit to Mississippl in 1955, the
fourteen year-old Till was kid-
napped from his home at gun-
point, savagely beaten, shot and
dumped in a river,

The instant the story broke
nationally, black [saders
demanded that the Justice
Department and the FBI take
action. This was the right
demand to make given the
absolute refusal of whilte
Southérn sheriffs to arrést whites
suspected of racial murders. in
the rare cases they were arrested,
all-white juries
viet them.

The Till case was not an
exception. In a farce of a trial,
the two white men that killed Till
were quickly acquitted. But that
was not the end of it. The murder
continued 1o send political shock
waves across the nation. Black
leaders, labor organizations, and
numerous  public  officials
implored the Justice department
to take action, Even then there
was strong suspicion that others
were cither directly involved in
the murder, or had knowledge of

Federal statutes gave the Justice
Department the power to prose-
cute individuals on civi' rights
charges when state prosecutons
dithes finiled to bring charg=s, or
conducted a wonk, ineffectunl
prosecution that resulted in
acquittals. Federnl law also gave
the Justice Department the power
to prosecute public officials and
law eaforcement officers who
comuitted or conspired with oth-
¢rs to commit wcts of racial vio-
lence. Congress enacted the lat-
ter stututes immediately after the
Civil War and they were aimed at
specifically punishing racial
attacks against blacks. In many
of the racial killings local sher-
iffs and police officers directly
participated in the attacks, or
aided and abetted the killers.

Till was abducted at gun-
point. That made it a kidnapping
catg, This automatically guve
federal authorities jurisdiction
over the case. They could have
ensily brought civil rights
charges against the two principal
defendants and any others who
were suspected of complicity in
his murder.

Till, though, was not solely a
victim of a racist, and hostile
white jugy, He was also the vic-
tim of a racially indifferent fed-
eral government. In the pre-civil
rights ers, presidents and they
attorneys general generally
ignored or sparingly used the
federal statutes to prosecute
criminal civil rights cases abus-
es. This had less to do with the
personalities, individual prefer-
ences, or even racial bigotry of
the men in the White House and
the Justice Department than with
political expediency. They were

determined not to offend the
politically powerful  South,
While the Till case sprrked anger
and guroered lots of press atten-
tion, in that era of Jim Crow seg-
regation, it waa still not enough
16 move federal officials to act. A
half century Iater federal offi-
cials were still reluctant to get
invalved. It took & resolution by
Hlinois vongressman, Bobby
Rush, and demands by civil
rights leaders to get the Justice
Department to agree to poke and
probe into the murder to see if
any new charges could be
brought.

Now that federal officials
have taken action in the Till case,
they shoull not stop there, There
are still more racial murders that
scream for redress, Mack
Charles Parker, Herbert Lee, and
Jimmy Lee Jackson, to npame
three of the more blatunt cases,
were victims of racially motivat-
ed violence, No state or federal
charges were ever brought
against their murderers. Some of
their suspected killers may still
be alive.

Also, according t FBI
reports, the White Knights of the
Ku Khux Klan, » para-military
terror squind in Misgissippi, com-

matted severa) murders between
1960 and 1965, In nearly all
caser, FEBI agents quickly
learned the identities of the sus-
pected killers through Klan
informamts, or the men's own
boasts of the killings. There was
only a token effort made to bring
them to justice.

Reopening the investigation
into the Till case and other old
mcial murders tosses another
ugly glare on the period in the
South when blacks were mur-
dered with the tacit approval of
Southern state officials, and the
blind-eye of federdl officials.
That’s a good thing. In a final
ironic note that tells much about
the changing times, one of the
FBI officials that helped super-
vise Till's exhumation was black,
and born in the South the same
year that Till was Kkilled. At the
gravesite, he noted that the jus-
tice system turns slowly but it
still turns. State and federal pros-
ecutors can prove him right by
bringing Till's killers to justice.

“We do not know the extent
o which West Nile infections or
the other mosquito-borne iliness-
es will affect Texans this year,”
suid Jim Schucrmann, staff epi-
demiclogist for vectorbeme and
wonotic discases with the Texas
Department of State Health
Services (DSHS), "Byt we do
know that mosquitoss are & prob-
lem in every part of the stale
every year And there are steps
people can take to protect them-

selves.™

At the top of the list is o use
an insect repellent containing
DEET , picaridin or il of lemon
eucnlypius. According to a 2003
DSHS survey. 77 percent of the
people who got the most serious
forms of Wesi Nile mfection
never used repellent. This year
the U.S Centors for Discase
Conuol and Prevention added
picaridin and oil of lemon euca-
lyptus to the list of recommended
repelient ingredients

“People should read and fol-
low the label instructions,™

plants regularly. Change the
waler 1 pet bowls, bird baths
and wading pools several times &
week. It only takos a thimble of
water for mosquitoes to breed
Limit the amount of ume oul-
doors between dusk and dawn
when those mosquitoes likely 1o
carry infections are most active.
Dress approprisicly when out-
side in mosquito-intfested areas
Cover ay much skin as possible

repellent on  exposed  skin.
Mosguitoes may bite through

important (o keep mosquitoes out
of the house. “Be sure door,
porch and window screens are in
good condition,” he said.

West Nile virus and other
mosguito-borne inféctions can
result in serious illness or death,
“With West Nile virus, older peo-
ple, especially those who already
have medical problems, are most
likely 10 develop the more seri-
ous forms of iliness inciuding
epcephalitis, and meningitis,”
Schuermann said.

In 2004 West Nile was
detected in 101 Texus counties. A
total of 119 human cases of sen-
ous West Nile illnesses from 40
counties were reported, including
eight deaths.

West Nile infection iz caused
by the bite of an infected mos-
quito that gets The virus when
feeding on infected birds and
other wild animals. It is not
transmutted from person 10 per-
son.

The risk of exposure to West
Nile virus is relatively small. Not
all mosquito species are able to
wansmit the virus, Of the species
that do, only one in 100 mosgui-
toes will be infected; and only o
smill number of people bitten by
infected mosquitoes will become
sick, In general, out of 100 peo-
ple infocted with the virus, only
20 will develop any illness at all.

Symptoms usually sppear
from three to 14 days after g per-

stiff neck, muscle tenderness,
shivering and mental confusion,
Convulsions, coma, and death
