R&B legend Luther Vandross dies from stroke complications

NEW YORK - Grammy awsrd
winner Luther Vindross, whose
deep, lush voice on such hils as
“Here and Now” and “Any Love”
sold more than 25 million albums
whale providing the romantio back-

drop for millions of couples warld-
wide, dicd last Friday. He was 54,
Vandross died ot John F
Kennedy Medical Ceniter i Edison,
N.J., said hospital spokesman Rob
Covonaugh. e did not release the
cause of death bot said in a stk
menmt that Vandoss “never really
recovered from” a swoke two years

bmce the stroke v s
Manhattan home on April 16, 2003,
the R&B crooner stopped making
public appearances - but amazingly
managed 1o contimie his recording
carcer. In 2004, he captured four
Uramunys a8 @ sentimental favorite,
inchuding best song for the bitter-
sweel “Dance With My Father™

Vandross, who wac still in a
wheelchair at the time, delivered a
videotaped thank you.

“Remember, when | say good-
bye it’s never for long,™ said a weak-
iooking Vandross. “Because™ - he
broke im0 his familiar hit - *1
believe in the power of love.”

He was arguably the most cele-
brated R&RB balladeer of his genera-
tion. He made women swoon with
his silky yet forceful tenor, which he

often revved up like 3 motor engine
before  reaching his  beautiful
crescendos,

left O'Conner, Vandross' publi-
cist. called his death “a buge loss in
the R&B mndustry, He was o close
friend of mine and right now it's
shocking.”

Singer Roberta Flack, on tour in
Japan, sad she was moumin the
loss of her friend of more than 20
years

“He was a masician who could-
't help but give you all he had,” she
said by wiephone. “Te was the kind
of guy who was bom 1o do what he
did musically and let the worid

Vandross was a four-time
Grammy winner in thy best male
R&B perfomiance catégory

The album, with its single of the
same name, deboted at No. 1 on the
Billboard charts while Vandross
remained hospitalized from his
stroke It was the first time a
Vandross album bad topped the
charts in its first week of release.

In 2005, he was nominated for a
Soul Trair. Music Award for a duet
with Bevonoee on “The Closer | Get
To You.”

Vandross' sound was so unusual
few tried to copy it; even lewer
could.

“I'm proud of that - it's one of
the things that I'm most proud of,”
he told The Associnted Press in a
2001 uverview, "I was never com-
pared 1o anyone in teoms of sound."

Vandross® style harkened buck

"to a more genteel era of crooning.

While many of his contemporarics
and successors helted oul tunes that
were sexually charged and explion,
Vandross preferred soft pillow talk
and songs that spoke to heartfelt
emotions,

A career ih music seemed pre-
destined for the New York native;
botlr his parents were singers, and
his sister, Patrnicia, wis past of 4
1950s group cal'ed the Crests,

But he huppily wiled n the
musical background for years before
he would have his first hit, He wiote
songs for projects as varied as a
David Bowie album (“Fascinghon™)
and the Broadway musical “The
Wiz" ("Everybody Rejoice (Brand
New Day)™), sang backup (or acts

such as Donna Summer and Darbra
Streisand, and even became a lead-
ing commercial jingle singer,

Vandross credited Flack for
prodding him o move into the spot-
light after listening w0 one of his
future hits, “Never Too Much,”

Vandross' first big hit came as
the lead vocalist for the group
Change, with their 1980 hit, *The
Glow of Love." That led 1o a record-
ing contract with Epic Records, and
i 1981, he mude ns solo recording
debut with the dise “Never Too
Much.” The album, which con-
ained hiz achmg rendition of “A
House 18 Not a Home,” became an
instant chssic,

Yet, while Vandross was a
household name in the black com-
muriity, he wis frustrated by his fuil-
ure to become a mainstream pop
star. Indeed, 1t 1ok Vandross unul
1990 10 score his first top 10 hit —
the wedding staple “Here & Now."

Another frustration for Vandrosy
was his lifelong battle with obesity.
Health problems ran i s famuly,
and Vandross struggled for years 1o
contral his waisthine, When he first
becams a atar, he was a hefty siz; o
few years kater, he was almost skin-
ny. His weight fluctunted so much
that rumors swirled that he had more
serious. health problemy thas the
hypentension and diabetes caused by
his large freme

Vandross' two siglers and a
hrother died before him. The life-
lcng bachedor nevey had any ohil-
dren, bt doted on hus mieces and
nephews, The entertaner sad bis
busy liestyle made mamage diffi-
oult; bosides, M owasn'lt what he
wanted.
