"But it is taking specif-
ic safetyprecautionsthat make the
real difference," Moore said.

At the top of the list: Never
swim alone."No matterwhat your
ageor skilljevel you shouldalways
take a buddy"with you when you
swim, even if a lifeguard is on
duty," shesaid.

Second: Never take your eyes
off a child in and around the pool.
