The mayor of Washington, D.C.
and the mayor of the President of
the United States of Amenica,
George W. Bush, will speak in
Lubbock. He is Anthony A.
Williams, and will be here for the
Lubbock Emancipation Juneteenth
Committee in fundraising banquet
for the organization. The event will
be held a the Melnturf Conference
Center, University Medical Cenier,
602 Indiana Avenue, on Saturday
night, October IR, 2003, beginning
at 7:00 p.m

The proceeds from this event
will be used for scholarships 1o
help high school students pursue
higher education. The cost is $250
to $500 per table and $20.00 a tick-
et, or $25.00 at the door.

Williams began serving as the
fourth Mayor of the District of
Columbia on January 4, 1999, 25
years after the city was granted
Home Rule in 1974, On January 2
2003, Mavor Williums was inaugu-
rated and began serving his second
term in office. His second term
extends through December, 2006,

During hig firgt term in office,
Mayor Williamshelped spar.. .
renaissance in Washington, D,
He and his administration have
consistently produceda.balanced
budget, while generating economic
stability and affordable housing.
One of the cornerstones of Mayor
Williams® tenure has been creating
a friendly government that listens
to citizens through town hall meet-
mgs and Citizen Summits. In his
January 2003 imauguration speech,
Mayor Williams named three key
priorities for the city: edueation,
public safety and expanding oppor-
tunity for all the District’s citizens.

You Can’t
Catch Asthma

Lubbock-A quick glance in
the mirror can show so much.
Who a person is, how they live
and what they are surrounded
by on a daily basis are just a
few factors that help to deter-
mine the risk of asthma in U.S,
adults.

Researchers at Texas Tech
University Health Sciences
Center and the University of
Texas Houston School of
Public Health analyzed data
from 18,393 U.S. adults, aged
20 years and older who partici-
pated in the third National
Health and Nutrition
Examination Sorvey, to deter-
mine why the occurrence of
asthma and wheezing has been
on the rise in the United States.

“The prevalence and severity
of asthma have been increasing
in the general population, both
worldwide and in the United
States, and we wanted to better
- understand the growing teend”
said Ahmed Anf, M.D., Ph.DD.,
first author and assistant pro-
fessor in the Division of Health
Services Research in the
Department of Family and
Community Medicine at the
Texas Tech University Health
Sciences Center.

Of the US. adult popula-
tion, 4.5 percent suffer from
asthma and another 16.4 per-
cent reported wheezing in the

previous 12 months.
Demographics, socioeconomic
backgrounds, indoor air quali-
ty, allergies and other charac-
teristics are all vanables taken
into consideration when deter-
minirg who is at the highest
level of risk for asthma,

Closely resembling chronic
obstructive pulmonary disease
and other respiratory infec-
tions, asthma is often over-
looked in regards to the elderly.
Due to the common misdiagno-
sis of asthma in adults 60 years
and older, asthma is generally
under treated and is responsible
for 3.6 percent of this particu-
lar population’s breathing trou-
bles.

In the present study, the
high occurrence of asthma
and/or wheezing was sffecied
by various environmental fac-
tors. Smoking is one issue that
can affect the diagnosis and
severity of asthma in the elder-
ly. Many other fators can con-
tribute to this diszase as well.
Pet ownership, seasonal aller-
gies and obesity have all been
linked to asthma and/or wheez-
ing.

“This study shows the diffes-
ences that should be taken into
consideration when devising a
treatment,” said Arif.

G Coping with Mold -

a fungus among us

They are everywhere — in the
air, on your clothes, walls, carpet
~ waiting for the right
convergence of moisture and
food. Where water from a leak in
a roof, a seeping pipe or some
other source meets sheetrock,
wood, carpets or some other tasty
morsel, they grow and spread-
Then these lowly mold spores
become a headache — or, for
some, 4 more serious health
threat,

“Mold is a fungus, and it has a
useful function in nature because
it breaks down organic material,”
said Claren Kotrla, chief of the
bureau of environmental health at
the Texas Department of Health
(TDH). “Unfortunately, the
destructive properties that make
it so useful outdoors can become
a health hazard when molds are
active inside a home or building.”

He said one of the reasons
mold has become a problem
recently is because modern
homes and buildings are
designed to be energy efficient.
“As a result of greater insulation
in buildings, we no longer have
the natural ventilation and air cir-
culation that tend to keep mold
growth in check,” Kotrla said.
However, good construction tech-
niques that prevent water intru-
sion can reduce the potential for
mold exposure.

Because mold spores and the
building materials they feed on
are ever present, the best way to
prevent mold growth is to control
moisture

“A good maintenance pro-
gram — inspecting for potential
water leaks following a
heavy rain, high winds or any
construction that prnetrates the
roof — goes a long way to pre-
vent mold problems,” Kotrla said.
TDH recommends that mainte-
nance supervisors at schools,
other public buildings and busi-
