plains about an unexplained debt
or xharge, wfc immediately sug-

gest the possibility that the con-

sumer'sidentity has been stolen.
Ve also recommend that you

demand proof that an unfamiliar

. debt actually exists.

In
a bogus debt scam, however, no
pioof can be produced that a debt
evenexists. You may alsowish to
contact the Secretary of State's
Office to see if the collection
agency Is registeredin Texas.

We also receive inquiries
regarding the obligation to pay
old debts. If you neverpaid off an
did debt, that docs not mean it is
not valid; you areobligated to pay
it ev:;n if it has beenseveralyears
sinceyou werecontactedby a col-

lection agencyor the businessyou
owe the debt to.

Many cunsumers are under
the impression that after a certain
number of years, they are no
longer responsible for an unpaid
debt.

Under Chapter 16.004 of f..e
TexasCivil Practice & Remedies
Code, Four-Ye- ar Limitations
Period, the statute of limitations
for filing suit to cbllect a debt is
no later than four years after the
cause of action accrues. An
example of when the cause of
action accrues is the date on
which the debt is declaredto be in
default.

Under the caselaw related to
this statute, debt means any out-

standing liability payable in cash.
In addition to consumer loans or
credit card debt, this can mean a

tot liability, damagesrelated to
land sale fraud, overpayment or
underpaymentof royalties or
wages, money allegedly owed
under an insurance policy, and
