"Yet, wah the state’s
increased monthly payments, it is
difficul
for families to afford CHIP,
putting their children at risk of los-
ing health insurance, Without cov-
eruge, many families will have go
chotce but 1o delay or forego nec-
essary preventive and acule care
services for their children,

gent out notices 1o 70,004 families
with an estimated 126,000 chil-
dren that were al least one month
bshind n paying their healith
insurance premiums for CHIP,
telling families 1o pay this month's
bill and informing them that if
Wiey did not pay, their premiom
each month, their children would
lose CHIF covemge,

“Even though many of these
families will remain on CHIF, with
this many families behind in thewr
monthly payments, clearly there s
a problem wilh the new cost shar-
ing policy,” said Anne Dunkelbelg.
Senior Policy Analyst at (he
Center for Public Policy Priorities.
“The state should figure out what's
not working and make it easicr for
families 1o pay.”

The Campaign 1o Restore CHIP
also issued an alert o fampilies urg-
ing them 0 lpok for the notice
from the HHSC. “"CHIP is avaly-
able program for famihlies. 1t cov-
¢rs doctor visits, hospitalization
and prescriptions. It's important
for fumilies who may be behind on
their premiwms to know that their
children are still enrolied in CHIP.
They can keep the coverage by
making just the current preraum
that iz now due and then reguiar

monthly payments,” said Julia
Easley, Chair ofthe Dallas Area
TexCare Coalition. “Despite the
changes to CHIP, it still provides a
strong package of medical services
for Texas children.”

Low-income fumilies  must
make duficilt choices every
month in deciding whether to pay
for basic needs or health icsur-
ance. “For a single parent making
$1.40C per month raising two chil-
dren, there's not much disore-
{ionary income. A car repair o1 an
increase in rent could throw their
monthly budget into crisis,” sad

CHIP Premium Policy

of Losing-Health Insurance

The Texas Health and Human
Services Cammission conducted a
survey of families who were
behind in paying for their CHIP
premium payments. The results
showed that although families
believed health insurance was crit-
ical for their childien, and agreed
that $15 per month was a reason-
able amount 10 pay, nvor a third of
the families said that they couldn’|
aiford 10 make the payment every
month.

Some of the lowest income fam-
ilies faced the biggest increase in
premiums under the revised CHIP
cost-sharing. Families making
1O1-150% of fedgral poverty level
(more than $15,670 10 $23,508 a
year for 4 family of three) now pay
$15 per month, a 1200% increase
from what they paid last year
(315/year).

I's A Fact!

July 4th is Independence Dity in the
Umited States, n lega: holiday. On
Sawrday. July 4, 1776, in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania, the
Continental Congress adopted the
Declaration of lodependence, which
proclaimed the independencs of the
Un‘ted Srates of Americs from Great
Britain and its king. The deciaration
came 442 days after the first shots of
the Revolition were fired at Lexington
and Concord in Massachusetts. The
first major \merican opposition 1o
British rule had come in 1765 after
Parliament passed (he Stamp Act, 2
taxation measure to raise revenues for
a standing Britsh army in America,
Crying "no taxation without represen-
tation," colonists convened the Stamp
Act Congress in October 1765 1w
opprse the tax.  After months of
protest in the colonies, the English
Parliament vted to repesl the Starmp
Act in March 1766, Most colonists
continued © guictly accept British
rule until Parliament's ensctment of
the Tea Act in 1773,.a bill designed 10
save the faltering East India Company
by greatly lowering its fea tax and
granting
American tea trade. Many colonists
viewed the act as another example of
taxation tyranny. In response, militant
Patr.ots in Massachusetts ongagized
the "Boston Tea Party" which saw
valugble British tea dumped into
Buston harbor, Marliament, outraged
by the Boston Tea Party and other bla-
tant acts of destruction of British
property, enacted the Coercive Acts,
also known as the Intolerable Acts, in
1774. The Coercive Acts closed
Boston to merchant shipping, estab-
lished formal Brtish military rule in
Massachusetts, made Bridsh officials
immune 10 criminal progecufion in
America, and required colonists t©
quarter British troops. The colonists

a4 monopoly on the -

subsequently  called the fimnt
Continental Congrzss to consider a
united American resistance to the
British. In response to Britain's con-
tinved opposition w0 reform, the
Continental Tongress began o pass
measures derying British authority in
the colonies.

