I just knew that
when | installed the Caller ID
with the anonymous crller

F* sfore | had Caller ID, and
[ received a call from me tele
marketers, ] woul. immedi-
ately tell them that I was not
interested in whatever it was
that they were calling about
and would hang up or attempt
to hang up the telephone.
Soon after I'd hung up, that
same caller o another one
with the same pitch would
call back. That is when I
would become the interview-
er. 1 would ask them their
name, telephone number,
address and social security
number. Most caliers woula
hang up when I asked for
their telephone number, but 1f
they did not, asking for their

social security number would
terminate most calls,

[ am not sure if the Caller
ID has proved to be more suc-
cessful with others than it has
for me, as it has beeu worth-
while to keep me from hauving
to talk to some of the teleinar-
keters, but 1 still have to get
up to answer the telephone to
see that it is an ‘out of area’’
anonymous caller, or
‘unknown caller,” it appears
that the call rejection does not
°=t in until you answer the
telephone, Some of these
callers use recordings and if
you have a telephone answer-
ing machine, they stll get
through to you someclimes
anyway

There are some telenhone
calls fromn government agen-
cies, in your area, which may
show up on your Caller ID as
‘out of area’ and thev get
turough t0 you wheiher you
have anony—ous call rejec-
tion or not. Calls from com-
panies with which you have a
credit card also get through to
you and these may include
telephone companies with
whom you have an account.
Calls from political bases also
get through to you, especially
if they are the recorded kind
and your telephone is tied up
even when you hang up as

long as it is playing the
recording. These types of
calls usually come during the
day before or during election
tmes.

The latest gimmicks
employzd by telemarketers is
.sing a telephone which is
listed to an irdividual rather
than a company or corpora-
tion. The telephone number
from which they are callirg
will show up on your Cailer
1D, bui chances are, if you try
to call them back, you will
not g2t an answer from- that
number, it will nsuatly be a
long distance call and to me it
is pot worth my $.07. 1 fear
thar it is one of those 900
number switches which will
make it cost much more than
the $.07. Some of these calls
from a number recorded on
your Caller iD are coming
from ou ide the United
Si.tes.

Calls from 902-425-6300,
Halifax, NS has been the
most harassing call which 1
have received. They call aftc:
9.00 PM., and on Saturday
and Sunday. There is no
respect for the laws of this
country. It is time to get ‘in
cinque' and let car govern-
ment officials know about the
disregard of our privacy by
foreign entities.

Drug Companies Are Working
on 123 New Treatments
for Heart Disease and Stroke

by Larry Lucas

Today, new medicines fc. heart
discases and stroke are saving
lives that would have been lost
if these medicines had not been
invented. Due in large part o
new drug treatments, death
rates from heart disease and
stroke are fallng. And the sta-
tistics promise to get even bet-
ter since 76 pharmaceutical
and biotechnology companies
have 123 additional medicines
for these diseases in the
pipeline.

This continuing research is
particularly good news for
Afnican Americans. Heart dis-
ease is the leading killer of all
Americans, and stroke is the
third leading killer, after can-
cer. But African Americans
have even higher rates of heart
discase and stroke than the

All
of the potential medicines are
either ia human clinical trials
or awaiting approval by the
Food and Drug Administration.

DEFENSE follows the story ol
a group of African An.erican
men in Bogalusa, Lo aisiana
who, instead of seing passive
and participating in “sit-ins,”
armed thems elves wih heavy
artillery and organize their
neighbors to fight against the
Ku Kiux Klan in the 1960s.
This black militia group, which
has been forgotten by many,
became a focal point in the
¢ivil rights movement.

Marcus (FOREST
WHITAKER) 1s a quiet,
though' “al family man. He's a
war veteran who works i the
local paper mill. Marcus has
lived his life in quiet acquies-
sence to the white commusity,
oecause he feels it is best for
his family. His atuitude changes
when two white civil rights
activists from the Norths Deane
(JONATHAN SILVERMAN)
and Hillibrand (ADAM WEIN-
ER). arrive to open a local

office.

While Marcus igpores their
plight, his friend T.J. (GENE
MACK) is so muved by the
idea of equal rights it he does
the unthinkable, signing his
name alongside white workers
for job advancemem. After dis-
rega~ding a warning from marn-
agement, T.J. is savagcly beaten
in front of his home ir the mid-
dle or the night.

M reus finally Clanges his

passive stance on the civi!
rights movement when he is
arrested anda beaten by local
cops for trying to defend his
daughter during a protest rally.
When he doesn’t come home
from the police station, his wife
Velma (MELANIE
NITHOLLS-KING) goes to the
Reverend Gregory (OSSIE
DAVIS) and asks for his belp.

Later, Marcus arrives at church,

badly beaten, and addresses the
congregation on why the
African American community

must take charge and defend
themselves, Ho pledges his
support for the protests and
wins an e'ectio.. to lead The
Deacons For Defese.

The Deacons - who are
most'y made ap of other
African American war veterans
- are armed and patrol African
Amencan neighborhoods,
protests und the Civil rights
office. The Deacons not only
get tho attention of the Klu
Klux Klan members, but that of
the national media. With the
world looking on, transforma-
tions start to occur in Bogalusa,

including the desegregation of |,

the mill. However that only
increases tensions between
African Americans and whites,
Riots, Klan rallics and beatings
continue until the governiaent
gets involved. Though it may
be just a pretense of harmony,
life begins to change in
Bogalusa, Louisiana.
