However, child passenger safety
i§ a serious issue many people
may overlook, Leading trauma
experts say child safety seats,
when used properly, reduce the
number of deaths among chil-
dren in motor vehicle crashes
by 71 percent in infants and 54
percent in toddlers,

According to the National
Highway Traffic Safety
Administraiion, approximately
1,600 children ages 0 to 14
years were killed in motor vehi-
cle crashes in 2003. More than
half of those children were
untestrained. Of the children
aghs 4 and youfger whu: were
famlly injured, 35 percenl were
unrestrained,

The National Center fo)
Injury Prevention and Control
notes that a survey of more than

17, 500 children found that only
15 percent of children in safety
seats weie harnessed correctly
in properly installed seats.

Paula Ponder, R.N., a trau-
ma outcomes coordinator for
Covenant Health System, said,
“Approximately 80 percent of
child salfety seats are used
improperly, To solve this prob-
lem, you should follow the
instructions that come with your
safety seat and have it checked
by a certified child passenger
safety technician.”

The NHTSA provides prop-
er usage tips for child safety
seats as follows:

* Infants, from birth to at
least 1 yéur should never be

mpluced in. a front“séat where an

dir bag is-present;

« Infant child seats should be
tightly installed in the rear seat,
facing the rear;

 Children ages 110 4 should

e placed in a forward-facing
¢ily or high-back booster in the
rear seat, facing forward: and

* Children ages 4 1o at least
8 should be placed in a belt-
positioning booster or & high-
back belt positioning booster in
the rear seat.

Many children who have
outgrown their child safety
seats are inappropriately placed
in adult seat belts instead of
booster seats,

“There are many safety seats
on the market,” Ponder said.
“The best child safety seat is the
one that fits your child properly,
is easy to use and fits in your
vehicle correctly.”

1 was not surprised when | read an
article by U.S. Senator Trenmt Lott
praisiig the mevits of President Bush's
plan to privatize Social Security and
persusde young workers age 55 and
younger 1o buy
into the idea of
the new plan,
He did mention
that tie new
plan would be
voluntary.
According to
him, his 91 year
| bld mother who
worked  until
she was 75 years old, cannot live on
her Social Security benefits which will
remain the same for the rest of her life,
though his 35 year old daughter has a
chance to be a part of the new plan.

The new plan will allow his
daughier to “begin contributing to one
of these personal accounts and then
select from & variety of funds in which
to invest and grow her retirement
Though she'd have more control over
her money; it is not a privatized system
as many people have suggested. Like
the Thrift Savings Plan, these retire-
ment funds still would be managed by
the federal government, Because they
would be publicly administered, par-
ticipants could not withdraw the funds

at any time or for anything they wish."”

The information that Senator Lot
left out is the fact that the mvestments
may take a drop in value, depending
on the stock market, just as any other
stock investments. If there is a lost, the
investor loses.

Senator Lot stated, “Now, [ don't
take Social Security reform lightly. In
fact, I've worked to stop major Socinl
Security changes before, back in the
1980s, but times have changed . . .my
elderly mother cannot live on her mea-
ger Social Security income. She
worked ngil she was 75, for a small
return. It wasn't fair"’

Senator Lott failed to mention that
as late as 2003, he worked 1o stop
Social Security chunges such as the
GPO or Governiment Pension Offset
and the WEP or Windfall Elimination
Provision. As a teacher who taught in
three states, [linois, Texas, and
Mississippi, two which are affected by
these provisions of the Social Security
legislature, 1 wrote to all of the sena-
iors in these states and the appropriate
representatives requesting them to
suppont the House and Senate hills
which would repeal

these Jegistative acts,

These acts reduce Socidl Security
benefits for teachers in states who pay
into & pension plan, but do not pay

Social Security taxes during the time
of their employment. Though the
teacher works in other areas and pay
Social Security taxes and eventhally
eam the required quarters to qualify
for a Social Security check, the
amount is reduced by about one-half.
In addition, a married recipient is not
cligible for a spouse’s benefits upon
death of the spouse and vice-versa.
The only negative rasponse that 1
received was from Senator Trent Lot
He assured me that the program was
working as it was supposed to and
there was no need to change the provi-
sions, If he believes that his mother's
income is meager, | wonder what he
thinks of mine.
