It has happened, the
Lubbock City Council
approved the $169,000 master
plan for North and East
Lubbock by a vote of 6-0 last
Thursday, OCtober 9, 2003.

The Nortl and East
Lubbock Development
Advisory Commission and
Lubbock staff had supported
this effort.

This contract will include
development framework; a
development workshop; an
interim report; speciali-ed mar-
ket analysis: definition of spe-
cific projects; prioritization of
the projects; and implementa-
tion matrix; and presentation of

the lnal plan.

“The development of North
& East Lubbock was my first
priority when 1 took office as
mayor,” said Mayor Marp
McDougal. “It* »een a year
and a half in the planning
stages, and this contract is the
next phase in getting this area
of town revitalized and rede-
veloped.”

The lives af 200,000 Black men; women and children
were still held in slavery ih Texas. This was forever
changed on June 19, 1865, when Major General Gordon
Grainger—who had been placed in command of the Federal
Occupation Troops—rode into Gaiveston Bay and read this
statement: ““The people of Texas are informed that in
accordance with a proclamation from the Executive of the
United States, all slaves are free.” ;

Juneteenth was horn that day as literally thousands of
ex-slaves danced. sung, and rejoiced in a word that many
thought they would never so. applied to them...FREE-
DOM! Although General Grainger urged newly freed peo-
ple to continue to work for their former masters for wages,
most chose 1o strike out on thei: own. A testament to the
desire of the Africans 1o be totally and completely frec.
