This ts the fosrth of several arti-
cles regardivig Black history. We
will continue these throughout the
month of February and beyond
Last week, we covered the changes
that ocourred during the Civil War
and its aftermath during Recon-

striection.

Erosion of Rights

After the final withdrawal of
northern troops from the South in
1877, imense ractsl disorimination
and depressed economic condi-
tions prompied many biacks to
lenve. Moreover, Supreme Couct
decisions during the 1880s and
‘90s drastically undermined their
protection wnder the 14th Amend-
ment. The Court’s Plessy v. Fergu-
son decision (1896), approving
scparale public facilities for
blacks, marked the culmination of
this process. Black economic
rights were eroded through crop
lien laws (which gave white
landowners title to black farm pro-
duction), through debt peonage,
and through vagmncy laws that
prevented blacks from refusing
low-paying jobs. During the 1890s
black and white farmers joined to
build a strong Populist alliance
(see People’s Party), but this coali-
tion fe!l apart after 1896 as a result
of intimidation and white suscepti-
bility to racist Democratic uppeals,

By the ena oi the century,

to vitinte the 15th Amendment’s
guarantees of black voting rights
through devices such as poll taxes
and diteracy tests. Black political
and economic freedom was also
suppressed by sheer terror; more
than 1000 blacks were put to death
by lynching during the 1890s. A
black educator, Booker T. Wash-
ington, reacted to this erosion of
black rights by advocating a policy
of racial accommodation. He
urged blacks not to emphasize the
goals of social integration and
political rights but instead to
acquire the occupational skills that
would facilitate  economic
advancement.

Urban Migration
The deterioruting conditions in
the South after Reconstruction

sparked nwmerous waves of black
migration to the North and West.
Although the majority of black
migrants went 1o the eastern
seibosrd states and to the Mid:
west, blacks also participated in
the general westward movement.

A major exodus into Kansas
occerred in 1879, and other move-
ments resulted in the formation of
all-black towns in Oklahoma and
other western states. Black
migrants also moved 10 the far
West. Mexican-bom blacks were
among the founders of Los Ange-
les, and bla k “buflslo soldiers™
fought Indians in order tn open up
a large par of the Southwest for
white settlement.

By 1900 the distribution of the
black population had changed in
significant ways from what it had
been before the Civil War
Although still overwhelmingly
concentraled in the South, almost
one-fourtl: of all blacks now lived
in urban areas. In the northeasterm

and western states, more than
three-fourths were urbanites. The
largest concentrations were in
Weshington, D.C; Baltimore,

Wd.; New Orfenns, La.; Philidel-

phia; New York City: and Mem-
phis, Tean.- cah of which had
more than 40,000 Blick residents.

Urban blacks, drawn by eco-
nomic opportunities gvailable in
the cities, had to contend with con-
sidezable discrimination and hos-
tility from white workers. Faced
with compedtion from European
immigmnts, they were generully
exviuded from unions affiliated
with the American Federation of
Labor. Even blacks who worked in
personal-service pecupations
encountered growing competition
from immigrants and increasing
hostility from their sffluent white
clientele. Both American blacks
and the much smaller black popu-
lation, m Cansdas (about 17,000 n
1900) felt a declining support by
whites for racial reform and a
spreading «cceptance of pseudo-
scientific doctrines of porthern

European superiority.

The movement of blacks
from rural w urban are.s Jed o
profound changed in African-
American soc’ sty, ‘Iheegndlua
black rrban communitics offered
the migrants greater frecdom
than the rural South and provided
a brouder runge of sociul ingtitn-
tions and educstional opportuni-
ties. The cities were particularly
attractive to blacks who had been
educated at Howard, Fisk,
Atlanta, Hampton, and otuer
black colleges established during
the 19th century. Some intellec-
tuals, including: Ida B. Wells
(1862-1931), Mary Church Ter-
rell (1863-1954), W. E. B. Du
Bois, and William Monroe Trot
ter (1872-1934), deparied from
the accommadationism of Wash-
ington to pursue oqual rights
through various prolest ygroups,
such as the all-black Niagara
Movement and the intermcial
National Association for the
Adviancemont of Colored People
(NAACP),

Growing Self- awarenesy
The growth in the size and K-
eracy of the urban black populace

sstimulated cuitural and intellectu-

al activity. Newspapers and 1ang-
azines published by blacks
appeared in all substantinl black
communitics. The composers
Scott Joplin, W. €. Handy, and J,
Rosamond Johnson (1873-1954),
brother of the writer James Wel-
don Johmsoi, nod the poet-novel-
it Paul Laurenge Dunbar were
among the biack urtists who
“wéhicved prominence at the tam
of the ‘ventury. Numerous other
musicians and wrilers labored
more anonymously as they com-
bined Western musical styles
with thythmic and melodic forms
rootod in Africa ind in slavery to
grenle African-American jazz,

At the end of the 19th centu-
ry, ambivalence about “unre-
fined” black folk culture and
emerging black urban life-styles
existed among longer established
and more educated black resi-
dents. As these communities
absorbed a stream of new
migrants in the decades afler
Reconstruction, churches that
ware dominated by older resi-
dents were supplemented by less
formal Baptist or Pentccostal
_churches that appealed to poor,
sometimes illiterate, new arrivals
from the rural South. Tensions
were evident berween the vld res-
idents, who frequently performed
personal services for whites, and
the new migrasnts, who had diffi-
culty competing for such jobs. By
the carly 20th century, however,
many black communities had
become large enough 1o support 2
minority of black professionals
and business people, aud earlier
defercnce 10 white standards
among relatively  successful
blacks graduilly gave way (0 an
increasing sense of racial pride
and «ocisl cohesion, Black frater-
nal orders, political organiza-
tions, social clubs, and nowspa-
pers published by blacks ssserted
an urbun black conscionsness that
became the foundation for the
militancy and ouitaral innova-
tions of the 1920s.
