Larry R, Felix, the first Black
director of the U.S. Buresu of
Engraving and Printing (BED),
recently made his first pnblic
a] pearances in his new position.
Folix was joined by officials of
the Departmert of the Treasury,
Federal Reserve Board, U.S.
Seoret Service and Nationsl
Archives as he introduced the
newly re-designed $10 bill at a
recent  press  conference in
Washington, D.C

Felix wius named director of
the BEP by Secretary of the
Treasury John W. Snow.

As director of the Buresu of
Engraving and Printing, Felix is
responsible for the overall apera-
tions of the Bureau in the pro-
duction of US. cur.zocy and
other government securities and
documents. In order W stay
ahead of counterfeiters, the US,
government is redesighing the
currency every seven 1o 10 years,
