The right to free-
dom of specch is guaranteed
under mternational law through
mumerous human rights nstru-
‘ments, potably under Article 19
of the Universal Declaration of
Human Rights and Article 10 of
the Europcan Convention on
Human Rights, sithough imple-
mentation remains lacking in
many countries.
