MeDurfier ‘was bomt S 10,
1895, in Wichite, Kan , andi raisvd in
Denver, Colo. Showing signs of her
talent &t an early age, she dropped
out of school &S & teen ger 10 tour
with vaudeville compuanies and trav-
cled with musical ensembles and
m istrel shows, including one nun
by her father She sang on Denver
radio as early . 1925, and she wioie
and recorded seveml of her own
SONgs.

M ‘Daniel armived in Hollywood
in 1931 and soon beyzm to appear in
films. She is credited with appearg
in more than 90 films, but 18
belicved to have appeared in as
many as 300, mcluding uncredited
roles us extras, maids, and chorus
Singers.

Although McDanjel again
played ~ maid, she insisted that her
charscter not speak in dialect, and
she suecessfully negotiated the right
10 #Mer scripts thie did not meet her
approval. MeDamiel died of breast
cancer #t the age of 57 on Octobe
26, 1952,

The stemp was designed by
Ethel Kessler of Bethesda, MD and
features a 1941 photograph of
McDaniel by Tim O'Brien of
Brogklyn, NY in the dress she wore
on February 29, 1940, when she
won the Acader v Award for Best
Supporting Actress.
