Officials in New Orleans helpless agamst looters

NEW ORLEANS - With law
officers and National
Guardsmen focused on saving
lives, looters around the city
spent another day brazenly tun-
sacking stores for food, cloah-
ing, applignces - and guns.
Thieves commandesred a fork-
lift and wused it to push op the
§torm shuttess and. bregk the
glass of a pharmacy. The “rowd
stormed . the store, carrying out
g0 much ice, water and food that
it dropped from their arms as
they rao. The sareel was littered
with packages of ramen noodles
and other items.
Looters also chased Jown g
state police truck full of food.
The New Orleans police chief
ran off looters while city offi-
cials themselves were comman-
deering equipment from a loot-
ed Office Depot. During a <tate
of emergency, authorities have
broad powers to take private
supplies and buildings for their
use.
Officials tried to balance socuri-
ty needs with saving lives,
“We're multitisking right now,"
said New Orleans Palice Crot,
Marlon Defillo. “"Rescue, recov-
ery, stabilization of looting,
we're trying to feed the hun-
gry.”
Gov. Kathleen Blanco said she
has asked the White House to
send more people to belp with
evacuations ad rescues, there-
by frecing wp National
Guardimen to stop looters,

New Orleans” homeland secun-
ty chief, Terry Ebbert, said loot-
ers were breaking into stores all
over town and stesling guns. He
said there are wangs of nrmed
men moving around the eity, At
one poimt, office’s stranded on
the roof of a hotel were fired ut
by criminals on the streef.

The Times-Picayune newspape,
reportedthat the gun section at a
new Wal-Mart had been cleaned
out by looters,

Authorities said an officer was
shot in the head and a looter w59
wounded in & shootout. The
ofiicer was expected to survive.

Staff members at Children’s
Hospital huddled with sick
youngsters and waited in vain
for help to arrive as looters tried
to break through the locked
door, Wlanco =pokeswoman
Denise Bottcher told the news-
paper. Neither the police nor the
Nutiona] Guard armived.
Authorities planned 10 send
mare than 70 additional officers
and an armed personnel carrier
into the city.

In the meantime, city authorities
wery putting a higher priority an
rescuing victims and repairing a
levee breach that was spalling
water into the sireets.

“One of our fears is if we don't
stop the breach, that we will put
good people's lives in jeop-
ardy,” the govermnor saict.

On New Orleans’ Canal Street,
dozens of loaters ripped open
the steel gates on clothing and
jewelry stores and grabbed mer-
chandise. In Biloxi, Miss., peo-
ple picked through casino sict
machines for coins and ran-
sacked other businesses. In
some cases, the looling was in
full view ~f police and Nations.!
Guardsmen,

The historic French Quarter
appeared to have been spared
the werst flooding, but its stores
were geting the Jorst of human
nature.

“The looting is out of contral,
The Frensh Quarter has been
attacked,” Councilwoman
Jackie Clarkson said, “We're
using exhausted, scarce police
to control looting when they
should be used lor search and
rescue while we stll have peo-
ple on rooftops.™

smashed a window at a gas-sta-
tion convenience store and

It was the
truth, No onc is oul o slander
Jakes or his organizafion.”

Legal Aid Society of Lubbock awarded $62,845

AUSTIN, Texas — After yenrs
of stagnant funding levels, the Texas
Equal Access to Justice Foundation
har good news for the Texas legal
fid community! a temporary wind-
fall for the 200506 grant cycle.
Over the next yeur, the Fouhdation
will grant $17.9 million to 40 non-
profit orgamizations that provide
free legal advice or representation in
civil matters 1o Jow-imcome Texans,
The additional funds, a 45 pescent
increase over last year's grants, will
enadble logal aid organizations to
serve thousands more Texans
throughout the state.

The increase is due in part to &
new legislative appropriation of
$1.5 million per year carmarked for
legal aid. The bulk of the increase,
however, is due to the Foundation’s
decision to grant the state's
fiscal yoar rathes-than a calendar
yeiw, thereby making more funds
available for distribution sooner
than expected. But, unless: signifi-
citt funding is identified through
other sources, legalaid funding will
decline to about $15 million within
WO years.

Legal Aid Society of Lubbock
will receive $62,845. In addition to
Legal Aid Society of Lubbock, the
Texas Equel Access to Justice
Foundation has allocared
$£3.633,9°5 to Arlington-based
Legal Aid of NothWest Texas,
I #gal Aid of NorthWest Texas is the
primary provider of legal aid for the
Northwest Texas Service Area,
which is composed of 106 counties,
including Lubbock, Midland, Potter
aad Tom G.oen.

“Though we are thrilled 0
announce higher funding levels,
much of these resources will be
dirccted toward rebuilding infra-
structure that has suffered from
financial reductions and stagnation
over the last several years” Lisa
Melion, director of grants for the
Texas Equal Access to Foundation,
said. *It 18 essendal that w continue

to cultivate support for legal aid at

the stte and Jocal kevels in onder o
increase servioes 1o Texus' most vul-
nerable residents.”
