Therefore media that are basically reflective of ... and primarily

oriented to consumers (A. J.) do anexcellent job of identifying

with their consumers andselling them atanemphaticlevel. By thesame

token, Black oriented media, (SOUTHWEST DIGEST) identify with

the unique nscdsand lifestyles imposed upon theseconumers- thus,

the only meansof reaching them at the samekind of empathk level as

White-orient- ed media do for White consumers.

Blacks Still Need The Black PressMore T??an Even!

We have a lot of years in the Black Press of America. We arethe

oldest, Black businessin this country. Most of you probably

know that the Black press started in 1827 with Samuel Cornish, the

originator of the first Black PresbyterianCongregation. Cornish

participatedin many reform movementsand hewasan active member

of the Anti-Slave- ry Society.

The publication he founded was Freedom'sJournalwith JohnB.

Russwurm. Later, Russwurm became involved with the colonization

movement but Cornish continued to publish the paperfor the next 20

years. Freedom's Journal played a major role in shapingasocial
and economic philosophy for Blacks. Such gifted persons such as
JamesMcCu ne Smith,Alexander Chummell, Martin R. Deiany and David

JJuggfeTusedthe Journal to express their opinions.

Cornish as editor, fought relentless for full rights to citizenship and
equality of Blacks. As a trusteeof the free schoolsin New York, he

energetically promoted higher educationfor Blacks. Participating in

many reform movements, he was an active member of the American
Anti-Slave-ry Society.

On one occasion, he voiced his contemptfor a group of prominent

Philadelphia Blackswho at that time urged the free people of color to
drop the adjective"colored" which was then used and preferred by
Blacks from and identification standpoint in preference to the term
oppressedAmericans. We still, at this time,have the sameterm referred
by the massive "Black" being rejected by the same type today! More
Black publishers have beenlynched, mobbed,beaten,and killed than any
other profession whlchJBlacjcshaveundertaken. The Black pressis there!
We haveour ups andjtaariftpb sometimes, but most of
the pressures we receiW-mirWftth- e communities.We strive
to serve through misunderstanding of what we arereally about-ari-d

petty jealousy andenvy. As statedearlier,we haveour ups anddowns,
but all businnss have their ups and downs, but we are beginning to
understandmore and more as we become involved in mainstream
America, that we are involved in this Capitalisticsystemasabusiness
and we areendeavoring to convertour newspaper from asoclologlcal
phenomenonto a marketingtool to keep paceKith the times and
still do the job thatwas set outto bs doneby Cornish and
Russwurm in 1827.

As we do this, we will understandmore about the profit motive so
that we will be able to survive adn will not haveso many downs, but
that we will be able to survive and will not haveso many downs, but
more ups. We will just keep going up. The Black Press, church and
community organizationswill haveto takethe leadership and initiative
in this upward move. It takesusalt workingcollectively for thesurvival
and good of all of us. The advent of the Black Press is a many
splendored thing!! If you do not believe it, check history!! Certainly we
make our mistakesand certainly you criticize us and give us a tough
time, but we want you to know that we are hanging in thereand we are
doing thebest we can for the quality of life for Blacks, otherminorities
and other poor and disadvantagedpeople. We will continue to image

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Everybody knows that we have a serious high school dropout

problem in this country. We know that when our children fail to

graduatefrom high school, theyare lesslikely to beable to get jobs,and

more likely to end up having children too early and living in poverty.

That is what everybody knows about dropouts
What nobody seemsto know is whatto do about thisproblem. On the

federal, stateand local level,government seemsto havefew answersfor

a national dropout rate that is now said to average25 percent, while

soaring ashigh as75 percent in depressedareaslike New York's South

Bronx. Given the high price we all pay for this misfortune, we can no

longer afford to sit back or to allow others to do so.

But we cannoteffectively addressthe dropoutproblem until we torn
more about the dropoutsthemselves.The facts tell ushow little most of

us really knowabout theyoung men andwomen who are now atrisk of

not finishing school. For example

Did you know thatgirls both graduateanddrop
out at different ratesthan boys.

