Dr. Darwin Turner, chairman 
of the English Department of North 
Carolina A.& T College, Green-
bboro, N.C., was the assembly 
speaker on Monday, April 4 at 
10:00a.m. in the Mary E. Branch 
Auditorium on the H u s t o n-
Tillotson College campus.

esurrection of Jesus Christ. It is a movable feast; that is, it is not 
lways held on the same date. The church council of Nicaea decided 
iat Easter should be celebrated on the first Sunday after the first full 

noon on or after the vernal equinox (March 21). Easter can come as 
arly as March 22 or as late as April 25. 

In many churches, Easter is preceded by a season of prayer and fasting 
ailed Lent. This observed in memory of the 40 days' fast of Christ 
n the desert. In the Western church the Lenten season is from Ash 
ednesday until the noon of Holy Saturday--the day before Easter. 
hese six weeks and four days include 40 fasting days, since Sundays 
r e not fast days. In the Eastern churches, Lent extends over eitht 

veeks, and they do not observe Saturdays as fast days. 
A s h Wednesdays get its name from the practice, mainly in the 

oman Catholic church, of putting ashes on the foreheads of the faith-
ul. This is to remind them that "man is but dust" and that he must do 
enance. The second Sunday, before Easter is Passion Sunday. The 
veek following is now usually meant the week before Easter. Palm 
unday, o n e week before Easter, celebrates the truimphant entry of 
hrist into Jerusalem. Holy Week begins on this day. Holy Th ,rsday 
✓ Maunday Thursday, is in memory of the Last Supper of Christ with 

its disciples. Good Friday, tomoirow, commemorates the Crucifixion.

But not so today, thanks to the Veterans Administration's smooth-
unning Department of Data Management, the section responsible for 
perating a myriad of electronic computers and automatic data pro-
essing machi-__ry a n d operating them at a fraction of the cost per 
eteran. 

The addition of four million new veterans plus the 600,000 a year 
✓ h o will leave the armed forces and are eligible under the new law 
ppears to be a lot to handle. 

But compare it with the 49 million days of hospital care for veterans 
ast year; 4.8 million visits to VA outpatient clinics; $4 billion paid 
o veterans and dependents for compensation and pension and it be-
omes just another work-a-day job for the Department of Data 
anagement. 
U s e of the electronic gear has resulted in the VA's being able to 

ay insurance dividends in five days when the same payments used to 
ake one year "done by hand." Instead of spending 27 cents to process 
-ach dividend, the VA has lowered the cost to two for a penny. 

This task is the big job of the VA's Department of Data Management 
vhich was organized on February 1, 1963, merging earlier automatic 

a t e processing programs. The former 103 data processing stations 
lave been reduced to five central stations and 14 branches. 

Savings in equipment rental along have amounted to $1.2 million 
year. Additional savings of $2.9 million each year are effected by 

uying instead of renting VA computers. 
T h e speedy processing of reports from schools and colleges of at-

endance figures, etc., will enable veterans to receive their allotments 
s fast as possible. 

One thing that can rey slow up production is the poor condition 
f filled-in forms and car returned by veterans. A folded or muti-
ated form card will not be digested by the computer. 

Delays caused by mutilated forms and cards bring real hardship to 
'eterans of dependents needing the VA check for tuition, books, and 
odging or food.

WHO GOT THE MESSAGE? 

Experts delving deep into the 
controversial "who's benefitting 
from what" under the anti -poverty 
program agree that millions of the 
poor are getting some kind of help, 
but there are too many who are not 
"getting t h e poverty-aid mes-
sage." 

Sure, the program has been 
widely publicized via all media 
geared to getting across the pro-
gram and its benefits. But, there 
a r e many who still remain un-
touched--who haven't heard what 
aid is available, or that the pro-
gram encompasses them. 

A survey, conducted last fall 
by the Office of Economic Op-
portunity, showed that 51 per cent 
of 434 families polled said they 
had not heard about a government 
anti-poverty program, while at 
t h e inner core of the area, the 
total "know nothing" answers 
reached 60 per cent. 

