On Monday morning, 
about 2:14 am, two Lub-
bock residents were kil-
led and a third person 
was injured in a two car 
collision on East 50th 
and Quirt Avenue. 

Mr. Artis Johnson, 
47, of 2617 Hickory Ave-
nue, driver of one of the 
vehicles, and Ophelia 
Vicks, 51, 1905 15th 
Street and a passenger 
in Johnson's car were 
both killed. 

Injured in the acci-
dent was Jimmy L Cop 
ley, 17, of Muleshoe, 
was the driver of the 
other car. 

According to Justice 
of the Peace F.R. Land, 
who declared both vic-
tims dead at the scene, 
stated that both were 
thrown from the cad with 
Johnson lying beside the 
vehicle and Ophelia Vi-
cks about six feet away. 

Funeral services at 
the time of this report 
are still pending at Sed-
berry Funeral Home for 
both victims. 

The Police stated that 
Johnson was traveling 
North on Quirt, and Cop-
ley was driving east on 
50th. The cars collided 
on the southwest quarter 
of the intersection, with 
Johnson's car stopping 
against a chain-link fe-
nce around a Pionner 
Natural Gas Co. Instal-
lation and Copley' s car 
with its back against the 
back of Johnson's car.
