The 152 new families reported 

moving to Lubbock last week 
swelled total this year to 2,540 
families, compared to 2,044 at 
comparable date in 1965. 

Average influx per week this 
year has been 72 families. 

The Reverend L.C. Fredrick, 
a minister of the Church of God 
in Christ of Lubbock, has been 
subpeonaed to appear before the 
grand jury on September 12th at 
Midland, Texas in order to give 
a full account for money he has 
collected in behalf of a condem-
ned man, James Marion. 

Rev. Fredrick, who tried un-
successfully to baptize the con-
demned killer and ordain him, 
says he plans to use his appear-
ance before the grand jury to make 
another plea to save James Lee 
Marion. 

Marion, 24, was convicted 
here in Lubbock in 1964 of killing 
Mrs. Fred Turner, wife of a wea-
lthy Midland oilman and sports-
man. Mrs. Turner was beaten to 
death at her home October 29, 
1963. 

Atty. James Mashburn, Mid-
land District Attorney, stated on 
last Saturday night that he issued 
the subpoena "about a month or 
month and a half ago," at the re-
quest of the Midland grand jury, 
after defense attorneys for Marion 
had asked him to have Fredrick to 
quit using their names in solici-
tations in behalf of Marion's de-
fense. 

Mashburn said that he had 
learned that most of the solicita-
tions had been made in Lubbock 
and Midland. 

Fredrick, who was interviewed 
by a reporter said that he has re-
ceived $235 in donations, mostly 
$2 or less each and that some of 
t h e money has come out of his 
own pocket. 

"There have been times I was 
in a restaurant or pool hall and 
folks came to shove fifty or sev-
enty-five cents in my hand be-
cause they know what I am doing, " 
he admits. 

Accoridng to Rev. Fredrick, 
one of his main projects is to get 
Marion a new lawyer. He admits 
that neither he nor Marion are 
happy with the defense of insanity i 

used by the present lawyer team. 
Rev. Fredrick met Marion in 

1964 on a visit to the Lubbock 
County jail. He said that Marion 
was converted through his minis-
t r y, and has been preaching to 
fellow inmates. 

Regardless of all circumstances 
thus far, Fredrick believes that 
Marion is innocent. 

"As a minister, I feel this is 
God's case, and I feel God wants 
the truth to be known," the min-
ister said. 

Rev. Fredrick tried to enter 
death row at Huntsville last July 
31 to baptize Marion and ordain 
him, but prison officials refused. 
Marion was scheduled to die in 
t h e electric chair at Huntsville 
last February, but the one-time 
fry cook's excution was indefi-
nitely postponed while lawyers 
appealed the case. An appeal is 
before the U.S. Supreme Court 
now. 

Although Rev. Fredrick was 
unable to baptize or ordain Mari-
on, he was allowed to visit him. 
He said Marion asked him to find 
a new lawyer.

Youth Corps 
Program Here 

A second group of applicants 
heard the Neighborhood Youth 
Corps program explained to them 
last Friday evening at the Party 
House of Mae Simmons Park. 

The program is for young per-
sons 16 to 21 years of age who are 
not in school and will not be going 
back to school. It is designed to 
combine education, counseling 
and supervision with vocational 
training for a SO-week period. 

After the explanation of the 
program, the group filled out ap-
plications which are screened by 
the Texas Employment Commis-
sion. Following the screening, 
each applicant is interviewed by 
the TEC and recommended for 
specific jobs. 

These jobs range from a sani-
tation worker to a camerman in 
a television station. 

Youngsters participating in the 
program will work 30 hours per 
week at $1.25 per hour. Another 
six hours per week will be used for 
classroom instruction and super-
vision by the youngsters. 

The Neighborhood Youth Corps 
out-of-school program is to oper-
ate 100 workstations in Lubbock, 
Lamesa, Plainview, Spur, and 
Slaton.

A 	31 year old man died at 
Methodist Hospital Monday night 
of injuries suffered in a fall from 
a moving truck six miles soilth of 
Hale Center earlier in the after-
noon. 

T h e victim, identified as 
Tommie Lee Taylor, 31, 1808 
Avenue B, became the second 
person to die violently on the 
South Plains during the traffic 
holiday count. 

Investigating officers said Tay-
1 o r was a passenger in a panel 
van truck driven by Burrell Perry-
man, Jr., 902 Quirt Avenue. 

Perryman told officers that 
Taylor was sitting on a tool box 
in the rear of the van and without 
warning got up and stepped out 
the sliding door in the rear. The 
car was moving approximately 50 
miles per hour. 

He was taken to Hale Center 
hospital where he received emer-
gency treatment before being 
transferred to Methodist Hospital 
where he died a short time after 
arrival.

