YMCA Summer 
Program Gets 
Underway Here 

Summer is fun at the YMCA! 
Five summer programs transform 
a child's summer hours into days 
of learning and adventure. At the 
YMCA a youngster may learn to 
swim in two weeks at a neighbor-
hood pool or learn to water ski 
during two weeks of training at 
Buffalo Lakes. Both boys and 
girls may share in these aquatic 
experiences of learning. 

Two clubs, each of which oper-
ates for 6 weeks, offer fun, learn-
ing and adventure for boys and 
girls from 6 years through 14 years. 
The Summer Fun Club is designed 
for boys and girls from 6 through 
9 years. This three-day-a-week-ac-
tivity includes crafts, art, drama-
tics, trampoline, tumbling, archery, 
games, hikes in the park, picnics, 
swimming and movies at rest time. 
The Y Adventure Club, a two-day-
a-week activity, is designed for 
boys and girls from 10 through 
14 years of age. Program activities 
have a wide range through games, 
swimming, bowling, roller skating, 
ice skating, canoeing, miniature 
golf and adventure trips to the 
parks and businesses of the city. 

A boy's Day Camp transforms 
Mackenzie Park into an area of 
high adventure for 6 to 9 year old 
boys. Each two-week session is 
limited to 40 boys and is designed 
to provide outdoor skills and 
thrills on a boy level. Hikes, stories, 
songs, nature lore, cook-outs, 
swimming, archery, group games 
and an overnight campout are pro-
gram highlights. 

YMCA swimming and water 
skiing instructions are carefully 
trained and are certified in water 
safety. Group leaders in the other 
programs are carefully selected 
youth who have a desire to work 
with youngsters and a talent for 
such leadership. Each program 
leader is trained in YMCA leader-
ship techniques and is specifically 
trained in skills required for lead-
ing children in creative activities. 

The YMCA summer programs 
are directed by YMCA Physical 
Director Gary King and YMCA 
Program Director Carl Hudson. Par-
ents are invited to come by the 
YMCA and to discuss their child-
ren's summer program needs with 
the "Y" staff.

It included 83 
positions changed to comply with 
the Supreme Court's Singleton 
decision.

Each elementary school will have 
at least one and not more than 
three blacks on its faculty. Atkins, 
Hutchinson and Thompson Junior 
Highs will each have two blacks 
assigned; Evans, Mackenzie, Mat-
thews, Slaton and Wilson will have 
three each, Struggs four and Alder-
son six. 

The changes submitted to Judge 
Woodward this week by Supt. Ed 
Irons would bring 20 of the city's 
schools within one percentage 
point of the necessary figure. 

In looking at the percentage 
aspect, Stewart School's one black 
teacher will be only 3.8 per cent 
of the school's faculty, the lowest 
percentage figure, and Struggs 
Junior High's four black teachers 
will constitute the highest percent-
age with 14.8%. 

Fifteen schools will have only 
one black teacher and traditionally 
all-black Wheatley, Iles, Struggs 
and Dunbar High will have only 
three, two, four and six blacks 
on their faculties. 

Several of the most notable 
shifts will be Mrs. Mae Simmons, 
former principal of Iles, who has 
taught at Iles for 20 years, will be 
moving to Hodges, and the trad-
ing of places by Dunbar's and 
Coronado's head track coaches, 
Percy Hines and Thomas McBray-
er. 

Another notable shift will be 
the counselor position of Mon-
tery's George Bond, who is presi-
dent of the Lubbock Classroom 
Teachers Association to Dunbar 
in return for Albert Lincoln of 
Dunbar.

Changes with Move 

The West Texas Times was in-
formed Wednesday morning that 
the new number for all federal 
offices is 747-3711, effective at 
the present time. 

The old number, which is pre-
sently listed in the telephone direc-
tory, is no longer in operation. 
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The Community Can't Afford to 
"Put Off" its Actions Any Longer 

The new establishment which is being built 
across the street from New Hope Baptist Church 
and Twentieth and Birch Church of Christ should 
make it clear that we can't afford to wait when 
it comes to business. 

The owner evidently was given permission to 
establish a business on the corner of East 19th 
and Birch Avenue, and the tract of land was 
re-zoned for that purpose. Letters, notifying the 
homeowners in the neighborhood of these events, 
were allegedly mailed prior to the decision. 

