City Councilman Place Four.

Over 42,000 persons voted in the April
6th City Elcction in which the Liquor by
the Drink issue played an important roll
in the record voter turnout.

NEA Calls for Accurate Treatment of
Minorities and Women in Textbooks

Washington, C.D.—The Executive Com-
mittee of the National Education Associa-
tion recently launched a program based cn
recommendations designed to radically
change the complexion of the nation’s
public school textbooks. The recommen-
dations were submitted by a panel of some
two dozen leaders in the education, book
publishing, and civil rights fields who met
here recently to discuss the treatment of
minorities and women in textbooks and
other instructional material.

The three-day meeting in late February,
by NEA’s offices of Communications and
Public Relations and Teacher Rights, was
an outgrowth of a request made last year
by the 1.1 million-member association’s
Representative Assembly which asked that
NEA “institute the development of a com-

plete series of textbooks and other in-

structional materials planned and written
cooperatively with scholars from all minor-
ity groups, in which the history of all mi-
norities is integrated accurately.”

A progress report will be presented to
the Executive Committee at its May meeting.

The panel members agreed that NEA
should publish, or cause to be published,
a history series in which all minorities and
women are represented accurately, with
special emphasis on Asians, Blacks, Chicanos,
Indians, Jews, and Puerto Ricans. If the
NEA does not actually publish the text-
books, “every effort to utilize minority
publishing firms for its publication™ should
be made, the Executive Committee and
panel agreed.

The recommendations stressed the need
for guidelines in the selection of books

Minority Business Firms Face Capital Shortages
According to Michigan State University Economist

East Lansing, Mich.—Sources of capital
for minority owned businesses have expand-
ed substantially in recent years but funds
available fall far short of demand, accord-
ing 'to a Michigan State University econo-
mist.

John P. Johnson, research assistant in
MSU’s Bureau of Business and Economic
Research, examined the financing of minor-
ity owned businesses in the current issue
of the Michigan State Economic Record.

Minority loans by the Small Business
Administration increased from $1 million
in 1967 to nearly $100 million in 1970,
Johnson pointed out, but he quoted sources
saying it would take $40 billion to raise
the aumber of minority owned businesses
to a level representative of their share of
the population and to change their industry
distribution, location and size to conform
with the characteristics of the total business
community.

Commercial banks have cooperated in
SBA guaranteed loans, Johnson says, but
few lend to minority firms on their own
merits. Johnson sees the beginning of a
trend away from this reluctance, however,

and says some of the Detroit banks are in
the vanguard of this movement.

“As it stands currently,” Johnson says,
“the linkup of the banks and the SBA
represent the largest source of financing
for minority firms although in fiscal year
1971 there were only 7,776 loans made
through the SBA to minorities.”

Minority owned banks, a logical source
of capital for minority businessmen, do
not have the assets to supply a significant
part of the capital demand.

“Most of the black-owned banks are less
than ten years old,” Johnson points out.
“Their average size is $10.4 million and
they are little different from most other
minority owned businesses in being mar-
ginally profitable or undercapitalized.™

While SBA guaranteed loans to minorities
have been increasing, Johnson says, most
of them have been small, short or inter-
mediate term loans. They point to a gap
in the existing structure of financial insti-
tutions in the area of long term and equity
capital for small businesses.

Johnson this *“‘institutional

Perhaps a team
from the City of Lubbock’s Department of
Health should look into the matter to determine
the condition of the area, and what can be done
about it.

There are several hundred persons who live less
than two hundred yards from the run-off. Many
children from the Green-Fair Manor and Coronado
Apartments are often seen playing in the area.
This, too, is an unpleasant situation for our young
people to be exposed to.

We're sure that water from this storm sewer
finds its way downstream to other areas, including
Buffalo Lakes and other sister lakes on the South

was recognized as far back as 1958
when the Small Business Invest-
ment Corporation was created by
the SBA to fill it. A low level of
bank support and capitalization
made the SBIC of little impor-
tance to minority businessmen.

A recent restructing of the
SBIC to include an emphasis on
minority enterprises has shown
promise but has not had time to
demonstrate its success as yet,
according to Johnsqn.

Insurance companies have tra-
ditionally been a source of long
term capital for small businesses,
but Johnson says loans are usually
restricted to companies with pro-
perty that can be mortgaged as
collateral and which have a con-
tinuous profit record for at least
five years.

A 1969 announcement by the
insurance industry of a billion
dollar program for urban develop-
ment has had little effect on
minority businessmen, Johnson
says. Most of the money has gone
into housing.

