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Bemocratic Party’s ““Fumblers’’ Dismay
NAACP’s Roy Wilkins at Convention

Detroit—(NBNS)—Roy Wilkins’ reluc-
tance to see the NAACP break a long tradi-
tion by endorsing a presidential candidate
did not prevent him from making it clear
that ‘he is not too pleased with current
presidential and would-be presidential lead-
ership.

At a news conference here in connection
with the 63rd annual convention of the
National Association for the Advancement
of Colored People, Wilkins indicated he was
not optimistic about the chances of Demo-
cratic “fumblers” against President Richard
Nixon.

As to Nixon, Wilkins said plainly, “He’s
pretty bad.”

But the 70-year-old executive director
of NAACP said he does not want to be a
common scold where the President is con-
cerned.

“It’s not an intelligent stand to all the
time harp on Nixon, Nixon,” he said,
especially when Nixon is “a President who
is almost being handed re-election on a
platter by the fumblers.”

Wilkins declined to name the ‘fumblers’
but his remarks came at a time when the
Democratic Credentials Committee was
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Harrisburg, Md.—President Nixon toured flood ravaged southeastern Pennsylvania last
week and landed at Harrisburg where an eight-year-old, who only identified herself as
“Jess” grasped the President’s hand as he circulated among crowds of victims. “The most
moving thing was the kid that grabbed my hand,” Nixon told his escort at William Penn
High School. “Children often grab the hands of older people. In something like this,

people want something to hold onto.”

supporters of Senator George McGovern
and those who have sought to prevent him
from being chosen the Democratic presiden-
tial nominee.

“You just need to read the headlines
the past three weeks to know that there is
some fancy footwork going on around
second base,” Wilkins said.

U.S. Ignoring Poor, Blacks '

And Other Minorities

Representatives Charge

Washington—(NBNS)—The federal gov-
ernment has continued to ignore the needs
and desires of the poor, blacks and other
minorities, witnesses at a four-day meeting
of the Congressional Black Caucus agreed.

George Wiley, executive director of the
National Welfare Rights Organization, con-
demned the “workfare scheme” the New
York state government devised to force
recipients to sign up for work or face loss of
their subsidies.

New York and California have been
piloting the workfare section of the Presi-
dent’s Family Assistance Plan which will
probably not receive Senate approval be-
fore the November elections.

However, the workfare provisions are
being implemented July 1 under the provi-
sion signed into law by the President last
December at the time he vetoed the Child
Development legislation, which the Con-
gress had sought to enact.

“For every person who is illegally receiv-
ing benefits there are at least a hundred per-
sons who are denied benefits by the govern-
mental agencies that are supposed to pro-
tect their rights,” he said.

“This administration has waived rights
and protections which the Social Security
Act has granted to poor people . . . so
political programs can be put into effect
before Congress has a chance to look at
those programs,” Wiley told the committee.

HUD Pledges $14 Million

For Development of Soul
City in North Carolina

Washington—(NBNS)—A  black-owned
enterprise, Soul City Development Com-
pany, has received the first Federal committ-
ment for construction of a rural “*new town”
anywhere in the nation.

The U.S. Department of Housing and
Urban Development has pledged $ 14 million
for the development of Soul City, a new
industrial community to be built in a de-
pressed agricultural area of North Carolina.

Spearheading the new city is Floyd B.
McKissick, a North Carolina native who
formerly was national director of the Con-
gress of Racial Equality. Only weeks ago,
McKissick joined with hundreds of other
blacks meeting in Washington, who endors-
ed the re-election of President Nixon this
November.

The Federal government has helped to
finance 10 previous “new town” projects,
but all have been satellite towns of major
metropolitan areas.

Soul City wll be the first new town to

o open his mouth is viewed as subversive.”

“Most of these people are in the FBI’s
files because they exercised their constitu-
tional right of dissent,” Anderson said. He
later gave Cong. Ron Dellums, who presid-
ed over the hearing, a list of 5,500 blacks
who were in the FBI’s files.

“These files are just loaded with black-
mail information, the kind of information
that ought never be in the files in a de-
mocracy,” Anderson commented.

Among the blacks cited by Anderson
who were on the ‘black nationalist’ list
were Roy Wilkins of the NAACP and for-
mer baseball star Jackie Robinson.

“With crime running rampant across the
country, with dope being peddled on virtual-
ly every level of American life, the FBI has
tied up countless agents and untold millions
prying into the private lives of prominent
Americans,” he said.

And former Atty. General Ramsey Clark,
speaking to a hushed crowd on the opening
day of the conference, attacked the “*moral”
leadership of the Nixon Administration.