In January 1776, Thomas Paine
pubiisked Common Sense, an influen.
tial political pamphlet “at convine-
ingly ergued for American indepen-
dence and sold more than 500,000
copies in & fow months, In the spring
of 1776, support for indejendence
swept the colonies, the Continental
Congress calied for states to form
their own governments, and a five-
man committee was assigned to draft
a decluation. The Declaratidn of
Independence was largely the wvork of
Thomas Jefferson of Vitginia. The
first section featured the famous lines,
"We hold these truths to b sélf-evi-
dent, that all men are created equal,
that they are endowed by their Creator
with certain inalienable Rights, that
among these are Life, Liberty and the
pursuit of Happiness." The second
part presented 2 lony list of grievarces
that provided the rationale for rebel-
lion.

On July 2, 1776, the Continental
Congress voted to approve a Virginia
moticn calling for separation from
Britain. The dramatic words of this
“resofution were added to the closing
of the Declaration of Independence.
Two days later, on July 4, the declara-
tion was officially adopted by 12
colofies after minor revision, New
York approved it un July 19. On
Sundav, August 2, the declaration
was signed. The Revolutionary War
lasted for more than five years. In
1783, the Treaty of Pais was signed
with Britain, and the United States
formally became a free and indepen-
dent nation.

On Father’s Day, 1 found
myself in the presence of se/eral
fathers who were discussing the
role of fathers and their responsi-
bilities to their offspring. they
had a lot of praise for their
fathers who had brought them up
under tremendous odds, great
sacrifices, hard honest work and
who taugh! them right from
wrong as they put their law down
to them to make sure that they
grew up to be fine upstanding
men,

A couple of these men praised
their mothers whn had in some
way lost their other halves and
had o raise their children all
alone. Their fathers were gone
but their mother had the steadfast
hand that brought them through
to adulthood. They never ques-
tioned why their father was not
home and just accepted the real-
ity of the absence.

One father felt (hat the absence
of the father in the home was a
subtle design bv government
«jofficials to weakened poor fami-
lies when welfare was extended
1o dependent children,
(Quginally, assistance was given
to children whose father was
active in the home. In order for a
mother to secure assistance for
herself and her children, the
deépendable parent haa to be out
of the home. When and if the
father returned to the home, the
children were no longer eligible
for assistance. This categorical
public assistance was called Aid
To Dependent Children or ADC.
For this reasop, many fathers
who became unemployed and

their ben~fits ran oJt, left the
home for this reason. Some
returned legally and resumed
the,r responsibilities and some
returned illepally while their
family continved to receive
assistance, or “After Dark
Charlie” bringing about (he term
“welfare Cadillac™.

Oddly enough, single o
un'wed mothers had no problem
getting ADC, as long as they
were willing to tell the agency
the name of the putative father

and where he could be located inf

order to establisn paternity and
secure child support payments,
This was the state of things even
after the government begin to try
1o keep families together by set-
ting up a new category. ADC-U
which meant thot the father was
in the home and unemployed.
When the federal govemment
relieved- the states of dealing
with all categories of assistance
and began to administer o the
aged (Old Age Assistance), the
disable (Disability Assistance)
and the blind, (Blind
Assistance), only the assistance
for families was left with the
states and it was renamed Aid to
Families  with  Dependent
Children. The other categones
became SSI or Supplemental
Security Income and the Social
Security Administration disburs-
¢5 these funds.

Some staius are not welfare
states and only a few honor com-
mon-law marmages. This pre-
sents some problems for families
seeking assistance when they
have not had a ceremonial mar-
riage. Therefore. it aooears that
we need to get “in cinque” and
encourage our young people to
get married before they start a
family. Young. oen.should be
taught to ask themselves if they
would marry the girl before they
seek pleasure with her, and if]
they do not feel that they wouid)
want to marry her, then they
should not lust after her, to leave
her with babies that they do not
want, causing her to seek public
assistance while trying to raise a
fatherless child, If we cut out the
‘baby mama’ and ‘baby daddy’
drama, we might get back to real
families with real fathers.