More young women tend to leaveschtolbefore
age18, eitherby droppingoutorgraduatingsooner,,
than boys. By ages18 or 19, however,girls are less
likely to be dropouts than their male peers.

Did you know thatone the average,blackyouths
tend to qtayin schoollongerthan theirwhite peers?
Insteadof droppingoutatayoungerage,blacksare
more tikely to leaveschool at 18 or 19 - many still
without a diploma, however.

These examplesshow what a complicated groupdropouts are.Even

attemptstq understand them better by dividing them by raceand sex

can be misleading. Failure to finish school can stem from underlying

factors which cut acrosstheselines, suchasfamily poverty, too-ear- ly

pregnancy or parenthood, or lack of pretrial or communitysupport
To devisean effective programto keep our children in school, we

have to take all of these factors into accountWe will not seemore of

our young people lining up for their diplomas until all parts of our
comrfiuftitlss schools,families,government, businessand others - join

Jnputti togethercomprehensive remedies wake fit the needsof the
titildren who are row at risk.

As you read this column, I am in the Soviet Union, completing the
first half of a 10-da-y trip to that country. Instead of takinga vacation
during the month-lon-g, Labor Day congressional recess, I determined
that my time could be more profitably spent by visiting the Soviet
Union to study first-han-d its people, culture,economy, government and

foreign policy. I am being accompanied by Cong.John Conyersof Detroit

and the Rev. Fowler, an outstandingpastor from my district
Although I have never been to Russia before, this fact-findi- ng

mission is certainly not a vacation or junket, not in a country whose

language I do notspeak,whose food I do not like, whose entertainment
and dancesare strange to me, and that doesnot haveany good golf

coursei
Hence, you may ask: Why am I in this mighty Communist nation,

studying it every possibleminute for 10 straight days?

Well, first of all, it is the, duty of a Congressman to become as
knowledgeable as possible about other nations, especially in those
regions of the world which are focal points of our foreign policy and

.defense priorities,such asthe Middle East, Africa, Central America and
Eastern Europe.

I have visited the first three of theseregions during congressional
recesses in previous years; and it would be very short-sighte- d not to
visit the Soviet Union, since it is the main nation in Eastern and
America's most powerful adversaryin the world.

As indicatedabove, one of a Congressman's foremostresonsibilities
is to educatethe public and to oebateand vote in Congress on all
policies andpriorities of our governmentWhether aCongressmandoes
thesethings knowledgeably or in ignorance is his responsibility.In this
context, a Congressman's foreign policy duties loom even larger when
we remember that one of every three federal tax dollars is spent to
finance the foreign policy and defense priorities of this country.

White Congressman are expected to make such fact-findi- visits,
and are interviewed on televisionafterwardstc discusstheir findings.
But the white pressviews Black Congressmendifferently, apparently
preferring to see us as lesserCongressmenconcernedonly with food
stamps, grants for community-- development, voting rights, etc.
Unquestionably, these - andmy-- v otesandactions
have demonstratedthat I'krtow they are - but they are not the total
areasof concern for a Congressman, if he is doing his job.

In the original American Constitution, adopted in 1787, Black
Americans were designatedas three-fift- hs of awhite personThe white
press and many other Americans act as thoughthey still believe this.
Nevertheless,as I declared upon my first election in 1 9809, 1 shall not be
only three-fifth- s of a man. There is no privilege accorded to our duty
performed by white Congressmenthat I shall not demand andexercise.

My next two columns, therefore,shall be devoted to detailedreports
from theSoviet Union. Upon my returnto America, I will enlargeupon
thesereports in as many radio and teleivion talk shows andas many
newspaperinterviews as time will permit, bot in my districtand across
the nation.

In thesetimesof internationalcrisis, it is particularly important that
the especfely humaneBlack perspective bebrought to bear or: the
crucial issuesof our nation's foreign policy.