In view of these and other si-
miliar findings carried out for the 
same purpose, OES currently, to-
gether with the Social Security 
administration, is setting out sy-
stematically to try to find the 
l'Icnow nothing" about aid programs 
for the impoverished.

T h e greatest festival of the Christian church commemorates the 
Resurrection of Jesus Christ. It is a movable feast; that is, it is not 
always held on the same date. The church council of Nicaea decided 
that Easter should be celebrated on the first Sunday after the first full 
moon on or after the vernal equinox (March 21). Easter can come as 
early as March 22 or as late as April 25. 

In many churches, Easter is preceded by a season of prayer and fasting 
called Lent. This observed in memory of the 40 days' fast of Christ 
in t h e desert. In the Western church the Lenten season is from Ash 
Wednesday until the noon of Holy Saturday--the day before Easter. 
These six weeks and four days include 40 fasting days, since Sundays 
a r e not fast days. In the Eastern churches, Lent extends over eitht 
weeks, and they do not observe Saturdays as fast days. 

A s h Wednesdays get its name from the practice, mainly in the 
Roman Catholic church, of putting ashes on the foreheads of the faith-
ful. This is to remind them that "man is but dust" and that he must do 
penance. The second Sunday, before Easter is Passion Sunday. The 
week following is now usually meant the week before Easter. Palm 
Sunday, o n e week before Easter, celebrates the truimphant entry of 
Christ into Jertisalem.__Holy Week begins on this day. Holy ThJrsday 
or Maunday Thursday,-is in memory of the Last Supper of Christ with 
his disciples. Good Friday, tomowow, commemorates the Crucifixion.

Those notes are then used as outlines for informative, cheerful letters 
that help to keep spirits from drooping. 

The tablets are also useful for keeping list of items to be sent from 
home, records of gifts mailed, military postal addresses and other 
important data.

Time was when the dumping into the hopper of four million sets of 

names and claims, facts and figures, dope and date---such as the 
additional workload at the Veterans Administration resulting from 
enactment of the n:e• w GI Bill---would be like tossing a giant-size 

o n k e y wrenCh_ln the gears with a work-jam of the most sizeable 
uportions.  
But not so today, thanks to the Veterans Administration's smooth-

running Department of Data Management, the section responsible for 
operating a myriad of electronic computers and automatic data pro-
cessing machi-__ry a n d operating them at a fraction of the cost per 
veteran. 

The addition of four million new veterans plus the 600,000 a year 
w h o will leave the armed forces and are eligible under the new law 
appears to be a lot to handle. 

But compare it with the 49 million days of hospital care for veterans 
last year; 4.8-million visits to VA outpatient clinics; $4 billion paid 
:to veterans and-dependents for compensation and pension and it be-
:comes just another work-a-day job for the Department of Data 
=Management. 

U s e of the electronic gear has resulted in the VA's being able to 
pay insurance dividends in five days when the same payments used to 
take one year "done by hand." Instead of spending 27 cents to process 
each dividend, the VA has lowered the cost to two for a penny. 

This task is the big job of the VA's Department of Data Management 
which was organized on February 1, 1963, merging earlier automatic 
date processing programs. The former 103 data processing stations 
have been reduced to five central stations and 14 branches. 

Savings in equipment rental along have amounted to $1.2 million 
a year. Additional savings of $2.9 million each year are effected by 
buying instead of renting VA computers. 

T h e speedy processing of reports from schools and colleges of at-
tendance figures, etc. , will enable veterans to receive their allotments 
as fast as possible. 

One thing that can reailly slow up production is the poor condition 
of filled-in forms and cards returned by veterans. A folded or muti-
lated form card will not be digested by the computer. 

Delays caused by mutilated forms and cards bring real hardship to 
veterans of dependents needing the VA check for tuition, _books, and 
lodging or food. 	 • -