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U. S. Industry Seeking 'Capable, 
Productive' Negroes For Executive Posts 

Baton Rough--(NPI)--Big American industry is definitely seeking 
capable and productive Negro people for junior executive and manage-
ment positions said Dr. Felton G. Clark, president, Southern university 
as he returned from a Wallington university conference recently held 
in St. Louis. 

The meeting, called by Schools of Business of four Midwestern 
universities heard representatives of the universities propose a plan for 
a subsidized one and one half to two year training program in business, 
leading to a graduate degree in business administration, which would 
take young but mature Negroes of intellectual promise and prepare 
them for immediate entry to high level business careers. 

Theory wc':ld be balanced with practice by internship in business 
during the summer months. Students would be chosen from the higher 
level, predominantly Negro colleges. Faculty representatives at these 
colleges would be offered a subsidized summer seminar at the univer-
sities to be sure that they too will be familiar with latest trends in the 
executive and management fields of business. 

The Southern university president stated that the group--consisting 
of three college presidents, seven government officials, three founda-
tion executives, six industry officials, seven "human relations spec-
ialists", and about 20 general university administrators and teachers--
was exceedingly pleased about the conference, both in terms of its 
motives and its possibilities. 

He commented that it was not another "do good" meeting but an 
honest effort to involve and untapped reservior of human resources to 
meet a need in American industry and American life. 

He added, "Big business does not invest in $4, 000 scholarships and 
fellowships and ask our great universities to inaugurate special programs 
just for the fun of the matter. It always looks for returns." 

Itis expected that at a near-future date, Washington university 
will make a specific announcement relating to the finalizing of the 
plans considered. 

Hear Core In "Financial Straits"; 
Group Hit With $22,500 Tax Lien 

New York--(NPI)--The Congress of Racial Equality last week was 
reportedly in "serious financial straitk," after the civil rights organi-
zation was hit with a $22,500 tax lien. 

The lien, filed by the Internal Revenue service in Federal District 
Court was for income and social security taxes tatalling $25,000 col-
lected from CORE employees but not transmitted to the IRS, it was 
reported. 

Contacted shortly after the filing of the lien, Lincoln Lynch, CORE'S 
associate director, said he had no immediate Imowledge of it. "We 
really don't know if it exists." 

However, Lynch was reportedly admitted that CORE is in financial 
difficulty. 	Also, a recently resigned official said to have placed 
CORE's current financial deficit at above $350,000. 

Several moves by CORE recently seems to support the reports of its 
financial difficulties. The organization has cut its staff about 30 per 
cent. The national staff has been trimmed down to 65 workers, most 
of whom operate across the national, and those let go included many 
long-standing employees. 

Meanwhile, the organization has moved its headquarters from a 
$1,000 monthly location in downtown Manhattan, to a $500 a month 
address in Harlem. But Lynch explained that move as the decision of 
the organization to be in closer contact with Negroes and their needs. 

CORE's income three years ago was reportedly $1 million a year, 
but a series of developments have said to have contributed to its dras-
tic curtailment. They include passage of the 1964 Civil Rights Act 
and the 1965 Voting Bill which allegedly led many whites to believe 
their contributions were no longer needed. 

Moreover, CORE's outspoken adocacy of the "Black Power" philoso-
phy has reportedly hurt its financial posture.

Link DuBois Clubs 
With Communism 

Moscow--(NPI)--The head of 
the Communist Party in the United 
States has identified the W.E.B. 
DuBois clubs as having Communist 
theoricalsympathy and member-
ship link. 

The clubs, a young organiza-
tion, are named after the late, 
great Negro scholar and authro, 
Dr. W.E.B. DuBois. 

Decribing the clubs' connec-
tion with Communism was Gus 
Hall, recognized as the head of 
the U.S. party who is vacationing 
in Russia. 

In an interview, Hall told the 
Komsomolslaya Pravad, a publi-
cation of the Soviet Youth Orga-
nization:"Quite naturally we have 
t h e closest ties with the DuBois 
clubs since they occupy a Marxist 
position. Many of the members 
of the DuBois clubs have joined 
our party." 

T h e DuBois clubs, named by 
the Justice Department last year 
as subversive organizations, are 
said to be opposed to the Vietnam 
war. Concerning the war, Hal 1 
said: 

"There is no military hysteria 
in the U. S.A. , such as there was, 
f o r instance, during the Korean 
w a r. It isn't so simple now to 
come out in the United States 
against the peace movement as it 
was in those years." 

"But at the same time," he 
added, "it isn't so easy for Ameri-
can youth, which lacks class con-
sciousness, to come out against 
this war." 

"In order to take this read, the 
Americans have to overcome in 
their minds the feeling of official 
patriotism." 

Third Negro to Serve 
On Federal Bench 

Washington---(NPI)-- Federal 
Judge Wade Hampton McCree, 46, 
h a s become the third Negro in 
history to be appointed to the U. 
S. Court of Appeals. 