If it is true that the homeowners in the im-
mediate area received letters of notification of the 
new business across the street from the churches, 
and didn't choose to act, then it may be too late 
now for action in this case. 

What we must do in the future is act before it 
is too late. We can't continue to find ourselves 
putting things off until tomorrow. We must learn 
how to set priorities when it comes to taking care 
of our business. 

As it appears now, it is too late, but we'll 
have to wait and see what happens. In any case, 
this should be a good lesson to other property 
owners. 

It is our understanding that one of the top 
officials in one of the affected churches was to 
have taken care of this affair, but apparently he 
got too busy "doing other things". Because of 
this, the bulldozers and large tractors are paving 
away, preparing for construction of a warehouse 
across the street from two of our better churches 
and very near some of our larger and newer homes. 

The concerned church members of New Hope 
Baptist Church did attempt, and are still attempt-
ing to do something about the situation. A meet-
ing was held last Monday afternoon at New Hope 
and the minister of the church across the street 
did not attend. We hope that he realizes this will 
concern his church and congregation also. 

A committee has been appointed by the Minis-
terial Alliance to look into the matter further. 
At the present time, everyone of the neighbor-
hood must play a waiting game. 

Several questions, which have not been answer-
ed at this time concern how Urban Renewal, 
which was originally established to "clean up and 
improve the neighborhood in East Lubbock for 
a better community" allowed a piece of its land 
to be sold for commercial purposes in the first 
place. Once again, we are forced to 	ask the 
question, "What happened to the grand design 
for East Lubbock?" 

The next question everyone should ask is, "Will 
there be a tin building in our residential area or 
no building at all?" We'll just have to wait and 
see.

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Austin, Texas—Sixty-second Legislature wound 
up its regular session with a bang and a roar—and 
a few whimpers. 

In a photo-finish, the House-Senate conferees 
turned out a record $6.9 billion biennial budget 
for near-deadline consideration. 

Lawmakers earlier agreed on a $617 million tax 
bill which will go into effect July 1, then followed 
up with $35 million worth of new taxes on liquor-
by-the-drink and by-the-gallon. 

Texans will be paying four per cent sales (five, 
in most cities) and auto sales-rental tax, 18.5

Heisman Trophy Winner, Jim Plunkett, Will 
Appear Here in Coaches All-America Game

Quarterback Jim Plunket, 1970 
Heisman Trophy winner, announc-
ed Saturday that he will play in the 
11th annual Coaches All-America 
Football Game scheduled June 
26 in Texas Tech's Jones Stadium. 

Stanford University's 6-3, 204-
pound passing ace will direct the 
West team for Coach Bob Devaney. 

Plunkett, who set countless re-
cords during his brilliant three-
year career at Stanford, holds the 
NCAA mark for the most passing 
yards in a career-7,544; and the 
NCAA total offense record of 7,-
887 yards. He completed his career 
with 52 touchdown passes, a new 
Pacific-8 record. 

The big All-American led the 
1970 Indians to the Pacific-8 
Championship and to a sensational 
27-17 upset victory over Woody 
Hayes' Ohio State Buckeyes in the 
1971 Rose Bowl. Plunkett's a-
chievements earned him the Heis-
man Trophy, emblematic of the 
finest college football player in 
the country, and virtually every 
other individual award given in 
collegiate football. 

The Stanford ace completed 
the regular season with 191 com-
pletions in 358 attempts for 2,715 
yards and 18 touchdowns. He ran 
for an additional 183 yards and 
three touchdowns. 

Plunkett's Stanford eleven went 
into the Rose Bowl as 10 point 
underdogs to the unbeaten Ohio 
State eleven. But Plunkett dazzled 
a record crowd of 103,838 by 
completing 20 of 30 passes for 
265 yards and a touchdown on the 
way to the victory. 

Plunkett was the number one 
draft choice in professional foot- 

ball in 1970 and he will play for 
the Boston Patriots. 

Sixteen additional players also 
announced last Saturday they will 
be coming to Lubbock for the 
nationally televised all-star contest. 

A total of 54 players have now 
signed for the all-star game. Coach 
Devaney has 27 players inked for 
his squad and Coach Charley Mc 
Clendon's East team also has 27 
players signed. A total of 30 play-
ers for each team is expected to be 
named.