The MSU economist points out,
“Most of the proposals for in-
creasing the flow of funds of small
businesses and to minority busi-
nessmen in particular involve open-
ing the capital markets to allow
for free participation in secondary
placements of long term debt and
equity capital.

“Whatever the changes in policy
or structure in financial markets
that do occur, it is clear that
minority owned businesses will
be needing large capital infusions
to become viable in the business
mainstream.”

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Austin, Texas—Atty. Gen. Crawford C. Martin jarred legislators with
an opinion that they are prohibited from hiring not only their own
relatives but those of other lawmakers.

The opinion, requested by new House Speaker Rayford Price, thus
declared illegal a long-standing practice which, only within the last few
weeks, has attracted widespread critical attention.

Meanwhile, State Sen. David Ratliff of Stamford, whose family hiring
practices and son-and-daughter job swapping with another legislator
triggered a threatened investigation, said he may resign.

More than 40 legislators freely admit relatives were on the state pay-
roll (Usually in the Senate for House members’ kinfolks and in the House
for the Senate Kin) during the last five years. Many of the cases involved
nothing more than legislators’ children working as pages, but combined
salaries of the improperly-hired totalled more than $120,000 since
1967.

Martin said an article of the penal code forbids a member of one
house of the legislature from hiring a relative (within restricted degrees
by both blood and marriage) of a member of either house when the
employee is paid from public funds.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes issued prompt orders that any Senate employee
related to a legislator will be dropped from the payroll immediately.

House Speaker Rayford Price said he also plans full cooperation.

With one state representative indicted for allegedly using state post-
age stamps to buy a pickup truck and another known to have leased
furniture for his state office from his own firm, the House administra-
tion committee also proposed new limitations on lawmakers’ expense
accounts,

No New Taxes—Gov. Preston Smith, in a statewide campaign speech
via television, threatened to veto any tax bill passed by the legislature
in special session this summer.

“l will present a budget that will require no new taxes, and I will
use every available authority of the governor’s office to insure that
such a budget is enacted by the Legislature,” said Smith.

Smith claimed he is the only candidate for governor who “can and
will insure that taxes will not be higher in 1973.”

Finnancial observers are waiting to see how the governor is going t«
shave the 1973 budget by an estimated $150 million to avoid another
tax bill. He may rely on increased federal revenue-sharing or an in-
creasingly-improved revenue picture.

Revenue-Sharing “Aids Cities, Counties—A federal revenue-sharing
bill approved by the U.S. House Ways and Means Committee last week

would provide $202 million a year to Texas cities and counties.

Allocation of the funds would be retroactive to January 1, 1972, if
the bill becomes law.

Enthusiasm of some city officials for the revenue-sharing plan was
dampened by an apparent provision that states participating would hay
to adopt state income taxes or receive a lesser amount than those which
do levy taxes on income.

Finging the bell

Afro-American History Notes for Busy Newspaper Readers—Droth-
ing, the anglo modern historian writes vividly:*“Up the dusty trails from
Texas they came—to St. Louis, Abilene, Dodge, the
Dakota Territory, and beyond.”

The annexation of Texas to the Union preceded by only sixteen
years the outbreak of the Civil War and the state’s subsequent decision
to cast its lot with the Confederacy. While that sad conflict left Texas
improverished, its cattle stolen and scattered, and its manpower depleted,
it did serve as the focal point for one unheralded and largely unrecord-
ed event: the rise of the black cowboy, (To be continued next week).
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Black Church Denomination Gets Three Million Dollar Gift from
White Philanthropists—Recently this column has leanred that several
hundred officials and members of the Church of God in Christ witnessed
in Memphis, Tennessee ceremonies of the giving of an approximately
three million dollar hotel-motel to the denomination. Undoubtedly this
is the largest single gift to a black church in history.

The Church of God in Christ is one of the largest and fastest growing
black churches in the nation today, including West Texas and New
Mexico and the great Southwest in particular.

Donors were Robert G. Snowden and Mrs. Thomas H. Todd, owners
of the Chisca Plaza Motor Hotel, 2722 South Main Street in Memphis. It
is an eight story, five-hundred room hotel-motel.

Memphis City Councilman Thomas H. Todd, whose wife owned the
structure along with Mr. Snowden told the press that the reason the
Church of God in Christ was picked to get the hotel was because presid-
ing bishop J. O. Patterson and the Church had done so much in building
bridges of goodwill and understanding among all people of the city and
nation.

According to Mrs. E. W. Mason, editor of The Whole Truth, official
organ of the denomination, for more than sixty years thousands upon
thousands of *“Saints” have made their way each year from over the
world to Memphis for the annual Convocation.