“You'll never have order or social stabi-
lity without justice,” he said. ““How can
you possible justify more cops when at the
same time you're reducing the money for
food for hungry little children . .. We can-
not buy more of that system of criminal
justice, it doesn’t work.”

“I would like to see the President of the
United States turn to that little black child
who clung to him in Harrisburg and explain
how he can have a moratorium on her right
to understand, to learn, to fulfill herself,”
Clark continued.

Numerous agencies, organizations, of-
ficials and ordinary citizens paraded to the
stand during the meeting and “document-
ed” what they believe to be a good cause
against the federal government of “‘law-
lessness.”

be constructed in a rural area under the
Urban Growth and New Communities De-
velopment Act of 1970.

HUD pledged $14 million in the form
of a guarantee of assistance continguent
upon Soul City’s Company ability to at-
tract industry to the proposed new com-
munity.

Ultimately, the new community is ex-
pected to house 44,000 residents. The ini-
tial emphasis, however, will be on industrial
rather than residential construction.

McKissick also has obtained the support
of two North Carolina banks and a New
York bank, as well as the state of Narth
Carolina’s economic development authority,

in the planning of Soul City.

The new community near Mason, N.C.,
is approximately 45 miles south of the
Virginia border.

Residential development of the integrat-
ed community will include apartments,

town houses, garden apartinents, single-
family homes and medium-rise apartments
grouped near commercial, educational and
recreational facilities.
McKissick, a native of Asheville, N.C.,
was a lawyer in Durham, N.C., before he

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Lubbock Sh owmg Sume
Signs of Hiring Blacks

It is only right to give credit where it is due
when someone or some political sub-division, in
this case, 1s responsible for making positive steps
toward the betterment of the community.

The City of Lubbock, in the past year, has
hired more Blacks in positions with the local body.
Perhaps Lubbock County should pay close atten-
tion to what has been, and is being done, by the
City of Lubbock.

The West Texas Times learned from Gerry M.
Brewer, personnel assistant, that as of March 2.
1972, there were 80 Blacks employed in part-time
and full-time positions with the City of Lubbock.
In the period following March 2, 1971, a total of
30 Blacks were hired in additional positions with
the City.

For our readers benefit, we'd like to name the
numbers of Black brothers and sisters working in
various positions with the City of Lubbock in the
last 30 positions filled:

For example: 2 parking control officers; 2 off-
set press operator trainees; | sanitation inspector;
1 building maintenance; 3 equipment servicemen;
2 animal wardens; | library aide; 9 sanitation work-

rs; 1 broundman; 1 light equipment operator; 2
clerk typists; 2 traffic engineering tech; 1 painter
and 2 laborers.

The 30 new employees, plus the ariginal 80,
brings the total to approximately 110 Blacks work-
ing for the City of Lubbock. This represents 6.5%
of the total full-time work force, whereas the
figure in June, 1971, was 3.8% of the work force.

It is good to see these steps taken at City Hall.
Since the City of Lubbock has found these talent-
ed Black brothers and sisters in the community.
We’re sure there are others, if not these, who are
also talented for supervisory positions with the
City.

We know there is a great deal of Black talent
within the community in Lubbock. We also realize
that those person who are given an opportunity
to work In any capacity must have the talent
necessary to fill the position. It would be good
if more of this talent could be found and put
to work in some of the higher positions within
the City of Lubbock employment scale.

Of course, there are many persons and or-
ganizations who have made it possible for the
City of Lubbock to open up her eyes and give
people within the minority community an op-
portunity to participate. This is as it should be,
simply because the city of Lubbock belongs to
all of us.

We can only hope that Lubbock County
Government operations will realize that there
are talented Black people in the county also. It’s
time for this political subdivision to reach out
and find those persons who can contribute some-
thing constructive for the taxpayers money in
the County also. We would encourage the County
Commissioners to pay close attention to what is
taking place in City Hall, and also take a long—
hard look at budget requests within the County
before rubber stamping lilly white hiring practices.

There’s no doubt about it, with all the problems
facing our city, much improvement has already
been made for Blacks in positions with the City.

Washington—We are often asked who is iIn
charge of our foreigh policy—Richard Nixon or
Henry Kissinger.

Dr. Kissinger makes proposals. He presents the
options. He runs around the world conducting
secret diplomacy in the President’s name. Before
the President announced that the Paris peace talks
would begin again on July 13, Kissinger quietly
spread the word to congressional leaders that a
major breakthrough on Vietnam was imminent.

Kissinger, then, is the President’s chief adviser
and number one legman. But he is not the Presi-
dent. Richard Nixon makes the decisions.