Judge McCree was named to 
the Sixth Circuit in Cincinnati by 
President Lyndon B. Johnson, who 
also reappointed Judge Austin L. 
Fickling, Negro jurist of Washing-
ton, D.C., for another 10-year 
term on the D.C. Court of Gen-
eral Sessions. 

Two other Negroes have served 
on the U.S. Court of Appeals. 
They are Judge 'William Hastie, 
serving in Philadelphia, and Thur-
good Marshall, who resigned from 
the Appellate court when he was 
named solicitor-general of the 
United States. 

Prior to 1960, no Negroes ser-
ved on the U.S. District Court 
bench, and the only major judi-
cial post was held by Judge Wil-
liam Hastie, who was appointed 
by Appellate court by President 
Truman. 

Today, there are six Negroes 
on the U.S. District Court.

to school time, and falling tem-
peratures failed to keep four mid- 

, west cities from erupting in racial 
violence in a "long hot summer" 
finale. 

Civil rights demonstrations_in 
the suburb of Wauwatosa set off 
racial disturbances that resulted 
in the National Guard being cal-
led into action. 

The rights demonstrators mar-
ched daily to the home of Circuit 
Judge Robert C. Cannon in Wau- 
watosa, 	protesting the judge's 
membership in the Eagles club, 
which does not allow Negroes as 
membcrs. 

The marches have attracted 
crowds of whites, numbering in 
the hundreds, who have answered 
the pickets "black power" chants 
with "white power." 

Eggs, a cherry bomb, and a 
brick have been thrown at the de-
monstrators' bus. Klansmen have 
turned up in Wiscnosin for the 
first time since the 1920s. 

T h e tension induced Gov. 
Warren P. Knowles to promise 
National Guard protection to 
Milwaukee if it was needed. 

When the governor failed in 
efforts to get a civil rights truce, 
he called 400 National Guards-
men into action. But the Guards-
men were themselves met with 
curses, rocks, and exploding fire-
crackers form a crowd of 4,000 
whites who came to see the Wa- • 
uwatosa marches. 

N o t far from Milwaukee, in 
Waukegan, Ill., another racial 
disturbance exploded. 

Waukegan Mayor Robert Sab-
onjan announced a series of moves 
aimed at bringing peace to the 
Chicago suburb, which was hit by 
race rioting for three nights 
straight. 

"I will ask the school board to 
make gymnasuim available for a 
smallfee to groups and organiza-
tions for sports, "the mayor said. 

Earlier, the mayor had ac-
cused Negro "animals" of starting 
the riot and blamed NAACP agi-
tation" for the racial disturbance. 

"The NAACP," he said, "is 
crying with crocodlie tears about 
those school drop-outs and hood-
lums on the south side. Don't 
you take to the streets like tlev 
did," he toll a group of Puerto 
Ricans. 

"If you do, then you're acting 
like those animals."  

In Dayton, Ohio, more racial 
violence was threatened as a 
Negro gunned down from a speed-
car died. 

Lester Mitchell, 39, died in 
St. Elizabeth's hospital nearly 18 
hours after he was ambushed 
while standing in front of his 
home, in the predominatly Negro 
went side. 

Some 1,000 National Guards-
men were on hand to restore order 
as 	hit-and-run gangs of Negro 
youths staged lootnig forays into 
the downtown area. They stoned 
cars and attacked whites..

PEARLY PEARLS 
The pearl is a mighty jewel, if 

centuries-old legend and super-
stition are to be believed. Magi-
cal and medicinal properles have 
long been attributed to the gem 
that today is regarded mainly as a 
fashion accessory classic. 

According to a Chinese legend, 
it rains pearls when dragons fight 
in the sky. On a more earthy lev-
el, American folklore says that a 
maiden who rubbe 1 her eyes with 
a pearl could make a man her per-
sonal slave with the slightest gaze. 
A man, on the other hand, could 
assure his love's undying affection 
by dissolving a pearl in water and 
giving it to her to sip from a wine 
glass. 

Extraordinary powers have been 
credited to powdered pearls thro-
ugh the years. In 17th Century 
France, powdered pearl dust was 
an expensive beauty treatment. 
Sprinkled on the skin, it was tho-
ught to improve trxture and lus-
tre. 

Powdered pearls were given 
amazing medical powers by sev-
eral civilizations. From 1300 to 
1600, swallowing powdered pearls 
presumably warded off disease, 
restored failing vigor, and cured 
such divergent ailments as epilepsy 
or hysteria. In ancient Rome, 
pearl dust was used to restore rea-
sol_ to lunatics. 

One ancient civilization con-
sidered pearls bad luck and threw 
them back into the water, while 
another believed that pearl amu-
lets drove awqy sharks. For the 
Chinese, pearls were charms ag- 
ainst fire. 	In ancient Rome, 
pearls were so highly esteemed 
that only persons of special rank 
were permitted to wear them.