Here’s an inside example:

During the high level meetings that led up to
the mining of Haiphong harbor, all of the Presi-
dent’s chief advisers—without exception—warned
the President that the Russians would react against
such a bold move. Kissinger himself warned the
President that, at the very least, the Russians
would cancel the Moscow talks.

But President Nixon overruled his advisers. He
said he was convinced that the Russians had too
much to gain to back out of the talks. The Presi-
dent, it turned out, was right.

—Bumbling Blowhard—

Nebraska’s Senator Roman Hruska is an ami-
able fellow, known inside the Senate as a bumbling
blowhard. He is perhaps best remembered for his
comment that mediocre Americans deserve repre-
sentation on the Supreme court.

Then, at the height of the ITT affair, Hruska
excused ITT’s $400,000 commitment to the Re-
publican convention by declaring that such con-
ventions were ‘“‘bought all the time’’ by business

—Pigs’ Ears—

President Nixon is in trouble with the women
and he can’t understand why. He sailed into office
on a wave of promises that he would improve the
lot of American womanhood. And the truth is,
he has done a lot.

The President has, for example, appointed
numerous women to high-level government posi-
tions. He has named many others to advisory
boards and commissions. He has even elevated
military women to general’s rank.

Despite his record, the President has managed
to alienate most women's groups. It’s his attitude,
they say, which turns them off. Nixon has made
it plain he prefers women who confine their acti
vities to the home and hearth.

The same attitude, say the women, pervades the
entire administration. They claim Nixon’s men
are insensitive to their problems and cite this
example: Last February, the women’s affairs ad-
viser to Senator Edmund Muskie, Dr. Irene Murph-
y, was invited to speak to the White House Fellows
on the subject of women in politics. Afterward,
she received a letter of thanks from a White House
Fellow named Glen Kendell. He told Dr. Murphy
that if women want to work in government, they
have to start on the local lev€®After all, he
wrote, ‘“You can’t make a purse from a pig’s ear
overnight.”

It’s unlikely the White House will win the distaff
vote by equating women with pigs’ ears.

—Illegal Campaign Cash—

It is illegal to spend public funds for political
purposes. Nevertheless, the administration is using
the resources of the federal government to pro-
mote President Nixon’s re-election.

We have uncovered an especially flagrant use of
the public purse for presidential promotion. It’s
an elaborate, illustrated booklet entitled, “For
Purple Mountain Majesties Above The Fruited
Plain.”” The subtitle is more to the point. It reads,
“President Nixon’s Program for Bmldmg a Better
Environment.”

The book makes Daniel Boone look like an in-
doorsman compared to President Nixon. In ohly
24 pages, the President is mentioned no fewer
than 78 times as a staunch defender of mother
nature. This doesn’t count the times he is referred
to simply as ‘“‘he”.

The booklet is the joint product of several
agencies and it cost about $11,000 to print it.
This figure excludes the cost of preparing and writ-
ing the book which no one can even estimate.

Officials insist this is a routine document that
has nothing to do with pushing the President’s
re-election.

But the White House staff member in charge of
distributing the 15,000 copies already off the
press, concedes it is so blatant that it might not
be distributed after all.

Afro-American History Notes: Ambrose Caliver (1894-1964) senior
specialist in the education of Blacks in the United States Office of
Education from 1930 to 1946 was born in Saltville,
Virginia. His father died when he was eleven and he
was forced to work in the coal mines to help support
his family. Eventually, he was sent to his grandmother
in Knoxville, Tenn., and was graduated from Knox-
ville College in 1915, Later he earned his M.A. degree

from Columbia University in 1930.

After a successful teaching career, he was appointed dean of Fisk
University, later being granted a leave of absence to serve as specialist
in the education of Negroes in the United States Office of Education.
He initiated and directed the FERA and WPA emergency education
programs and directed the National Survey of Vocational Education
and Guidance of Negroes from 1935 to 1938, In 1941-42, Dr. Caliver
created and directed Freedom's Pecople, a series of nationwide radio
broadcasts on participation of Blacks in American life. He published at
least 18 books and bulletins and more than fifty articles in leading
national periodicals.
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School busing is a substitute for quality education, welfare is a sub-
stitute for a good, healthy economy, and black people are the victims
of both; states Dr. H. H. Brookins, pastor of the First African Methodist
Episcopal Church of Los Angeles and a leading contender for the
episcopacy. He is in Dallas attending the 39th quadrennial session of
the General Conference of the denomination.

The California clergyman pastors the oldest and largest black
Methodist church in the country, deplores welfare and called it a “trap”
for black people. “Welfare puts a man into a slump from which he can-
not get out. Welfare was deliberately designed to put people in a rut
that has made them look for handouts, when they could not get jobs.
It provides a good excuse and lulls good people to sleep,” believes
Brookins.
